LICENSE IS DOUBLED

II UTAH COUNTY

Commissioners Adopt Resolu-
tion Monday Placing Fee at

$1000 a Year.

Special to The Tribune.
PROVO. Dec. 'JO. Since the passage of

the prohibition ordlnunco by tho present
council, which goes Into effect January
1, 1010, there has been much speculation
as to what the county commissioners
would do In the matter of granting Huiior
licenses. There has also been a greatpressure brought to beur on the commis-
sioners to got them to so act on the
Ikiuor question that the license would bo
so high 'as lo be virtually prohibitive.

The Tribune, a short time ago. outlined
the policy which tho county commission-
ers Intended to adopt, and after the pub-
lication it was said that they had re-
considered the matter and would mako
some changes. But the resolution as
adopted today by tho commissioners, and
which follows. Is almost Identical with
the story as published:

"Bo It Resolved. That on and afterJanuary 1. 1010. the license fee for the
sale of Intoxicating liquors within the
boundaries of Utah county Is hereby
fixed at the sum of 1000 per annum; and
be Jt further

"Resolved. That every applicant for a
liquor license, whether It bo an original
application or a renewal, shall bo made
to the board of county commissioners,
and filed with tho county clerk. Said
application shall conform to the require-
ments of section 1213 of tho Complied
Laws of I" tah of 1007; and be It further

"Resolved, That no license shall bo
granted for a longer perlad than three
months; and bo It further

"Resolved. Thnt tho bond provided for
In section 1243 of tho Compiled Laws of
Utah of 1007 be. and the same Is hereby
fixed at the sum of $800. Said band
shall conform to tho provisions of sectlori

of the Compiled Laws of Utah; and
bo It further

"Resolved. That any application for a
liquor license may be refused for good
causes, In tho discretion of the board of
county commissioners."

These resolutions set forth the policy
of the board, and County Attorney Jacob
Evans. In explaining the matter, said:

"Tho hoard of county commissioners
has no lgal power to pass a prohibitory
ordinance, nor to arbitrarily refuse lo
grant a liquor license; but It has dis-
cretionary power to pass upon tho moral
fitness of each applicant, and to deter-
mine. In Its discretion, tho places whore
Intoxicating liquors may or may not bo
sold. In localities where the county has
heretofore granted licenses, and where
the sentiment of tho people favors the
granting of licenses. I am of tho opinion
thnt the board of county commissioners
will. In proper cases, continue to grant
licenses; and In localities where licenses
have not heretofore been granted and
tho people aro opposed to tho granting
of licenses, and whero saloons In r.uch
vicinity would become a public nuisance
and thwart the will of the people. I nm
of the opinion that no licenses will be
grunted. In other words, tho board of
cnuntv commissioners will, at all tlmos.
keep "within tho law. by granting and
refusing to grant licenses for good cause
within I ho discretion of tho board of
countv commissioners.

"The license fixed, to some may seem
too low. whllf to others It may seem too
high; but when you take Into considera-
tion the fact that the license must bo
uniform throughout the county, and the
further fact that tho license feo hereto-
fore has onlv been ?G0O per annum, and
tho still further fact that a higher li-

cense than the one fixed might bo con-
strued by the courts as an attempt to
Indirectly prohibit the sale of Intoxica-
ting liquors a thing thnt tho board of
countv commissioners has no legal pow-
er lo do I think all will agree that the
hoard has adopted (ho only logical policy
open to It under the law. and at tho
expiration of tho new year all will bo
convinced that the board has donn Us
utmost, under the law as It exists, to
servo the people In accordance with Its
wishes, and for tho best good of ail "
