CHARLES WARD DIES

'
FROM HIS IMS

Victim of Shooting Passes Away

at O.ffilen Genera!
Hospital.

OODEX. Jan. 9. After making a heroic

struggle for his life, the chances for
which appeared favorable yesterday,
Charles Ward, the discharged Union Pa-
cific biakemr.n. who was shot by Train-
master W. S. Law In the iatter's otflce
at Kvanslon. Wyo.. last Thursday, died
at the OKdeii General hospital this morn-in- s

at 11 o'clock.
Ward was rushed to Ocden on a. fast

train immediately after th- - unfortunate
affair and everything possible has been
done to save his life, but without avail.
The voung man and his superior became
involved In a violent quairel. when Ward
asked for a pass for himself and wife over
the I "tali division of the ','tiion Pacific
railroad. His recent discharge from tho
railroad service, he Is said to have at-
tributed to the antagonism of Trainmas-
ter Law. and when ho asked the latter
for a pass and It was refused, blows
were evehanged. which ended by Jiw
drawing his revolver and shooting the
trainman In the abdomen.

When Ward reached the hospital here
an operation was immediately performed,
which reqiilivd a larpe number of stitches
in Ills intestines, which had been pierced
by the bullet. Trainmaster liw, accord-
ing to reports which reached here today,
had not been r.neated. but would give
himself up soma time this afternoon.

Tho remains of Ward were removed
from the hospital to lllche.y's undertak-
ing parlors tills arternoon. where they
arc being prepared for burial.

Portland Cement company began burning
cement this week. The manufacturing
of a high grade of cement from the wasle
barrens north of this city has actually
commenced. People In this vicinity little
dreamed of the value of those waste bar-
rens, which for those many years have
Iain Idle. And it wasn't until very re-

cently that the Idea of making cement
out of the marl and other valuable de-
posits found there was given considera-
tion. Test nfler test was made by ex-
perts all over the country, and each test
was so favorable that a company of
eastern capitalists was finally formed,
with the result that the factory was
built. The plant will have a dally ca-
pacity of .100 barrels of cement- - It is
the intention of the company to enlarge
the plant in the spring.

The
appointment of the elty marshal by the
mayor was taken care of by a former
ordinance.
