K$ Few residents of lah havo ever visited
fntrr, owing lo the difficulty of reaching, due
'ffact that f ho nearest railroad point from t lie
jpseat town is more than loQ miles. There- -

fore, Utalins do not know that this one- countv, sit-
uate in their own state, is four times larger tnan is
the stato of Ithodc Island, is as lnrgo as the state of
Connecticut, and half as largo as the state of Massa-
chusetts. In fact, it is an empire of itself, and yet
it has barely been explored. Kauc county "was named
after Col. Thomas h. Kane, who wrote a series of
stories about tho Mormon people, in which he cstollcd
and eulogized tho saints.

Historians Do Not Agree.
As Lo the date, of the first settlement in the county

I here is a diversity of opiuiou, and Utah historians
differ as to tho date. This, no doubl, is duo to the
fact that when Kane county was named by tho ter-
ritorial assembly it included within its borders a por-
tion of Iron and Washington counties. According to
""Richards '3 Utah" tho principal settlement in the
county was Virgin City, on iho L'nper Virgin liver,
which selllcmont was laid out by jSephi Johnson. If,
on tho other hand, llnrmonv i. included in Kano
county, then the county was first settled in tho spring
of .IS52 by John D. Lee, who settled nl Ash Creek.
Should Harmony be not included, then the settlement,
as paid, was at Vivgin City, in JSH0, and a short whilo
later, in JS5S. Toquerville was founded, the first set-
tlers t here being .1. T. Willis and six other families,
who went there from Cedar City.

"When Kanab Waii Settled.
Kanab, the present countv seat, was established

in ISiO. Other early settlements were .Johnson, len
miles east, of Kanab; Pahrenh, near the 0f
J'ahrcah river und Cottonwood creek, settled in 1S72,
and Ordervillc. on the west bank of the Virgin river,
in lS7o. Hoclcville. or Grafton, was the first countv
seat, being so designated by the territorial assembly,
but in lSb'9 an act of Cue assembly caused the removal

" of the seat of the county to Toquerville. Kane counly,
in JStio, was included in the second judicial district.
So much for early history.

There are coal' and gypsum deposits in tho county,
but no prcfioiiR metals. The caslern part of the county
is mountainous, and Iho Kaiprowitz plateau covers a
larco part of that section of tho county.

The admiral passes into a brilliant

prophecy concerning the southern section
of the country, which he says will reap
tho greatest benefit from tho canal, be-
cause It brings it nearer a market for
the things II produces. Its cotton goods,
manufactured at home out of raw ma-
terial grown on its own soil, will be eager-
ly sought by the people of South Amer-
ican countries. Ho points out the ad-
vantage, of .Mobile, and New
Orleans as srulf ports which will aid
shipping through the canal. Ho insists
that the railroads. If allowed to estab-
lish rates to suit themselves can easily
cripple tho canal, and can make such
charges that thero will bo no profit cither
for tho producer or the consumer.

"Fighting' Rob".tnako.'i the same proph-
ecy concerning the products of I he Pa-
cific stales, notably California. lie comes
out for a waterways plan in the middle
west, saying that it would greatly add to
the prospective cheap transportation, and
would have the effect of holding in check
the overcharging by competing railroad
lines. In conclusion, Admiral Evans
says.

"The bitter opposition of the railroads

years It was so effective as to prevent
any company from netting such a canalor even securing a charter to get one.

Contracts in Tennessee. Wyoming. Mon-
tana. Colorado and Washington also will
expire this year. In all theso stales a
uniform increase in wages will be asked.
