SELLING PRESSURE
URING THE WEEK

Liql{idation Apparently Forced
Upon Receipt of Good and
Bad News Alike.

PRESSURE DIMINISHES
AS MONEY GROWS EASIER

Lack of Pronounced Active De-
mand Continues to Keep
Prices Down.

NEW TORK, Ian. 18, —Pressurs 10
lquidate gpeculative holdings, which car-
ried prices downward In last weck's
stock market was not alone accounted for
by unfavorable news. The gelling was
pushed on good news as well as Indi-
cating the conviction of holders that the
level of pricea had already anticipated
the advantages derlved {rom those hip-
penings.

A genera]l movement assigned for the
Hquldation was the disappointment that a
general public demand for stocks had not
developed with the distribution of profils
to supply funds avallablea for Invest-
ment.

Money Situation.

The money stringency abated material-
Iy tn New York and there was a world-
wlde relaxation on money rales and a
substantial vecuperation in conditions of
the great central reserve banks abroad.
The preasure to sell stocks diminished us
this relaxallon progresssd, but no ag-
greselve demand awakened. The neces-
sity of preparing for olher demsands for
money In prospect was the suppoged causs
of this abstenhion from strengthenlng the
gacurltiss muarkel on the part of large
speculative operators.
