First Direct News.
. The first news direct from the scene

Forsyth and Bates estimate that not
more than twentv of the 110 people who
wore carried into the canyon by the
avalanche escaped death or injury.
Eleven passenger cars, three locomo-
tives four elect rie motors, one votary
snow plow, the rotarv shed and the
hand house were swept awav bv the
slide.

Under Forty Feet of Snow,
A member of the first relief p.irlv

who returned to Everett tonight said
when he reached the sccuo all tho cars
were completely buried. Mm-- of tho
wreckage was covered by fort.v feet
of snow and all that could be sccu was
one partly buried electric motor, two
locomotives and the wreckage of the
rotary. All that could be seen of the
coaches was a steel .pine slicking out of
the snow where a Pullman car was
twisted around a stump, and a curtain
that lav on top. -

Raj Forsyth, one of the injured pas-
sengers, was iu a car in which thero
were live women and soveu children.

TO PROMOTE WELL BEING
AND ADVANCE CIVILIZATION

Oil Magnate .Said 1o Be Seeking
13 est Moans of Disposing

of Fortune.

WASHINGTON". March 2 Stops were
token today to Inooi'ponnc the Uockc-fell-

foundation In the district of Colum-
bia. The Mil: for this' purpose was In-

troduced by Senator ftnllingcr and waa
referred io th; committee on judiciary.
The purpose of tho foundation is to pro--vi-

for a general organization to con-

duct philanthropic work on all lines.
It is understood the foundation will he

endowed by John P. Rockefeller and that
he tnkos this means to dispose of a large
part of his wealth.

Flan of Incorporation.
The Incorporators named in t lie bill

are John D. Rockefeller. John D. Rocke-
feller. Jr.; Fred T. Gates, Starr J. Mur-
phy and Charles O. lleydt, are authorized
to select associates not to exceed twenty-tivo- ,

jind !t Is nrovided that there shall
not be at any time Ichk than fivi.'.

The Rockefeller foundation, according
to tho bill. Is organized io promote the
well-bci- and advance tho rlvllizatlon of
the. people of I lie United Stales and its
possessions in foreign lands and for tho
acrtufstllon and dissemination of knowi-edK-

for the prevention and relief of
sufferlnu ami piomotion of any and all of
the elements of human knowledge.

Has Gtvon Away $52,000,000.
It was staled by Senator Gallingor to-

day thai Mr. Rockefeller already had
Klveu away $.VJ. 000,000. :md that he was
seeking a method of disponing of his
fortune that would benefit mankind. The
foundation is organized on Hues similar
to the Carnegie foundation for the ad-
vancement of" teaching. As in the casts
of the latter Institution, the Rocke-felle-

foundation will be authorised to receive
and dispense gifts of money other than
those obtained from the original endow-
ment, the amount of which has not been
fixed

When askod regarding tho bill. Sen-
ator Galllngcr raid:

"I am not authorized to speak for Mr.
Rockefeller Vmt there is no doubt that
Mr- Rockefeller intends to give away his
money on a scale greater than any other
living man. I am not acquainted with
all of tho detailH of Mr. Rockefeller
plan, but It is expected Washington will
be headquarters."

SAID TO HAVE INCOME
OF 560,000,000 YEARLY

NEW YORK. March 2. Star J Mur-
phy, one of the incorporators named in
tlt Gallingor bill to establish the Itocke-feli-

foundation, said today that he did
not yet know what endowment the
foundation would have.

"The bill introduced at Washington ."

said Mr. Murphy, "is Intended to
broaden the scope of Mr. Rockefeller's
philanthropies and Is almost Identicul
in form with tin; act of congress of l!)0:i

under which the Kockefeller educational
fund was authorized. The new bill makes
it possible for Mr. Rockefeller to go into
any form of philanthropy iu the world,
whereas the first endowment was spe-
cifically limited."

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FLOODS II THE EAST

MH DEVASTATI8N

TIi ou sands in Ohio Driven From
Home: Many Factories Are

Forced to Close.

