Wc just got he.ro yesterday, nine davs
ou the road from San Francisco. Tho
family I refer to had euino from Lop
Angeles and had boon four days on the
road when wo were tied up.

Dlti Family Washing.
"The family was, of course, anxious

to reach home, as all. others were, but
when it. was ascertained that wo might
bp held up for two or thrco davs, this
mother said. 'Mae. you look after the
children; these tots of ours have got lo
have clean linen, nnd we are about, out
That house over there looks good to me
and T am sure the woman of the bonac
will lend mo a washboard and a tub.'
and over she went to the hous-e- A
wave of the hand signaled that every-
thing was all right, the husband carried
over the soiled linen and it was a big
bundle, loo. Half an hour afterward a
clothesline swung in the yard. Chi-
ldren's clothing was pinned thereon and
an hour later a lircd. but. contented and
happy woman, returned to the (rain.
Later in tho afternoon the clothes wcro
taken down aud while, of course, thev
could not be ironed, they could be fold-
ed and put away.

"As 1 said there wore 2"0 passengers
on our train aud every adult person in
the ears expressed admiration and com-
plimented this .Sail Lake womau for
doing as she did for making' Ihe best of
the situation. The entire train was. in
lovo with her.

"There was another incident that was
pathetic. A mother with two little ones
was ou I he fraiu, bound for a town ir.
Wyoming, where hex mother was dan-
gerously ill. She had but little money
and when Battle Mountain was reached
her provisions gave out aud site was
stranded. A traveling man ascertained
her cbnditio'n and five minutes later ho
presented the woman a purse containing
$7o. the gift of others on the train. IT
you ever ,;iw a gratified person it was
that woman, as she-- cried over happiness
with her two children clasped in her
arms.

"After all. this is a pretty good world:
there arc exhibitions every dav that
demonstrate this. L am sure that everv
one of (he 2ofl passeugers on our train
are firmly convinced of this and thev
are likewise convinced that there are
corporations that have souls, for there '

was tiothing left undone by the railroad
officials, from the general officers down
to the section hands, that would add tu
t lie comfort of the passengers."

H, p. Poll has
been employed to draw the map. which
will bs four Hiid a half by six feet In di-
mension, and it Is believed that It will
be the most complete map of any state
In the union. Small copies of tin? map
will be printed and attached to the nextreport of the commission.

The map will show evor water course
In the state and will show the ullmat in
the various sections of the state, the land
owned by private parties and corpora-
tions and that ownpd by the stato andthe federal government, it will show theelevation of different points and the char-acter or the soil and Its location withrespect to Irrigation projects. It Is ex-
pected that It will lake about six monthsto complete the map.

The evidence was not success- -
ful, howuer.

At the time Furcy robbed the restau-
rant several customers were present, all
of whom positively identified him. Ho
made all present hold up their hands
while he rifled the cash register of
$112.7f.. Joe Sands, the head waiter In
the restaurant, one of the principal wit-
nesses for the state, tiled several weeksafter Furey's arrest but there wereenough other witnesses to Idcntifv theman beyond question.

Furcy has a long police record and Is
considered a bad character and It Is notlikely that the court will be lenient withhim.

COUNCIL PROTECTS

INITOOFCITl

Iiitcrurhan Franchises Careful-
ly Pruned by Special Com-

mittee.

CANNOT IiE 'UTILIZED
BY BIG STEAM LINUS

Cars Entering City to Be Taxed
20 Cents Each After First

Ten Years.

The special committee appointed by
President Ferry of the city council to
consider tho three lnterurban franchises
now before the council, held Us first
meeting Wednesday night In thc coun-

cil chamber and comnlclod tho considera-
tion of the Jesse Knight franchise and
started In on the Sallair franchise. A
number of changes wore- - agreed upon by
the committee iu the Knight, franchise.
Tho principal ones were the change in
the terminus and the settlement of the
amount to be paid to the clly for the
franchise.

II was agreed that a. terminus shall
be a I. the ;onlh sldo of ihe Intersection
of Third South and First West streets
Instead of Plerponl streut as at first
agreed upon. It Is believed that the
Knight people will figure on tonie ar-
rangement with tho fJnnibergcr road lo
use tho latter's I0011 east on Fourth
South street bMalu and then north to
Postofflce plar'e and then wsl on that
street to West Temple street ami then
back to Fourth. South street, then to
First Wct and then south to th city
limits. If that arrangement Is made the
Knight cars will only have to run up
10 I'ourtn uiii ami first west sirecis.

Tho matter of compensation to the
eity for the franehiso was settled by an
amendment providing thai the company
shall not be required to pay the city any-
thing for the tlrsUlcu yea is of the life
ff the franchise but after that It will be
required to pay annually -- 5 cents for
each car entering the city on its line.
The company will be required to report
tho number of cars monthly to the city
auditor and pay the car tax annually lo
the city treasurer.

The Knight people "will also be re-- 1

quired lo give a bond to the city In the
sum of SnO.OOU to guarantee the faithful
performance of the conditions of- tho
franchise. It will be required to com-
plete at least bne traek over the streets
covered by the franchise in on year
from the granting of the same and have
the road in operation within three years
after the acceptance of the franchise.

There Is still some question about the
handling of freight which will have lo
bo determined by the council. Tho point
Is as lo what quality of freight tho com-
pany will be permitted to haul to Us
terminus and what quality It will be re- -
quired to unload at a point to be desig- -
naled farther away from the business;
district. These mallets will be settled
when the franchise 13 considered upon Its
linal passage.

Transcontinental Lines Barred.
An amendment was adopted providing

that no part of the line shall bo used for
ingress or egress by a transcontinental
railroad This is Important, as gossip has
placed the Moffat. Dmiington or other
road back of the franchise.

The committee will require that the
gravel In the tracks shall bo laid flush
with the tracks Instead of an Inch and
a half below them as provided In the
original franchise. The company will be
required to grade and gravel the streets
over which Its tracks arc laid for a dis-
tance of fifteen feet on each side of the
outside rail.

A concrete base will be required under
the tics In the paved district and steel
polfs and span construction will also be
required for the trolley over the entire
line In the clly limits.

Before the franchise is taken up for
final passage, definite information will
have' to be furnished as lo the location
of the switches and turnouts.

All Of the amendments agreed upon by
the committee will be pin cod In a new-draf- t

of tho franchise and Jesse Knight
will be asked for an expression as to
whether or not he will accept It iu Its
amended form and if so il will then, be
passed up td the council for. passage.

Saltair Matter Goes Over.
Very Utile was done on the Saltair

franchise, but the committee will meet
again at 2 o clock this afternoon and
further consider It. The committee prac-
tically agreed on the route as outlined
In the franchise piovided the company
can get the consent of the property
owners along South Temple street for a
third track on that street. The route is
east on South Tomple street from the
city limits to Fifth West street and then
north on that street to North Temple
street, then cast on North Templo with
tracks interlacing' the Utah Light & Rail-
way company tracks over the viaduct to
Third West street then cast along North
Temple street on tracks to be built by
the Saltair company to First West, then
south on First West lo Picrpont then
east on Picrpont street across West
Temple street lo the terminal station In
the rear of the Cullen hotel.
