FUNDS FOR THE SILVER SERVICE.

Wo nolo I hat Governor Spry has ap-

pointed a committee lo sen to tho col-

lection of funds to buy a silver service
for flic battleship "Utah." "It is iu
conformity with custom (hat the Slate
for which a battleship is named shall
do this, and a very appropriate cus-

tom it is. Utah should sco that the
service lo bo provided shall be as high
up in grade, quality ami plentifulncss
as the ship ranks in comparison with
other war-cra- of the U: S. navy;
that is, it should be superior (o most
aud surpassed by none. And we may
add tho hope that, tho service Khali bo
of Utah silver, aud be made by local
silversmiths.

Wo aro obliged to dissent, however,
from tho Governor's suggest ion that
the school children be appealed to for
tho money to pay for this service. It
is wrong to besiege them with im-

portunities for contributions for any
purposo whatever. The laws compel
tho attendancq at school of all chil-
dren of sjchool age. It is unjust, after
this compulsory gathering of thorn in,
to lako advantago of any kind of
their being there. The rule of tho
board of education of this city, for-
bidding all such solicitations from the
school children, is an cmincntl' wise
and a proper ono, and wo hopo that it
will not bo repealed or waived, cither
in this case or any other. Besides that,
it would bo a hardship on a family
which lias n. largo number of children
in tho schools, to furnish the sums
that would be called for, even though
tho sum be small for a single case.
And after all, the money must conic
from tho parents. So why go through
tho pretense that tho children contrib-
ute it, when these children, as a rule,
have no means of earning the mono3'?
And if a child, or the children of a
poor family, fail to contribute, wo all
know tho jeers that would likely fol-
low from their' class associates.

No, let tho children alone. It is
grown-u- p work to make this provi-
sion, and grown-up- s must make it, no
matter under what guiso the money
is raised. And let those best able to
gjvo, rclcaso of their abundauco, espe-
cially those who get largo pay from
the public purse for small service. Let
thcro bo no cfTort to shift off upon
poor pcoplo a burden that would be
irksome to them, so that those who arc
rich or who grow rich in the public
service may cscapo tho burden
while reaping the laurels in mnkingtho
presentation and tho jubilation over
it, a matter of personal glory. But
whatever is dono or not done, surely
tho school children should not be tor-
mented with supplications for money.
They aro entitled to clear exemption,
if for no other reason, than becausa
they arc assembled by the mandate of
tho law for instruction, and not for
contributions.

THE SURVIVAL OF THE UNFIT.

We havo received from the Pennsyl-
vania Department of Health an opti-
mistic report of its services the past
two years. Jt has saved 13,500 lives
in that time, at a cost, of $3,000,000, and
has thus added mightily to tho ad-

vancement and resources of the State.
A good many such reports arc received,
all making gonerous claims in tho same
direction, .and in general proving that
much of the mortality is preventable
for a time, and that thero is an ap-

preciable lengthening of life.
All this is creditable to humanity,

and a orown of glory to modern science
and to those who care for the afflicted.
From the standpoint of human sym-
pathy and of tho desire to alleviate
as far as ma3 lie, tho sufferings of
tho race, it is nil very splendid.

But there is another view in which
the results, in part at least, arc not
so commendable. The rule of tho sur-
vival of tho fittest, the weeding out
of the woaklings, would, if applied, stop
much of this humanitarian work. That
rulo docs not favor the preservation
of tho weak, the defective, the dis-
eased, or the malformed. It would
teach that it is not good for the race
to prescrvo tho weakling, the undesir-
able; and especially that it is evil for
them to be allowed to perpetuato their
.kind. Such humanitarian work as goes
counter to this rule is sure, in the
long run, to have a deteriorating effect
on the race, and later generations will
have to suffer for our efforts to go
counter tn tho great rulo of fit sur-
vivals. Jt is a hard rule to urge, still
harder to enforce; but it is practically
sure that departure from it entails
evils that may be fatal. The preser-
vation of tho unfit will make more of
them to prescrvo later on. and the
whole stamina of humniilty will bo
weakened.

The work of preserving the strong
from provcnlablo scourge of disease or
contamination is the best possible work
that health departments can do. Tho
providing of specific preventives such
as vaccination and of specific remedies,
as diphtheria antitoxin, is of immeas-
urable benefit to humanity. Tho ex-
tension of such agencies is tho greatest
work that, medical science cau do. ft
is doing that work grandly, aud with
vast benefit lo the race. To safeguard
tho strong, tho virile, tho best, is great;
to prescrvo' the infirm, the imbecile, tho
decrepit, is humauc, indeed, but bad
biology, and muBt eventually havo an
undesirable effect upon the raco at
large.

And yet, wo would not have ono hu-

mane effort stayed, ono inhuman act
performed, one human ministration neg-
lected. For. a harsh enforcement of

a natural rulo of growth would be
moic injurious lo the souls of men than
any pln-sica- l benefit limy could derive
by adhering to it. And wo must trust
to tho advance of science to deliver
tho race from a 113 apparent, evils our
humane work inflicts upon It. Wo must
do what we consider right, and what
is right, and trust, to the vivifying, pro-

cesses of nature, aided where needed l3'
true science, to make good whatever
of loss I hero ma y bo.

