HAMMONDSI'OttT. X. Y.. June 30.
Glenn- H. Curtlss lias begun a series oftest.s over Lake ICcuka to determine def-initely tho value of the aeroplane as a
carrier of missiles in war. On the water
ol tho lake a target has been prepared
corresponding in outline to tho duck .of a
modern Dreadnaught., Flying about 'thisat various altitudes and different .speeds
Curtiss will attempt to hit this target by
dropping weights corresponding to bombs.
The experiments arc under the suoervl-slo- n

of Hear Admiral Kimball, D. y. N.,
retired.

In the llrst lest, which was made lateyesterday, Curtlss made cnlv one trial,
flying at a height of uboul. 130 fee;. Ills
missile fell about ten feet on the star-
board side of the target.

Further experiments were cut fehort by
the loosening of a propeller bhulc. Tho
trials will be continued next week. The
mlssili-- aro eight inches In length, of
lead pipe, about an Inch and a half Jn
diameter and weighing one pound.
