WASHINGTON. July 16. About 90
nnmos a day are dropped from tho pen-

sion rolls. This avcraeo is equivalent,
to nboufc 2,500 deaths a month, or about
32,000 annually, among federal surviv-
ors of the Civil wnr carried on tho
ponsion lifits. How many survive who
are not on the pension roU is not ro
corded in tho pension office or the
adiutnnt general's office of the war de-

partment. The officials refer to these
unrecorded soldiers as tho ''unknown
army."

Tho old soldiers of both armies are
vanishing rapidly. Just how many sur-
viveII will not' be known until after tho

. completion of the thirteenth census, and
f can only be approximated now. Tho

fja law providing for the taking of the
census of 1010 stipulated that thero
should bo included a tabulation of tho

' number of Union and Confederate sol-

diers and sailors living. The census
of 1900 contained no such tabulation.
