Hel re-
ports that Lhere are plenty of these birds
all over the state and the shooting should
be very good. 1In order that the hunter
may ba advised, Mr. Chambera gives the
following list of protected birds which
should not be destroyed upder any cir-
cumstances: Pralrle chickens, biue
frouse, drummer, rfflad grouse. pine
hens, quall and all kinds of pheasants.

Mr. Chambera declares that there
should be no excuse for hunters mistak-
Ing the birds, and In order to assi=t them
