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CURRENCY AESOCIATIONS.
The Aldrich Vreeland eurreney  bill
of date of May 30, 1908, has been

practically a daad letter from the time

of itg enactment until now, It pro-
vided for the organization by the Na-

tional banks of currency associations,
but none were organized except, at
the eolicitation of the Treasury, in

the Distriet of Columbia, and that
organization was a negligthle quantity
The provisiong in regard to the organi
zalion these associations were that
banks otenpying eontiguous
might organize them volun-
There must be ot least ten
National banks in each National eur-
rency association, and the aggregate
capital -and surplus of such Nationul
banks must he at least £5,000,000. No
National bhank may Jein a National
eurreney associntion unless it has an un-
impaired eapital, and surplus of not
less thap 20 per coent. After the forma
tion of an associgtion any Nutional
mnk helonging thereto, whose autstand-
ing eirculating notes actuslly issued by
United States bonds amount to not
less than 40 per cent of its capital may
obtain additional circulating notes by
depositing with the nesocintion in frust
for tha United Srates any securities,
inelodipg commercial puper.  But addi
tional uotes will only he issued wupon
the recommendation of the Comptroller
of the Currency and the approval of
the Seeretary of the Treasury, and then
not exceeding per eent (f publie
securities, 90 per ecent) ef the cash
valua of the securities or commercial
[ paper no deposited. There 12 @ provisy,
{algo, thut no National bank association
ghall le anthorized in uny event to is
gue cicculating notes based upon com-
mercizl paper in excess of 30 per cent
of 1ts unimpaeired capital and surplus,

Under this law the Treasurer pro-
ceeded to provide for the new cireuln-
tions thut the associntions might issue
1n case of emergency, not waiting for
the associations to form. Changes were
madé in some thirty thousund bank
note plates, and five hundred million
dollars of emergency eurteney for cireu-
Intion was printed, for the banks in
the mnssociations, assuming that they
would be formed, whieh s held in
stock in the Treasury ready for issue
whenever an emergency may call for it
But there has beeu no emergency. There
have been no emergency nssocistions
such as the law contemplated. The See

The
Attorney-Generul, being ealled upon to
whether a bavk conld withdraw
volontarily from an associntion once it
wus in it. held thay it ¢ould not. Now,
however, the guestion lias been revived,
and it is held that anv bank may with
draw from such association with the
approval of the Secretury of the
Treasury and the consent of the execu-
tive committes of the hoard of man-
agers of the associntion, provided that
at the time of such withdrawal there
ghull he no uuredecmed sdditional or
emargeney circalating noves iwwpyed to
the association “or sueh baok outstand-
me. Aceordingly, there has been "an
emorgensy association formed by the
banks of New Yark city, to be known
a8 “'The Nutionnl Currency Associn
tian of the Uity of New York.” It is
understood that other important cities
will also organize associntions, and that
the law so long neglected iy come
into operation. This, however, could not

sy

have heen effected under the old ruling
thut a bank could not withdraw Irom
the asegociarion.

It is a remarkable outcome of that
legislution that the currency associn-
slons provided for in the Inw are not
orpanized willingly by the banks. They

have not cared to put the law into
operation, and de not eare to do so
now; but they form the n=gociatinng

at the importunity of the Treasury De
partment, which has been at lurge ex
peose in preparing for these associa
tions while none of them was vel
organized exeopt in the District aof
Columbin. It is not & banking move
ment, therefore, that ereates rthese
organizations It 18 not a publie need
It 14 nothing but a move taken under
pressure of offictaldom to rescue that
officinldom from the ridieulous position
of having gone lo large expense 10 pro
vide emergency currency, change hank
note plates, and so on, for an emer-
géney that has not oceurred and for
nsrociations that were not formed. A
eurtous outeome, indeed, for a Jaw
which was claimed to be a specific for
all emergency troubles of our curreney

situarion. But for the dilomma of the
Treasury Department, which finds it.
self ““in & hole”' on rhis question, having

expended large sums of money for no
purpose, there would be no currency nsso-
ciwtrony, and the law would remain a
dead letter. It is official, and not busi-
ness or currency emergency, that brings
the Jaw into cffect; and the move, there-
fore, is whally artificial, speculative,
and unsound.

It
is ulso manmifest that the reason why
this added water supply is needed is be-
enuse of the inereaswd population; the
inereéased number of water users, the
additionnl that require water
supply: And as long as this 1s the case,
as long us the growth of the city com
pels the added water supply, the
son why Lhe tax increase is made 18 evi-
dent to every ome, and easily, ex-
plained to the sutisfaction of every
loyal and intelligent citizen of Salt
Lake City.

In Prove, the City Council passed a
lovy calling for eighteen mills faxation.
Salt Lake's new levy for city purposes
is fifteen mills. And yet the mavor
of Prove vetoed the eighteen mill levy
beeause 1t was not high enough. He
insists that there shall be a greater levy
than eighteen mills, and he refuses to
approve the smauller levy becsuso ib is
not suficient. And Provo is not a grow-
ing city like Salt Lake, either

We notice that Mayor Glasmann of
Dgden is also much diseontented with
the Salt Lake City municipal tax levy
But the people of Ogden will recall that
they are under the disadvantage of hav
ing Mr. Glasmann for Mayvor, and we
doubt not they would be willing to pay
the difference 1f they could get nd of
him. Certaanly Salt Lake would will-
ingly pay the difference between the
Balt Lake tax levy nnd that of Ogden
rather than have Lim at the heud of its
city administration,

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POLYGAMIST AND LIAER.

The San Antonio (Texas) Express of
Saturday, July 23, 1910, contains a lo
cal news item concerning a new Moprmon
eolony “‘across the Rio Grande from
Del Rio on land belonging te the Tre
vino estate.’’ In connection with the
itom is a statement ‘‘by W. Il John-
son, a bishop of the Mormon faith, who
has charge of the colony.’' That state-
ment is in part as follows-

Contrary to the general opinion pre-
valllng in the Unilted States, we do not
practice polvgamy In our Mexican col-
ontes, We lave not receded frem our
position that It Is right, but In practice
plurality murrlages are not sanctioned,
nor do they ocour,

It seems impossible for a Mormon
ekier to be a new polygamist without at
the snme time being a liar. Bighop Wil
linm Derby Johngon of Colonia Diaz,
Mexico, is both, He went to Mexico o
polygamist among others who, ns the
Junrez Stake academy prospectus snys,
desired to **enjoy in peace the relations
of home and family.'' About the time
of the issuanco of the Woodruff man-
ifesto of 1800 there were a great many
polygnmous lawbreakers who left the
United States aod went to foreign coun-
tries, and Dishap William Derby John-
son was one of them. The Tribune has
many times printed his nnme among the
list of new polygamists, because e has
takon at least one plural wife to add to
lilx harem sinee going down to Mexigo,
And Bishop William Derby Johnson has
not seen fit to deny the churge of new
nolvgamy as mnadoe by this paper, for
the reason that he kpows wo could pro-
duee from DHuz enough evidence to send
him to jail if he lived anvwhere in the
United States where the polvgamous
lechiers of the Mormon church do not
wholly or partially contro! in politics.
**We have not receded from onr posi
tion that it i right,'" sayvs Johoson: and
that statement is sufticient to damn him,
Hae is & practicer of new polygamy, and
numerons members of his flork at Dinz
are in the same marital status—or even
worse. Wa printed, on yesterday morn-
ing, a list of one hundred amnd thirty-
