This Is not true of tho temple grounds.
It Is not open to all the people. There
have been persons who visited the temple
grounds who have been ejected there-
from as also an attempt lo keep them
off the sidewalk around tho temple
grounds because they were distributing
tracts that pertained to another branch

; of the same church which seeks to evade
payment of water tax. and the church
officials closo the entrance gates at their
own pleasure.

The greatest water hogs that ever fas- -

tened themselves upon the water .system
of Halt Lake have been these same lemplo
grounds. When the city has suffered In
th-- - pas: fiom drouth from short water
supply prior to the completion of the
Big Cottonwood conduit there was never
a lime when tho supply in the temple
grounds was curtailed.

Southwest Corner of Those
Streets Is Outside of City

Limits of Salt Lake.

It is rather a hard blow to Bishop Mike
Mauss, marshal of Murray, to havo tho
poolrooms, which had been estab-
lished there with his sanction and
Hint of Mayor Bontz of that
city, driven out of the smelter city.

ner of Stale and Tenth South streets, or
Martin avenue, :ls It is known now.

Just Outsido City Limits.
This corner Is just outsido the city

limits on the west side of Slato street,
the limits of the city on the cast sldo of
SUte street extending to Twelfth South
street. This cornor. It Is stated, has
been secured by tho poolroom gamblers
for the purpose of locating their dive and
will depend upon tho county authorities
to permit them to run. Telephone wires
have been arranged for, the cable la tho
conduit to tltat comer has been spliced,
and the "cable can" placed upon the
pole, ) that tho wires can be run Into
the building.

While this point Is Isolated, so to
speak. It is on tho street ear system and
Is only a block south of tho Salt Pahu:c.
hence the gamblers believe that thoy can
draw tho suckers there almost as easily
as they could lo Murray.

Who Furnishes Dope Sheet.
Tho touts and hangers-o- n and cappers

who congregate on the north side of Sec-
ond South street, near Main street, are
expected lo peddle out tho dope sheets
and to give the suckers the right steer
where they can go and separate them-
selves from their money.

URGES BOILING WATER

TO PREVENTTYPHO!0

Qiiy Roard of Health Takes
Steps to Cope With

Disease.

Salt Laho City is not threatened with
an epidemic of typhoid fever, but sev-
eral cascB havo developed over the city
and tho city health and food authori-
ties aro urging tho people to bo careful
both as to tho water they are drinking
and tho food thoy aro using, especially
the milk supply.

The public la urged to boil the wator
and to keep the milk covered, so an not
to exposo tho product to flloa. The lat-
ter precaution is urged as to all food
products. Tho attontlon of physicians
also Is directed to the law requiring the
Immediate reporting of all cases of ty-
phoid fever to the board of health in or-
der that tho proper sanitary precautions
may bo taken at once to kcop down a
spread of the disease

Six cases of typhoid fever havo been
reported to the health board within the
last two days, four of which arc In the
Capitol hill district, Tho health authori-
ties havo traced these cases and, strange
to say, the milk is not lo blame, thanks
to the watchfulness of the city food de-
partment. Tho wator, it Is said, is re-
sponsible, hence the need of boiling all
drinking water from now on until after
October ID, at the earliest.

Tho city food inspector Is checking up
on the milk supply closely of each case
reported.

"There was a movable bowling alley,

from which a certain percentage was
given up as rental, and there was a party
thcro who kept tab on tho receipts, so
as lo seo that the rakeoff came. Even
the races were not square few ever arc,
Tho sucker had no show whatever.

"But 1 should add that tho sucker was
always a booster for tho game. When-
ever he won a collulold rose or a
cigar or a box of candy ho would
hold It up and advertise tho fact. Other
suckers followed. And yet, knowing that
their own people wcro being milked to
a finish, tho authorities permitted the
games to run. No wonder pool rooms
thought they had a cinch in Murray."

First Step in Reprisals Against
Wholesalers and Weekly-Payme- nt

Order.

The first step in a campaign of retali-
ation against the wholesalo commission
men for putting out Ihoir weekly pay-
ment order was taken Wednesday night
at a mooting of the Salt Lake Retail
Merchants association. Twenty of the
grocers announced that they havo pur-
chased a big dairy In Sevier county, near
RJchlleld, and that henceforth they will
receive their butter, eggs and cheese from
this plant.

Articles of incorporation of tho now
company will be tiled soon. It is esti-
mated- that this dairy will supplv about
1000 pounds of butter dally to tho Salt
Lako trade. It Is said that tho new con-
cern will bo capitalized for 510,000.

Tho board of governors of the associ-
ation was Instructed to notify tho whole-
sale butter men and other wholesale
produce dealers that tho retail merchitnls
were bitterly opposed lo the woekly set-
tlement Idea. The claim Is made that
this system, if put in forco on the 15th
of the month, will work a great hard-
ship generally. Ono of tho grocers said
Wednesday night that if the grocers
wcro compelled also to insist on weekly
payments from their customers that it
would result In a great number of the
wage workers' families going hungry.
