that we owe our wisest land legislation
from the homestead law to tho Irrigation
law. Tho wise uso of our public domain
has always been conditioned upon na-

tional action. The states can greatly
help, but Urn nation must tako tho lead
as regards the land, as regards the for-
ests and waters;- and perhaps peculiarly
In tho case of the waters, because al-

most all streams are really Interstate
streams.

Tho Neutral Ground.
The same principle applies with pe-

culiar force to the coal lands, and espe-
cially to the coal lands In Alaska, whoso
protection and ownership by tho federal
government Is so necessary, both for full
and free Industrial development In the
west and for the needs of our fleet In
the Pacific. Tho coal mines should bo
leased, not sold, and those who mine the
coal should pay back a part of the profit
to tho people. It Is the right and duty of
the people to demand the most vigilant
trusteeship on the part of that branch
of tho federal government In chargo of
the fuel resources of the United States.

Remember also that many of tho men
who protest loudly against effective na-
tional action would be tho first to turn
round and protest against stato action
If such action in its turn became

and would then unhesitatingly
Invoke the law to show that the state
had no constitutional power to act. Tong
experience has shown that It Is by no
means Impossible, In- - cases of constitu-
tional doubt, to get one set of Judicial
decisions which render It difficult for the
nation to act. and another set which
renders It Impossible for the stato to act.
In each case tho privileged beneficiaries
of the decision Invoke the aid of those
who trcnt the constitution not as a
healthy aid to growth, but as a fetish
to prevent growth, and they assail tho
advocates of wise and cautious progress
as being opponents of tho constitution.
As I have said before. I am a strong be-

liever In efficient national action, where
such nctlon offers the best hope of se-

curing and protecting the Interests of tho
whole people as against the Interests of
a few. But I am emphatically in favor
of state action, whero state action can
best servo this purpose; and I am no less
emphatically In favor of cordial and
hearty between the nation
and the states whero their duties are
Identical or develop.

If there is one thing which Is moro un-

wise than another. It is the creation by
legislative, by executive, or by Judicial
action of a neutral ground in which
neither tho stato nor the nation has pow-
er, and which can serve as a place of
refuge for tho lawless man, and espe-
cially for the lawless man of great
wealth, who can hire tho best legal coun-
sel to advise him how to keep his abid-
ing place equally distant from tho uncer-
tain frontiers of both stato and national
power.

Tho Open Eange.
I am here at tho Invitation of tho Colo-

rado Livestock association, and I .desire
to express my appreciation of their stead-
fast stand for decency and progress In
the handling of public lands and nntional
forests, They have met and ovcrcomo
the unrelenting opposition of some of tho
most Influential stockmen of tho state;
they have won becauao they have been
right. I want to express also my appre-
ciation of tho work of the American Na-
tional Livestock association. It has been
one of the really important forces work-
ing toward effective railway regulation,
while Its support of .the policy or federal
range control has given it a large placo
In national affairs. As an o stock-
man 1 realize that the present order of
things on the open range cannot contin-
ue, and that the sure way to protect the
range Itself, prevent the Increase of big
outfits, promote the equitable use of the
grazing laucis, ami iosier gcnuuiu iiunic-stea- d

settlement, Is to extend over the
open rence a system of range control
somewhat slmiUr to that now in effect
on the national forests.

Whatever system of rango control may
be adopted In detail, there aro two things
It must not do It must not handicap or
exclude tho small man by requiring hltn
to spend more money for fences than he
can afford, and It must leave every acre
that can be settled by bona fide home-
steaders freely open to such settlement

I do not believe that a single acre of
our public lands should hereafter pass
Into private ownership except for the
single purpose of homestead settlement,
and I know that tho stockmen stand with
me In their desire to remove every ob-

stacle from the path of the gcnulno home-
steader, and to put every possible ob-

stacle in tho pathway of the man who
tries to get public lands by misrepre-
sentation or fraud This Is absolutely
necessary on tho agricultural lands. It
Is at least equally necessary on tho min-
eral lands It could be acalamlty. whoso
baleful effect on tho averago citizen we
can scarcely exaggerate. If tho gr.eat
stores of coal and other mineral fuels
still owned by tho people In Alaska and
elsewhere should pass Into tho unregu-
lated ownership of monopolistic corpora-
tions.

