DAVID S. MURRAY
COMMITS SUICIDE

ended in his death Wednesday morn-jn-

In .1907 Mr. Murray was married to
Miss Olga Marix, a sister of Mrs. Wil-
bur W. Plugg and niece of Commander
Marix, who sorvod on the board of in-

quiry in connection with the Maine dis-
aster in Havana harbor. One daughter,
Gonovievo, was born of the union. Mrs.
Murray's twin sister is Mrs. .7. A.
Jcvnc," the wife of a prominent grocer
of Los Angeles, at whoso home Mrs.
Murray and her daughter were guests,
following Mr. Murray's return to .Salt
Lako in February. Tiuriug the last two
3'ears of the residence of the family in
this city, prior to leaving for California,
apartments were occupied at the White-
hall on South State street.

Domestic Relations Happy.
It had been rumored that there had

been domestic misunderstanding be-
tween Mr. and Mrs. Murray, but these
reports are absolutely without founda-
tion. The life of the family was an un-
usually happy one. That is the unqual-
ified testimony of persons who knew
both Mr. Murray and his estimable wife
intimately.

''Dave'1 Murray was recognized
throughout the United States as an ex-
pert in all that which relates to tele-
phone service, lie was the inventor of
numerous devices now in use by the
Bell, and under his supervision many
valuable improvements woro installed.
"During the timo of his service with the
Pacific company his endeavors along
this lino were such as to attract unus-
ual attention. He was one of tho most
genial of men and his friends ho count-e- d

by tho thousands. He was distin-
guished for his manner of dress, and
he was not infrequently pointed out to
strangers as "the best dressed man in
Salt Lake.'' His clothing was not vio-
lent in the matter of cut or pattern;
rather, it wns modest to a degree.
Jt was because "Dave" Murray
"knew how to wear his clothes" thai
ho named this distinction.

lr. Murra' was a member of Salt
Lake lodge No. S5, Benevolent and
Protective Order of Elks and of the
Alia club. At the time of his departure
for California. Mr. Murray was the
guest of honor at a farewell reception
at the Elks' club. At that lime ho was
tho recipient of many felicitations and
a handsome gold watch was presented
to him as a token of esteem.

Allen Murray, a brother of David S.
Murray, committed suicide about one
year ago in a box car in Oregon.

BY NEWS OF TRAGIC AFFAIR

prised of her husband'B tragic end. Shetainted when she read the telegram thatconveyed the news, and for several hoursher relatives here were afraid the shookwould prove fatal. She is under thocare of physicians, who refuse to permitany one to seo her except her sister,Mrs. Jovne.

Mrs. Murray has been visiting her sis-ter for several weeks and Is accompanied
by her little daughter. "Mrs. Murray isprostnited by this horrlblo tragedy," said
Mr. .levno today to The Tribune corre-
spondent. "Sin- - run not offur nnv solu-
tion of the affair. Mr. Murray's busi-
ness affairs wore-- In excellent shape, so
far as she knpw, and I think I wouldknow If they were not. for ho and I
were very close friends. Tin; talk offamily trouble Is absurd. There wasnever a hint of anything of that sort.
I know positively that his family rela-
tions were unusually harmonious. Tem-porary Insanity Is the only theorv I ran
conceive lo account for Murray commit-ting suicide. I shall leave tomorrow for
Salt Lake to see what I can do towardsolving this perplexing affair. I cannot
account for many feutuivs of It."

Both Mr. and Mrs. Murray had a wide
circle of friends In Los Angeles. They
were frequent visitors to southern Cali-
fornia.
