Glenn H. Curtiss Establishes
World's Record for Aeroplane

Over All-Wat- er Course.

CLEVELAND, O.. Sept. 1. Racing
with a fast Lake Shore mall train, Glenn
II. Curtiss, the aviator, today drove his
biplane over tho water from Cedar Point
to Euclid Beach, an airline distance of
sixty miles, completing a round
trip flight began yesterday and ostxib-Hshln- g

an unquestioned world's record
for ovor-wnl- flights. He beat the train
Into Cleveland by seventeen minutes.

Encountering contrary air currents,
Curtiss was unablo to maintain high
speed, taking one hour and forty-tw- o

minutes for tho Might- - The actual dis-

tance traversed, estimated at tho United
States hydrographlc office, was 61?

miles. ,
Tho first ten miles were covered In

thirteen minutes, but after that the
breeze grew gusty, necessitating many
dips ami maneuvers.

Off Cleveland harbor the breeze blew
only twelve miles an hour, but was un-

steady, and the 100,000 people lining tho
lake front and perched on the lop of
everv avnllable building had opportunity
to Judge the difficulty of air navigation
under unfavorable conditions.
