THEY STOP THE PUMPS

LEHI, Sept 21.—Twenty-elght officers
and directors representing the Sall Lake
Clty Canul company, the East Jordan Ir-
rigation company, the South Jordan Canal
company. the North Jordan Canal com-
pany and the Utah and Salt Lake Canal
company, visited the big pumps at tho
himad of the Jordan river today, Inspected
the plant and decided o shut off the
pumps for the season. During the earller
purt of the year Jordan river suppliod
enough water by gravity for all pur-
poses. but Juxt one month ago today the
lnke's level bocame %o low that It was
naoeEsary to sturt the pum?«, slnea whilech
time five of them lave been clevating
500 gecand feet of water rmom § to 12
imches from the lake Into Joprdan river
The demand on the several canal com-
panles having slackened pomewhast, the
100 second feal which the river will draw
nilturally Is ample for all demands.

The directors also docided to bulld a
retaining wall of cement around  thelr
plant and bulldings, This wall will be
300 feet long, seven feet high, two fest
thick at the bose and six Inches at the
tap. Blds for Its construction will be
asked for in the near future. The officiala
mlun Inspected the nes $2000 ' cottage which
I8 now nearing completion and which will
be uhed as a home for the superintend-
ant. They also expressed much sntlsfac-
tlon with the way affairs are being man-
aged by Lhose In charge.
