Marriage Grave Problem in Royal House

LONDON, Sept. at. The recent tempest

In n teapot ovut the love affairs of the
Duke of the Abruzzl and Miss Kathorine
Elklns, hrlngs Into prominence the un-
written law of royalty that princes of the
blood royal may not wed outside the pur-
ple. Princesses sometimes wed below
them, notably the cases of the Princes
Louise who married the Marquis of Losne
now Duke of Argyll and the Princess
Royal who Is Duchess of Fife. Thin bar-
rier between royalty and the peerage did
not exist In Tudor days. Henry VIII mar-
ried .Jane Seymour, Anne Holey n, and
Catharine Parr; Queen Kllzaboth nearly
married the Earl or ICssex, the Earl of
Leicester, and several other noble's. To
this day a peer Is always described ns

of the sovereign, and few of
them In the old days lack a strain of
blood royal. Who Were the. Medici, hut
hankers? Vol their daughter ascended
the throne of France. The royal caste,
ns at present maintained. Is historically
an Importation from Uormany.

The system teems with anomalies and
tragedy. Take Sweden. The king of
Swedon Is great -- grandson of Marshal
Bcrnndottc, a soldier of fortune under
Napoleon, lit: Is the last of Napoleon's
kinglets to retain a throne. Now. the
eldest brother of King Guslav Is Prince
Oscar Rcrnadotte. who married a court
lady, Ebba Munch, of grertt. piety and the
highest character. This lady, with all her
many benevolent works, Is not considered
good enough to. share her husband's rank,
nor may their children succeed to the
throne.

Here is another case. 1'ntil recently
the Prince of Montenegro had not as-
sumed even the comparatively modest
title of "Royal Highness." Years ago he
married a daughter of one-- of his sena-
tors, a lady obviously beyond the dim-
mest horizon of royal rank. Yet the family
has since contracted brilliant alliances,
one (laughter beinc the lovely Queen
Helena of Italy. Still. It Is suggested that
King Victor, who thus wedded the grand-
daughter of a. Montenegrin senator, will
be embarrassed If his cousin, the Duke
of the Abni7.7.i. should take to wife the
far wealthier and equally born Miss s.

Princess Vera, of Montenegro Is now 23
years old and not married. It would he
reckoned quite suitable for her to be wed-c- d

to a British prince, whoso status she
would share as a matter of course. Rut
the daughter of a Hrltsh marquis we lor-bl- d

the banns!
Llow many of such cases there are.

Napoleon III married a Spanish countess
whose mother was an untitled Scottish
ladv beautiful, doubtless, but quite be- -

yond the ring. Yet tho Empress .Eugenie
Is today, even in her retirement, accepted
everywhere as royal. Her name was be-

stowed upon the queen of Spain, and her
son, had he lived, would havo always been
the Prince Imperial, and eligible Tor any
bride. If Napoleon's countess was accept-
ed, why decline to accent ladles of far
more ancient British nobility?

Tho problem Is growing tho more scri
ous because the children of King George
Include no fewer than five princes. In
habit and thought the royal houao be-

comes more English and less German with
every generation. Are these five princes
to be compelled, when the time comes,
to look abroad for wives whom they will
have scarcely seen, and who will conic to
this country as complete strangers? It
Is not Improbable that it will not ho long
before, this a.hsurd custom will join others,
which have gone to oblivion.

Many farmers went
heavily into planting potato seeds and
there was every indication that there
would bo a profitable return. Soon after
the llnlley comet had passed into his-

tory, rainstorms set In. Within the past
few weeks tho eountrv has been deluged
with rain and half of the crop has been
ruined.

Thousands of farmers, especially
the men who could 111 afford it. have
lost nearly all the hay they raised. Not
only have they none to sell, but also
they have not been able to save enough
for their own slock. Some men who
saved a part of their potato and barley
crops are consoling themselves with the
Idea that the shortage which must re-

sult will enhance prices to a point that
will enable them to make up In finan-
cial returns what they lost fn quantity.

It was apparent that the object of the
girls was to storm a big shop on the
other side In the Rue Reaumur, but the
difficulty was to cross the boulevard. The
police stood on the opposite side to pre-
vent the procession from passing. They
wore less severe towards the girls than
recently, and simply marshalled them in
small troops on the pavement. If they
promised to keep the pence they would
be allowed to pass. They walked down
to the shop which excited their wrath and
stood on the pavement opposite, "con-spuin-

the owners and managers. "Shut
up tho shop!" they shouted. "Down with
the manager!" The employes of the shop
crowded to the windows and seemed to
enjoy the demonstration.

