The dyvonamite was
contuined i ton boxes of iy pounds
each, addressed to 0. B, Bryson and is
supposed to he the samd lot purehased
by three men from the Giant Powder
Warks September 20,

The theory  that the much-honted
“Bryee' and ““Perry.’’ the *‘squint
eved man.”' who purehased the giant
powder after mueh plotting and ok it
away in the lnunch Pastime, were the
man responsible Tor the Times  horror,
apparently is ruddled, bot the discovery
opens new and highly omportant leads
and Keops these mysterious plotters in
Lhe spothight.
