THE CJTY WILL OWN IT

EUmsitA. Oct. Jfi. The momtocva of
the city council have determined thatthis city shall own Its own water ss-te-

and work is being pushed on Mw
large well owned by the city located
Just northeast of tho city and which
with proper development can supply the
residents of UiIg camp with all the pure
water they may require for years to
come. Tho workmen are now drifting
from Lhc 100 level of the woll, and a
splendid flow of water Is being encoun-
tered, which alone will supply the needs
of the city. City Councilman Dave Mills
took a sample of the water to Salt Lake
to be examined by State Chemist Harms,
who reported to the I3ureka City council
as follows:

"That the water is of excellent purity
and contains nothing In the way of min-
eral which would niako it undesirable
for drinking or culinary purposes."

Tho water resembles very much the
fluid taken from the Big Cottonwood,
which supplies Salt Lake with Its pure
water, and Is not contaminated by sew-
age, drainage or other sources of pol-
lution. In closing his report Mr. Harms
states: "1 am forced to the conclusion
that the water submitted la perfectly
rufe and fit for all culinary and domestic
purposes; In fact, the water is a very
desirable one for all drinking and houso
purposes." Eureka already owns its own
sewer system and by owning its water
plant pla-r- s It in tho fore ranks of tho
mining camps of the west as a city of
progress and atabilily.
