The hunting season
of 1910, which closed yesterday, cost 113
lives, according to statistics from twenty-thro- e

states collected by the Tribune.
This Is considerably more than were
killed during any previous season of
which fhfire Is a record.The loss of life In 1900 was S7; in 1308.o: In 100. S3; and In 1006. 74.

The number of injured this season,nowever, Is less than a year ago, only

It is likely the death list this year willoe considerably increased bv reason of
ine ratal termination In the cases ofmany of tho injured.
