In Fact, They Demand That Utah

Light & Railway Company

Tote Fair.

DECLARE THEY ARE

DISCRIMINATED AGAINST

Pica Made for Workingmen

Who Are Employed al Mid-val- e

Smelter.

Claiming that the Utah Light & Rail-

way company is very unfair in dividing
its division points, and that tho people
of Sandy in general aro getting the worst
end of the deal, a petition signed by more
than seventy-fiv- o n citizens of
Sandy has been sent to the officials of
the Utah Light & Railway company with
the object in view of having several de-

sirable changes made. Inasmuch as moro
than half the population of Sandy finds
employment at the United States smelter
at Mldvale, and that It Is necessary for
them to take the street car each morn-
ing to and from their work, a plea Is
made for the workingmen witli regard to
a reduction In fare.

The distance betweon tho two towns
of Sandy and Midvale is approximately
estimated at a little over two miles. This
ride, which Is usually taken early In the
morning, has its many inconveniences. A
wait, of twenty minutes for connections
is encountered where the cars run down
to the Junction. Then 10 cents is charged,
making a round trip 20 cunts, For the
ride of two miles they charge 10 cents,
collected after leaving JSandy. and when
the Mldvale car Is boarded. This is con-
sidered unfair by influential citizens at
Sandy, and the matter has been taken up
and presented to those In authority with
tho railway company at Salt Lake.

According to a statement of a well-kno-

Sandy man, the Utah Light &
Railway company has absolutely refused
to concede anything prayed for In the
petition. The company avers that It
ha3 been greatly disappointed in the
traffic in that end of the county and can-
not possibly grant the concessions asked.
The company, however, states that in
the course of a few years that it will
cut the fare one-hal- f.

As a whole, the citizens of Sandy claim
emphatically that they are being treated
in an unfair manner by the company, the
speaker so stating, and all they ask Is
that the matter bo considered moro care-
fully, as they are positive that they arc
entitled to some sort of a reduction for
tho workingmen.

street. The entire scheme ofSomery is novel and original. The
wood work is Circassian walnut. A
center circular counter, H2 feet In longlh,
occupleB the center of the room. On the
walls arc a number of beautiful photo-
graphs of scenes along the route. The
most striking feature,, however, of the
decorative schema is an Immense map of
the United Slates, painted on the west-
ern wall of tho office. This map is
IS feet htgh and 52 feet long. Three
well-kno- artists of San Francisco spent
oer six months In painting this rauji

which is said to be geographically correct
In every detail.

A feature of the new ticket office is
that no tickets will be made up on the
main floor. The order is taken and sent
to the basement, through pneumatic
tubes where the ticket Is made up and
returned. Many other conveniences arc
added for the bcnoflt of the traveling
public. Tho new office will be In addi-
tion to the old office of tho company lo-

cated In the Flood building.

Utah County Company Trying to Get
Franchise Through Sandy.

When the franchise of the Utah County
Light Sr. Power company conies up for
consideration before the Sandy city coun-
cil tills week, thcro Is likely to be a
squabble, as heretofore the Utah Light
& Rallwuy company has furnlshod most
of tho electricity for years in Salt Lake
county. The matter was considered about
two weeks ago at which time a represen-
tative of the street railway company was
present and pointed out lo the council
that his company had given tho town a
slreot railway system and in addition was
going to reduce the fare. The solons
"pigeon-holed- " tho rival electric com-
pany's communication.

Now, however, the Utah Light &. Rail-
way company has refused to heed the
protests of tho people of Sandy for re-
duced rates between Sandy and Mldvale
and the council Is receiving the Utah
county application with more favor. The
council likely will meet tonight.
