This proposition
Is the essence of the brief filed today
with tho interstate commerce commission
by I.oul.s Brandels of Boston, counsel for
the traffic commission of commercial or-

the investigation of tho commission IntoI the proposed advance In freight rates In

lie savs, "the proper remedy is not high-
er rales, resulting In higher costs and
lessened business, but scientific manage-
ment resulting in lower costs. In higher
wages and Increased business.

Advanced Methods Needed.
"If their credit Is impaired, the proper

remedy is not to apply the delusive stimu-
lant of higher rates, hut to strengthen
their organizations by Introducing ad-

vanced methods and eliminating question-
able practices. Thus they will maintain
credit by deserving It."

The proposed advances by the lines in
official classification territory would af-
fect only tho class rates. The total
freight tonnage of the lines for the cal-
endar year 1001 was fi'jfi.r.Ul.fiTS. cs
than 8 per cent of ihis movnd under class
rates, yet of tho freight revenue of thes
rallwavs for 1000, nearly 22 per cent
($103,271. S2K) was derived from class
rates Th'so rates govern In the ship-
ment of more than - fioo articles of com-
merce. Including most of the necessities
of life and articles of competitive com-
merce. The proposed increases vary from
S per cent to 2y per cent, averaging ap-
proximately Hi per cent.

Says Roads Have Failed.
Mr. Brandels Indicates that he consid-

ers the great quest ion Involved in t he In-

vestigation to be tho statement of Presi-
dent. Wlllanl .of the Baltimore & Ohio,
that "the tendency of rales will be to con-
tinue upward" that is. that tlicro will be
a progressive Increase in rates.

The. law places the burden of proof of
the reasonableness of the proposed ad-

vances on the railroads. Mr. Bia.idelsi
maintains that the roncls "have failed ut-
terly lo sustain their burden of proof,
have failed so completely that the appli-
cation of the railroads for approval of the

mew tariff should be denied."
, . lu response to the. contention that the

proposed increases In class rates arc re-

sponsible, Mr. Brandels urges that no
evidonce was presented to sustain the
contention; that no Increase In any class
rate properly can he made without giving
the shippers an opportunity to bo heard
and that the pending Increases wore
fjxed without affording the shippers such
an opportunity, he argues.

As to the arguments liat the railroadsI need additional icvenues on account of
required Increases In wages, Mr. Bran-
dels submits three propositions:

First Some railroads, at least, do not
need additional Income.

Second In some railroads any exist-
ing need of additional Incomes is due to
causes other than wage increases or
acts of congress.

Third Every railroad which Is prop-
erly undertaken and financed can meet
any existing needs without rate In-
creases, through the introduction of
scientific management.

As to Credit.
Tho contention of the railroads thatgreater Income is imperative in order to

secure needed new capital for extensions
and Improvements, is met by tho asser-
tion that "If the credit of American rail-
roads is in any respect Impaired, the
impairment is due either (o the unwar-
rantable attacks made upon It by the
railroads and their associates, or to llieir
individual mismanagement, and that .It
Is not the result of any necessary In-
crease In

regulation."

of tho credit of railroads if such im-
pairment exists It is pointed out that

cago & Alton scandal, following the groat
insurance scandals, "necessarily shako
confidence, particularly as the controlling
flnanclul powers aro largely the same
in the railroads and the Insurance com-
panies."

"If any general distrust of railway in-
vestments exists. Its cause will be fotiini
nol in the Increased burdens Imposed by
wage advances, or by government regu-
lation, but In a distrust of the purposes
and judgment of those who control andmanage, the great railroad iiropertles,"
says the answer.

BANQUET IS GIVEN

AND ADDRESSES MADE

"I stood within two blocks of this spot
Ihlrty-sevo- n years ago last AugUBt and
helped to celebrate tho arrival of tho
first, passenger train into Provo. Brlgham
Voting, John Taylor and other loading
men of Utah of that time were present.
Wo thought that It was a great cele-
bration, and it was for those days, but
it. was nothing compared to this."

The speaker was S, S. Jones, a pio-
neer resident of Provo, and tho state-
ment was made Monday while Jones was
one of a crowd of almost 1000 Provo citi-
zens who had met to celebrate the open-
ing of Ihc new $40,000 union station of
tho Denver & Rio Grande and the Salt
Lake route In that city.

The exorcises commenced at 10:30
o'clock, with music by the Provo band
of twenty pieces. Despite tho fact that
the wenlhnr wns ovtrnmnlv ooltl. the bier
crowd remained close to the rear of the
private car of General Superintendent J
i". Dailey, from which the speeches were
made.

Konner Mayor Thomas N. Taylor acted
as master of ceremonies and Introduced
as the first .speaker Mayor W. II. Ray,
who said, In part:

"Words arc Inadequate to express the
pride and gratification I feel at this mo-
ment in being permitted to lake part in
the dedicatory exercises of this magnifi-
cent structure. The two great railway
systems that have jointly erected this
building have done so with a knowledge

I wish to thank the officials of
these two greal roads, from tho lowest to
the highest all. In fact that have been in
any way Instrumental in getting
for Provo this beautiful structure.
I wish them to understand thai
we sincerely appreciate their efforts In
our helialf. and that, as a municipality,
wo will sfidoiivor to show our apprecia-
tion bv IVulldlng up a cltv, the commer-
cial Importance of which will not only
show a Justification for their present ex-- ,

iiditure. but will insure a mueu
one In the near future.
