I m out by sectional tunnelliiKS. The cost of
the work will be small, not more. It Is
isdlimuifd. than SiinUO. Sums sufficient
for it have been oifcred to private dunors
sewral ilnies within the last tow years,
but It Is considered moro desirable to
have the excavation carried out with
funds collected by general subscription
na a national, or. If the Irish In America
ii ro to be. considered as belonging to a
second ii'ttlon, as an International enter-
prise. The work will he tlonu without
financial obligation to the Urltisli gov-
ernment. The treasures found will be
retlnod In Ireland, unless, as may well
he the case, special reasons present
themselves for tho transport of some of
them on loan to the United Stales. Re-
garding this point there Is reason to be-
lieve that the British government, legal
owner of treasure trove, will give tho
necessary permission.

The valut of the antiquarian and ar-
tistic treasures which proper search must
bring to light at Tara cannot be exag-
gerated. In the early centuries of tho
Christian era it was the site of a great
city.

Great Banquet Hall.
The description quoted understates. In-

stead of exaggerating, the dimensions of
tho banqueting hall Nothing Is Inuvoba-bl- e

In the enumeration It contains of the
royal household and the royal guests, or
of the gold and silver treasures displayed
at the monarch's board. At the groat
assemblies a thousand chiefs attended
the Ard High's summons. A retinue of
7500 soldiers the number of heroes,
housed In the imdhas would be too great
for so many nobles. That the monarchs
possessed a great slorc of precious ves-
sels set with jewels (the garnet", a native
product, was culled carbuncle by the Irish
writers) will be believed by all who have
soon the magnificent collection of gold
vessels In the possession of tho Royal
Trlsh academy, or have read of the nu-

merous gifts of Jeweled cups presenta-- i

by Irish chiefs to religious foundations.
It was to the Immense crowd jissembled

to celebrate the pagan rites that Patrick
preached at Tara. Before tho pagan king,
surrounded by menacing drulds and hos-
tile nobles, ho and his small band of
Vshaven crowns with crooked staffs"
stood and denounced Idolatry. It is re-

corded that Patrick made many converts
and baffled the druids at that great en-

counter. He certainly obtained protec-
tion for his person and freedom to teach
the Christian doctrine, but ho did not
succeed in converting I.aoghairc, the ard
righ. That monarch lived In peace with
the apostle, but ho remained, a pagan,
and when he died. In Ifi3, he was Interred,
as befitted a pagan king, "In the external
rampart of his royal rath, to tho south-
east, with his shield of valor and with his
face to tho south (as It were) fighting
tho L.agenians." Tho next ard righ,
L.enry, however, bocame a Christian and
henceforth the new sect steadily spread
over Ireland.

Expect to Find Treasures.
After the time of Patrick the monarchs

of Ireland continued to reign at Tara
until tho death of Dermld In 5C3. That
monarch violated the right of sanctuary,
and In punishment for his crime St.
Ruadan pronounced a curse on Tara,
prophesying that no future monarch of
Ireland should reside there. The mill
of Tara has been deserted from tho time
of Dermid's death. The walls of its
palaces soon crumbled to decay; their
foundations have lasted to our day. Be-
neath tho untroubled soil about these
foundations He tho bones of druids, of
pagan chiefs, of warriors, artisans and
slaves. By them will be found tho of-
ferings, bronze figures and the like, which
pagans used to place in the tombs of the
dead, together with their swords, and
spears and shields. There may bo found
gold ornaments, armlets and necklets and
torques such as the golden torques which
were found on the hill In 1S1Q, in a mound
near the modern graveyard. These
torques are of spiral, or screw Bhape,
simple in design, but of great beauty in
their workmanship. They are preserved
In tho collection of the Royal Irish acad-
emy. One of them measures live feet
seven Inches from ono extremity to the
other and weighs 27 ounces 0 penny-
weight; tho other Is of equal diameter,
but of more delicate construction and
lighter, Its weight, bclrig 12 ounces 6 pen-
nyweight. These torques must have
lain on the spot where they were found
on the very hilltop for nearly H00 years.
It seems certain that a great mass of
treasures such as these, personal orna-
ments, with drinking cups and domestic
utensils dating from tho earliest period
of Irish history down to the time when
Celtic art was at its highest point,

by tho introduction of foreign
styles, will be discovered at Tara. It is
believed also Uiat, amidst the rude pagan
relics, there will be found relics of the
apostle of Ireland himself, or of his com-
panions and immediate successors.

Pathetically mixed with relics of 2000
years before, arms of a modern tlmo
may be found. thOBe which the band of
"croppies" held in their desperate stand
on Tara In 179S. And still later relicsmay be found Instruments from theforty bands, remnants of the thousand
bannern which waved around O'Connell
when, on the. 15lh of August. 183, ho
addressed 7HO.00O of his followers, as-
sembled on Tara to acclaim him.

When tho excavation work is com-
pleted, IUnlon Celtique will undcrtnko
the eroctlon of a new hall on the founda-
tions of the ancient banqueting hall,
which will be at once a museum of Irishantiauitles, and a central place of meet-ing for all thoso who desire to uphold

THE argument captured tho

or or pecuniary pain. Almost ev-

ery community can show its laro num-

ber of performers, principally ffirls. who
devoto many hours a day to practice.

But Llic question often comes to the
mind whether or not the expenditure
of time and money is wise.

For what might bo in ronson expect-
ed from investment of money, tho re-

turns seem meayor very often, and the
suspicion flint something is wron is
the thought thaT. lies uppermost in a
thinking mind. That pupils do not un-

derstand tho intelligent method of prac-
tice is one of the first causes of failure
to succeed in tho divino nrt. When
the mind and heart lack sympathy with
tho work, more evil than Rood will re-

sult from a mechanical, meaningless,
stupid business of practicing. This is
what must bo avoided in a proper
course of music study and a well di-

rected system of instruction. It is the
business' of tho teacher to see thnt the
work is not stupid, and that the young
hearts and minds are thorough!' en-

grossed in the work. A piano course
6hould not bo mere linger gymnastics;
moro than any of the other arts, music
should fill head, heart and body m an
oqual degree.

When a pupil is taught tho correct
position of the hands and fingers, he
should understand what kind of tone
ho will produce from tho corroct po-

sition, lie should be taught that a
harsh, jolting tone results from wrong
position and incorrect, fingering. The
oar will soon recognizo a beautiful
tone, and the pupil will become inter-
ested in trving to produce it. Care
should bo taken to have .both hands
trained alike. This will tend, so say
medical authorities as well as musi
cians. to equalize tho circulation, and
tho demands on bruin and nerve cen-

ters. Following this rule will also show
consideration for the cars and tortured
nerves of tho hearers, for who does
not remember tho auswer mado by tho
great Padcrewski, to an important old
dowagei in London? The important
personago had insistod on the artist
hearing her daughter attempt to play
the piano. Turning; to Padcrewski, she
beamingly inquircu what he thought
of the performance". Wearily he re-

plied, "Dear mudum, she does not lot
her right hand know whathcr left is
doing."