CLEVELAND. O., March 2. About
4000 persons arc now homeless in Ohio
from floods. Many plants have been
forced to close down and hundreds of
men and women are out. of work. Tho
mnterlal damage is estimated at over
$1,000,000.

The Licking and Muskingum rivers
hove pnsscd their record of 1U0S, and are
still rising. Over 000 persons arc now
being fed by the city authorities at

At 0 o'clock tonight the water In the
village streets had receded two feel and
the people are taking an optimistic view
of the situation.

In other purts of New York and Penn-
sylvania conditions are about the same.
Flooded basements hav made furnace
fires impossible at some points and the
intense cold has added to the suffering.

All Union Labor of Philadelphia
Will Cease WorUjnless Car

Company Arbitraies.

CLAIM HUNDRED THOUSAND
MEN WILL OBliV ORDERS

Mayor of City Slill Finn in His
Kef ii sal (o Do Anything

for Strikers.

PHILADELPHIA. March 2. A univer-
sal strike of union workers and their
sympathizers, to begin at midnight Fri-
day, was proclaimed by the Central La-
bor union of Philadelphia and vicinity
tonight.

The strike lenders declare that luo.OOO
men will stop work at that hour If the
Rapid Transit company does not consent
to arbitrate its differences with the
striking carmen.

The mooting at which the strike order
was pruinulgalcd wis larKe. and senti-
ment was apparently unanimous In favor
of the general strike. Telegrams were
received from the Chi'-oc- and Sin Fran-
cisco Federations of labor, with 2G0.000
and 17.V000 members, respectively, pledg-
ing their moral and financial support to
the cause of their I'hil.idclphla brethren.

Strong Resolutions.
Resolutions were adopted condemning

tho attitude of tho'traoilon company, by
which, it was staled business hud been
affected and thousands of persons not di-
rectly interested iu the strike thrown
out of employment. Counrilmon were
called upon to insist that Mayor Reyburn
uso his prerogative as chief executive
of the ciiy immediately to serve notice
on the company that it must submit to
arbitration as tho public whom he rep-
resents, demands, and that he return
Ihe police to their regular posts of duty
and cease using them to man the trolley
ea is.

In a proclamation addrf-Fse- to tho
trades unions of Philadelphia and their
sympathizers, the grievances of the car-
men against tho corporation were recited
In detail.

"In the ranks of orcanlzed labor," the
document proceeds, "an Injury to one Is
.the concern of nil, and. therefore, all
union labor is directly affected by the
attitude or the Philadelphia Rapid Tran-
sit company toward its union employees.

Roast for Politicians.
"The capitalists and the small group

of self-seeki- polltieinns In control of
sn!d company are purl of the larger'
group of capitalists and trust owners
who hope to crush all organized labor
by attacking and defeating It, one group
at a time.

"Therefore, it is hereby proclaimed
that, the time for action has arrived. All
union workers and their sympathiser?,
for the assistance of tho union street
car employees and for the ultimate pro-
tection of nil union employees and the
working class, will cease Work on Friday,
March 4. 1H10. at 12 o'clock midnight,
whether or not that is their tegular
stopping time, and remain on strike un-
til further notice from their duly accred-
ited representatives."

A committee was appointed to wait
upon the "elect, and common councils to-
morrow afternoon and present copies of
the resolutions and proclamation.

Union Men Firm.
t'nlon stage hands employed In thea-

ters and other amusement places in this
city today notified tholr employers that
if the Rapid Transit company and its
employees have not reached an agree-
ment before Saturday, the stage hands
would quit work.

Mnyor Reyburn said today that lie
would continue to refuse to be a party
to any arbitration proceedings, even If
it caused him to break with thu Repub-
lican organization.

When he was visited by a committee
from the United Business Men's society,
he said powerful political leaders had al-
ready urged him to change his attitude
and urge arbitration, but he was going

FLOOD COITIONS

IN IRIKT BAD

Warm Wind From, the Sea Is
Rapidly Melting Deep

Mountain Snows.