THE NEW GOLD DISAPPEARS.

Last, 3'oar the various mining regions
of the world provided upwards of $150,-000.00-

in gold. Whero has it gone?
It docs not appear in the statements
of t he finances of the various govern-

ments of the world, nor in tho bank
statements. A writer in the New York
ICvoning Post endeavors, without suc-

cess, to trace that, new gold. He shows
that the .New York (Moariiig-Hous-

bunks, on a recent Saturda3', had
less gold in their vaults than

a year ago, and that tho National
Banks of the country in their latest
report show a loss of $2,1SO,000 gold
during the year. The Bank of Eng-

land and the Bank of Franco each shows
considorablo loss, while the National
Bank of Germany shows a gain of but
a little over $3,500,000, a negligible
quantity. The great banking systems
show comparative holdings, now and
last year, as follows:

This not gain in gold Is but little
more than of tho new
gold produced. The gold in the United
States Treasury, (mostly in trust),
varies littlo from $S50,000,000, there
having been no noteworthy gain dur-

ing the year. So that the problem re-

mains. What became of tho new gold?

There was a littlo gain in tho Banks

of Spain, of I tab', of Tho Netherlands,
of Switzerland, of Belgium; of Nor-

way, and of Sweden; but ,in the
aggregate not more than $10,000,000.
The Banks of Russia, Austria-IIungno- ',

and tho Argentine Tronsuo, look more
gold than that lost by the Banks of
England, France, and the banks of

this country. But thcro is a possi-

bility of considerable increases in the
countries not. reporting, as China, Ja-

pan, Fgypt, India, and Brazil. Still,
it looks-a- if tho vast mass of the
new gold must bo hoarded, or else used
in the arts to an extent far beyond

what has hitherto been supposed.

' AN IMMORAL PROPAGANDA. ' '

A dispatch of the Associated Press
from Berlin, dated March 2Gth, says
that. "Fivo Mormon missionaries from
Utah wcro expelled from Saxonj- - as

undesirable aliens. They wore charged
with 'conducting, an immoral propa-

ganda.' Tho missionaries had alrcad3'
induced many women and girls to emi-

grate lo Utah."
There is no doubt, that the Mormon

preaching would so seem to the matter-of-fa-

Saxon mind. Tho officials of

the kingdom of Saxony havo no doubt
taken notice of the official admission

contained in tho "Address to tho

World," put forth by tho April con-

ference of three years ago, whero new
cases of pol3rgam3', in defiance of the
Manifesto, wcro expressly admitted.
TI1C3' have, no doubt, also, tho report
of tho shocking testimony given by
President Joseph F. Smith in the
Smoot case, where ho admitted that
he was (and is) living in illegal mari-

tal relations with fivo wives; that ho

rebels against the laws of God and
man. Doubtless, also, they aro awaro
of the fact, that polygamous living con-

tinues opeul3' in Utah; that tho claim is
impudent I3' made by the apologists for
priostl' lawlessness that thero was an
"understanding" that this lawless and
immoral livng was to continue; and
that tho church leaders announce that
their belief in polj'gano', both as to
its divinity and rightfulness, is as
strong as ever.

AH fheso proofs of immorality, of
violation of law, of false pretenses as
to "understanding" that tho old

shall continue, must appoal to
the common sense minds of tho Sason
officials as conclusive of the immorality
of the Mormon teachings and policies.
And, on a calm, candid view of this
wholo matter, who can blamo them for
taking that view?

GIVES THEM A BAD TASTE,

Merely in the form of an undercur-
rent, but whose existence is neverthe-
less recognized in official circles, thcro
is considorablo talk of action being tak-o- n

at the coming conference in tho case
of Hon. Reed Smoot, whoso dual pro-

prietorship of apostolic and Senatorial
honors has become infonscly distasteful
to thousands of sincoro Mormons.

It mnj' be, however, that certain
other necessary readjustments which

nator Smoot has boon a subject of
earnest discussion in tho church for
some timo past, and it is known that
tho first presidoncy and tho apostolatc
aro so thoroughly aware of the awak-
ened and increasing discontent, in this
matter that thoy aro nlrcady pavtiallv

disposed to heed tho ominous complain-
ings.

And undoubted' it would be a good
thing, both for the State of Utah and
tho Mormon church, if inimcdiato ac-

tion were taken with respect to Mr.
Smoot. There has been sad disappoint-
ment in all quarters on his account. A
ponderous majority of the political cle-
ment in Utah is disgusted at tho

while his
havo every reason to condemn him for
his apparcntly-settlo- d disposition to de-

grade his high ecclesiastical calling as
a pillar of support to his frantic am-
bition Us gain political prominence.