Tho Forest Service.
You progressive stockmen have stood

heartily by the conservation movoment.
and with you have stood many others
throughout the west, to whom large
credit Is due, such as the lumbermen In
Washington and Oregon, the Irrigators
In California, and the supporters of tho
country life movement In and around
Spokane. I want to make my acknowl-
edgments in particular to tho Colorado
Forestry association, which has support-
ed the forest work of the government
with such unselfish zeal Tho forest
service has enemies because It Is ef-

fective. Some of Its best work has been
met by the bltterost opposition. For
example. It has done a real servlco by
blocking the road against the grahbors
of water power, and again by standing
like a rock against the demands of bo-
gus mining concerns to exploit the na-

tional forests. I have always done my
best to help the genuine miner. I be-
lieve that one of the first duties of tho
government Is to encourage honest min-
ing on tho public lands. But it Is equally
Important to enforce tho law firmly
against that particularly dangerous class
which makes Its living off the public
through fraudulent mining schemes.

Much of the opposition to tho forest
service, like much of the opposition to
conservation, takes the form of direct
misrepresentation. For example, the cry
Is often heard that tho national forests
Inclose great areas of agricultural land,
which arc thus put beyond tho reach of
settlement. This statement seems plaus-
ible only fill the facts aro known. In tho
first place, congress has specially pro-
vided that whatever agricultural land
there may be in any national forest shall
be open, under proper safeguards, to
homestead settlement. And In the sec-
ond place, when the opponents of con-
servation are asked to point out the
great stretches of Inclosed agricultural
land on the ground and In tho presence
of experts, Instead of In speeches in a
hall, they fall.

The Reclamation Service
The National Irrigation congress is to

hold a session in tho city of Pueblo late
in September. 1 am keenly sorry that I

could not have accepted the invitation to
bo present. 1 must, however, bo in the
cast ut. that time. But slnco 1 cannot
bo present then to express my keen,
long-hel- d and deep-fe- lt Interest in tho
reclamation of arid lands by tho federal
government, I desire to db so now. There
Is no mono effective instrument for the
making of homes than tho United States
reclamation service, and no government
bureau, while I was president, had
reached a higher standard of efficiency,
Integrity and devotion to tho public
welfare.

Llko the forest reserve, the reclamation
service has clashed with certain private
interests, and has had to pay the penally
of its service to the public In the form
of bitter opposition from those with whose
profit It has Interfered. Tho cry has been
raised against It that the government
must, not do for Us citizens at a less cost
what private Interests arc ready to make
them pay for at higher prices. Now, I
bellevo fully In the private development
of Irrigation projects which tho govern-
ment cannot undertake. Thero Is a largo
and legitimate field for such work. But
the essential thing Is to make homes on
the lands, not to enable Individuals to
profit from the necessities of the men
who make these homes. There is no more
warrant for objecting to the reclamation
of arid lands by the government than
thore would bo lo protest against tho gov-
ernment for patenting agricultural lands
directly to the actual settlcr: Instead of
through a middleman, who could niako
a profit from the transaction. Tho men
who assert their right lo got something
for thomsolveK at tho cost of thu com-
munity Instead of by service to the com-
munity wo have always had with us, and
doubtless we always shall. Hut there Is
no reason why we should yield to them.
The reclamation service has not done ho.

and that Is the pliief reason for tho at-
tacks upon it.

I don't think that there Is one among
you who Is a better and more thorough-
going wostorner than I am. There has
been no support given to the conserva-
tion policies so welcome as that which
came from the west, and nono In the
west more welcome than that which camo
from Colorado. There .are men and or-
ganizations In Colorado and I mention
Delta In particular whose support of tho
conservation pollclos has been of the
greatest value to tho nation. It ha3 not
always been an easy thing for them to
stand for what was right, to stand for
the real ultimate good as against tho
seeming temporary good, but they havo
stood for It steadily, nevertheless.