When the girls were tired shouting
they scattered or their own accord. Later
on, there wore "Incidents" at tho Placet
do la Republlquc, when a policeman went
so far as lo draw his sword, but It was
not against tho Midlnettcs, who, instead
of running away, stood their ground, hut
against some suspicious rough who had
joined the procession, probably to pick
the glrl3' pockets.

POPE PLEASED

WITHGDNGRESS

Eucharist Gathering at Montre-

al Satisfactory to His Holi-

ness in Every Way.

TAKES DEEP INTEREST

IN MECHANICAL WORKS

Not Favorably. Impressed With
Automobile Presented to

the Vatican.

ROME, Sept. 21. The popo Is pleased
beyond measure at tho success of the
Eucharist congress held at Montreal.
During the progress of it lie kept in

constant touch with the congress; he
received messages and he read every line
concerning It which was published in

friendly papers and the anti-cleric-

press. When he learned of the vast num-

ber of visitors to Montreal, of the thou-

sands who took part In the procession,
he said Jt was an evidence that the faith
of Catholics was as fervent as ever. Ho

was much concerned about the accident
there, and upon learning of It caused
inquiries to be made immediately, so
that he might learn of the naturo and
extent of it.

Recently a group of American tourists
from Kentucky paid their respects to Ihe
pontiff. Not being familiar with thu
rules prevailing at the Vatican in re-

spect of dress, they neglected to attire
themselves in the manner prescribed.
Upon reaching the Vatican they were
told that It was possible that they might
not be admitted on that particular day
because of their failure to follow the
custom. In some manner the party man-
aged to have their case laid before the
pontiff.

"And thev came all the way to see
me." he said. "Well. I think we may
relax the rules in their case. They
pay me a mariccci compliment, m wiinns
so" far, and I think we can return It hy
dispensing with the regulations on the.
principle that one good turn deserves
another."

The pope smiled when a member of
tho party told him that Kentucky was
famous for the chivalry of Its men, the
beauty or Its women and the excellence
of Its horses, and said through an inter-
preter, "A rare combination."

Fond of Mechanics.
The pope takes an interest in nearly

everything of a scientific or mechanical
nature. He Is especlaly fond of me-

chanical contrivances and especially
r-saving machinery. Hidden away in
the Vatican is the private papal print-
ing official wherein is printed many Im-

portant documents, An Idea of the
amount of the pope's printed correspond-
ence may bo had when it-i- stated that
there arc 1000 Catholic archbishops and
bishops in the world.

There arc several type-
setting machines in the Vatican office.
The venerable head of the Catholic
church is much Interested in them. Very
frequently he visits tho office, standing
bv tho men who operate them, ques-
tioning them about the mechanism, and
should thcte be a hitch in the work he
makes minute inquiries as to tho cause
and the methods of getting the machines
ln oporatlon again, it is uy no mcans
nn unusual sight for the "comps. ' to
sec the pope working at the keyboards.

"A knowledge of printing may come
useful if a strike should occur, ' he said
to tho foreman, who commented on the
pope's ability to set type. Ho knows Just
how much tvpe an expert may set on a
machine, tho cost and the difference in
price between machine work and type set
bv hand, botweon straight setting and
table work, and so on.

The holv father has never been a lover
of what Americans call new notions.
Someone presented an automobile to him.
When It arrived In the guidons or tho
Vatican, his holiness looked at It curious-
ly, examining minutely tho various parts
of the machinery. Cardinal Merry del
Val suggested a ride around the gardens
In It. but the pope shook his head.

"You go," he said, "and I'll walk after
you."

The cardinal, however, persisted.
"Whv Fhould I do that?" was the an-

swer, '"when, as it Is, my walk In the
gardens Is over all too quickly? Why ex-

ercise still further? No. I will not use
It. We'll have it put Into a glass case,
mv dear cardinal. Have it. placed In the
museum. When I was a priest I walked:
when 1 became a bishop I walked, and
when T became n cardinal T walked. I

wish I were younger so that I might walk
more than r do now. When people walked
more than I hey do now they wore
stronger and healthier."