NO STORM IN SIGHT
AND DANGER INCREASES

People of Atlantic City, Wash.,
Going About Streets in

Boats.

SEATTLE. Wash., March '2.

Eighteen feet of snow on the west
slope of the Cascades and eight feet on

the .cast slope is being changed into
water .by a warm wind from tho sea.
Tho rivers cannot carry away the de-

luge, and the Washington valleys arc
overllowcd. railroads compelled to sus-

pend business and bridges washed away
by tho most widespread llood in twenty
years. Willi railroad communication to
Portland cut off by washouts. Seattle
today hnd only ouc direct railroad out
let to the cast, by the Northern Pacific
main line. That outlet, however, ma.y

be closed at any time by the turbulent
Green river, which is already threaten-'ni- g

the Northern Pacific tracks.
Financial Loss Small.

Thu? far tho financial loss by the
flood has been small and the discomfort
of the evicted dwellers along tho swol-
len streams is less than in former overfl-
ow.-..

There is no storm iu sight, and con-
tinuance- of tho present mild, cloudy
weather, with occasional showers aud
high temperature iu the mountains is
predicted. A change to freezing in the
Cascades would soon end the llood. The
water will continue to rise tonight and
tomorrow, the weather bureau predicts.

The county ongineer estimates the
damage to roads in King county by the
recent, storms at $o0.000. Lake Wash-
ington is very high and all its low
shoro lands are covered by water. At
Atlantic City tho people arc going about
in boats.

Willamette Still Rises.
SALEM, Ore., March 2. Farmers on

the river bottoms arc moving their
families to places of safety, as the

DAMAGE IS HEAVY
THROUGHOUT NEVADA

RK.VO. Nev.. March 2. Central "
andeastern Nevada is experiencing the worst

floods of the history of the state, and re-
ports reai-hin- this city from Carlln. Rat-
tle Mountain and Elko are to the effect
that the Humboldt and Reese rivers havegone beyond all bounds, washing awav
railway and county bridges and Inundat-
ing the valley and low ground from
Doeth to Wlnnemiirea.

The Humboldt river at Carlln is the
highest in its history- - and Is one mile
wide, with the crest of the flood not yet
reached. Five railroad bridges 3t e

and Rattle Mountain have been
condemned. The steel railroad bridge at
Palisade is in danger. Western Pacillc
men at Carlln have dynamited the ice
In an effort to save the bridge. Reser-
voirs north of Elko have broken and ten
feet of water Is rushing down the can-
yon near that place. All ranches on the
Humboldt river are flooded and Ihe cat-
tle are being driven to tho high ground.

WORST FLOOD EVER
EXPERIENCED IN IDAHO

BOISE. Ida.. March 2. Tha valleys of
Idaho, from tho headwaters of the Snake
to the Oregon line, and from the Owyhee
to the stricken Coeur d'Alene district, are
bcinp swept today by the most disastrous
floods In thrt history of the state. All
tributaries of tho Snake are torrents, and
the Snake itself Is higher than over
known before. is expressed for tho
safety of th'- - great Irrigation dams at
Minidoka and Milner. although ns yet
they have shown no signs of weakening.
All (raffle is at a standstill and passen-
gers of six transcontinental trains are
marooned at various points along the
Oregon Short Line. Large sections of
track are washed out and it will be sev-
eral days beforo trains can be moved.
In tho meantime Boise and other cijies
of western Idaho ar- - without mall serv-
ice or outside connections of any kind
except by wire.

Mr. Carter declared the Jleyburn IHsubstitute ridiculous and said that Mr. fJHeyburn had offered it. io present IH"something different rather than to IHpresent something better."
Mr. Heyburn s measure provides for

a postal savings bauk at the capital
city of each state and proceeds upon
the theory that a government snviugs
system is const it utionallv permissible
only uuder the borrowing clause of
the constitution.

Defending the constitutionality of
the Carter bill. Mr. Bradley said that
those who wore attacking it were of
the same party that had contended for
Ihe right of rebellion.