However autocratic the ruling indi-
vidual, or tho controlling juntn, there

And it is an
open fact, that ho has never received
any revelation, becauso ho has so con-

fessed to all the world. As to the
latter, it was a poor excuse that, he
gavo to tho Senate Committee on Priv-
ileges and Elections, when he said that
ho had received such " revelations" as
an3' good Methodist minister might have
received. Tho reason for this poor val-

uation of Joseph F. "s apolog3' on this
line is plainby evident in tho fact that
he announces to the world and the
saints sustain him as such as being
the vicegerent of Almighty God, dis-

obedience to whom or disbelief in whom
is tantamount to offense against the
Great Creator. Tho Mothodisl minis-

ter, though, without the Smith pre-

tense, is quite as capable as a rovclalor
as is Joseph F. Smith, nccording to
his own statement. And while this
ma3' be a bit aside from tho subject,
it appertains thereto; because tho ques-

tion now is as to whether or not The
Tribune, as well as good Methodist min-

isters, 111.13' not be in a position to
receive accurate and enlightening rev-

elation.
It transpired that at tho April

I bollevo ho Is a man who has the cour-
age of his convictions, Ho Is fairly well
acquainted with ub, and he Is not a man
that can bo moved by tho cry of preju-
dice, but 1 believe that honestly and tru-
ly ho will stand by his groat policy of a
square deal to all men, and I hellovo we
will have In full our portion of tho square
deal so far as ho Is concerned.

I do not bcllcvo that ho is tho weak
and vacillating man that he wa.i who
knew our position, who occupied tho same
position that President Roosevelt occu-
pies, who. knowing our position, could
say. "Your cause Is Just, but I can do
nothing for you." I bcllcvo that he Is a
man who. just so long as ho believes our
cause Is Just, he will bo able, that Is. he
will bo able and willing, to do something
for us. And wc will do all wc can tr
sustain him and all other good men.

With respect to tho commg confer-
ence there will be no such laudation
of President Taft for significant rea-

sons. The brelhrep, to speak commonly,
aro up a tree. TI1C3' feel that they

In the ancient Alban calendar, In which

the year was represented as constating
of ten months of Irregular April
stood first, with thirty-si- x days lo Its
credit. In the calendar of Romulus It
had the second place, 11 ml was composed
of thirty days. Numas twelve-mon- th
calendar assigned It the fourth place,
with twonty-nln- o days; and so It re-
mained until the reformation of the year
by .Julius Caesar, when It recovered Its
former thirty clays, which It has since'
retained.

April 'I. for many centuries, lias uceu
consecrated lo practical JoklnR. On this
day It becomes the bualneus of many
people, especially of the younger act. lo
practice Innocent Imposture upon their
unsiiHplclous neighbors by maklugr "April
fools" of them. The deception la worked
In various ways, by sending the "fool"
for rldlculoiiH objects, or running him
from ono point to another on a "fool'i;
errand."

Tim custom of the latter scenic to have
originated In Scotland. " The person being
fooled was first .sunt lo a eon.sldora.nle
distance, professedly asking for come use-
ful Information, but In rcu.ll I v the re-
fluent only contained In the words:

"This Is the first day of April.
Hunt tho gowk another mile."

The recipient of the nolo would Immo-dinte-

catch tho Idea, tell tho "fool."
with a grave fnee, that it was not Iu bin
power to supply the demand, but if he
will ro with a note lo another person
ho will got what he wants. Nnmbcr 2
sends him lo No. 3 until he llnally gets
a hint of tho trick that has been prac-
ticed upon blm.

The origin of this custom Is hidden
In tho unwritten pnsl and no ono scorns
to ho willing oven to venture a guess
as to the period of Its starting. ISvory
one Is able to recall some big bonx that
was "pulled ofr" on April fit some pe-
riod of his life. It not Infr'trpiently has
boon carried lo an extensive Incident.
I'ir example, the hitter part of March.
In I860, a vast multitude of pcoplo. In
England received, through the mall, a
card having the following Inscription:
"Tower of London admit the bearer and
friend to view the annual roremonv of
washing the while lions, on Sunday, April
1, ISC0. Admit only at the white gate."

The trick Is said lo have been hlghlv
successful. Cabs wero rattling about
Tower T I III all that Sunday morning,
vainly endeavoring to discover the while
gale. It Is more remarkable that any
such trick should have succeeded, when
we reflect Imw Identified the first of
April bad beeome. even at that date, with
the Idea of Imposture and unreality.

By some it Is supposed that tho prac-
tice has been adopted from tho Hindoos,
who have. In their "Hull." which termi-
nates with the "1st of March, a proelsolv
similar festival, during which tho great
aim Is to send persons away with mes-
sages to Individuals, or Individuals sure
to be away from home, and enjov a
laugh at their disappointment. To "tlnd
the practice so widely prevalent over
tho earth, and with so near n coincidence
of day, seems to Indicate that It has hada very early origin amongst mankind.

April 1 is the birthday of the distin-
guished German statesman. Prince Bis-
marck (1S15): of William Harvey, the
discoverer of the circulation of the blood
(lfilP,); of William Hlndman. the Mary-hin- d

statesman 071.1); tho eminent cler-

bey, tho noted artist (S.ri2).