From tho standpoint of conservation,
tho cast has wasted much of Its own
superb endowment; and as an American,
as a lover of tho west, 1 hope that tho
west will profit by tho cast's bitter les-
son, and will not repeat tho mistakes of
the cast. Tho cast has wasted Its re-
sources, It suffers from the effect of the
waste, which now puts It at a disadvan-
tage compared with the west, and It is
sorry- Most of the capital and very many
of tho men now attempting to monopolize
your western resources aro from the easL
Tho west should learn tho lesson of tho
cast's mistakes, and It should remember
that conservation In tho west will help
the west first and most, and that tho
movement for conservation is most
earnest, most vigorous, and most effective
In tho west and among western men.
That Is one strong reason why the con-
servation policy has come to stay.

ROOSEVELT SARCASTICALLY
REFERS TO NEW YORK

DENVER. Aug. 29. Tn a few brief sen-
tences Colonel Roosevelt outlined his
opinion of the attitude of New York City
toward himself when he spoke at the
banquet given him by the Colorado Live-
stock association tonight.

One of tho previous speakers had men-
tioned knowing him while ho was police
commissioner of New York, and In re-
ferring to that acquaintance Colonel
Roosevelt said:

"When I was made police commission-
er of New York I was ushered Into of-
fice with groat acclaim. I said I was
going to try and enforce the laws and I
smiled and said. 'Go ahead,' After ninety
days New York woke up to the fact that
it was being treated on a basis of moral-
ity It had never hoped to attain. New
York never realized It could bo as good
as It was. New York was in a ferment
until tho Judges camo to tho rescue of
tho people. They decided that seven-
teen beers find one pretzel made a meal
and Nw York breathed freely again.
Ever slnco. that time New York has felt
an alert Interest In me and an ardent de-
sire to see mr elected to any office that
would take me away from there."

Glfford Plnchot. who preceded Colonel
Roosevelt on the programme, after treat-
ing on the relations of the forest service
and tho cattle men, startled his audience
by a reference to the Insurgent movo-
ment.

"The groat movement that Is swoop-
ing tho country," ho said, "call It Insur-
gency or what you wish. Is tho Idea that
It Is hotter worth while to help the small
man make a living than to help the big
man make a profit. If I were making a
political speech I would ask tho authors
of the Paync-Aldrlc- h tariff bill If they
had that Idea in mind when thoy framed
that measure."

AN ORDINANCE.

Bo It ordained by the city council of
Salt Lake City.

It shall bo unlawful for any
person, firm, association or corporation to
sell or cthi'rv,:so dispose of cocaine, mor-
phine, heroin or opium, or any of the de-
rivatives of opium or any preparation
wherein either Is an ingredient, except
upon the prescription of a reputable li-

censed pr.iolicing physician, and said
prescription shall not be refilled; provided,
that the provisions of this ordinance shall
not apply to such preparations as arc rec-
ognized by the United States Pharma-copl- a,

or to standard porprletary reme-
dies where said preparations or remedies
are not narcotics; and provided further,
that the provisions of this section shall
not apply to the sales at wholesale by
Jobber, wholesalers, nnd manufacturers
to retail druggists, nor to sales at retail
by retail druggists to regular practi-
tioners of medicine, dentistry or veterin-
ary medicine, not sales made to manufac-
turer;? of pornrictary or pharmaceutical
preparations for use In the manufacture
of such preparations, nor to salos to hos-
pitals, colleges, scientific or public Insti-
tutions.

Sec, 2 Any person, firm, association or
corporation violating tho provisions of
this ordinance shall be doomed guilty of
a misdemeanor, and upon conviction
thereof shall bo nunlshcd by a fine of
not more than or Imprisonment in
the city Jail not more than six months, or
by both sue'r. fine and Imprisonment.

Sec. 3. This ordinance shall take
upen approval.
