MAKING CAREFUL STUDY
OF AMERICAN METHODS

Declares Onr Roads Are Su-
perior to Those of the Eu-
ropean Countries.

Jean-Henri Brun. Ingenieur des Aris

et Manufaclures, genernl manoager of tha
Railroad Construction company for (he
French colmnies In Centril Afrlea, Indo-
China, Algeria and the Congo. whose
headquarters are In Paris, =pent Sunday
in Salt Lake Clty, resting non hia journey
to hise home. Mr. Brun lins spent the
1ast meventeen yoars of his life In bulld-
ing milroads throughout France and the
French posscsslons in wvarlous parts of
the world. In hisz trip across the conti-
nent he le making a study of Amerlcan
maethods of rallroad construction and
frankly admitz rhat he hes gained many
valuahle ldeas from his oherrvatlons
Intarpreter Raequired.

Mr. Brun speaks only a few words of
English, and when an interview was
sought by The Tribune reparier It was
found nrcessary for the newspaper man
to secure an lnterpreter. . PP, Roy, man-
ager of the New Grand hotel canfe, who
speaks French (luently, kindly consented
to transiate the guestions inle Fronch
and the answers Into English

Mr. Brun stated that he had workaed
geven yeare without a vacatlon and that
he war going to Pagls for u year's rest,

after which he would take up his wark
in the Congn couniry For the last
threps yeanrs he his bean engaged in Lhe

canstructlon of lines In the Franch col-
ornles of Central Africa These posses-
glons are sottling up ecapldls with the
rdvent of the roads, mnst of the new-
comers heing  French  farmers with n
l-PrIr'kltmt of Germang and Engiieh. The
chlef Industries of thi= reglon are the
productlon of palm oil, used in the manu-

facture of eoape and atlier toilel prep-
arations, and thn ralsing of barley for
malt

Climate Is Drawback.
The one bad feature of this rogion, the
rallrord bullder explained. 15 the elimnte,
the vear baing divided into thres months

of gteady rain, three months of drizzle
and six months of Intense heat, during
which no rain falls. The worst portion

of the hol season eomprises the months
of November., Decomber, January and
Fahruary. During this period the great
menace s yellow fever, the germ of
which is carried and transmitted by
mosquitox, and the atlention of the gov-
eznment in being  largely directed to
methods for thelr extermination,

Neurly all of the work ls done by natl®e
labor. The neagroes, Mr. Brun suavs, are
excellent workmen of affectlonate dis-
poxition. being greatly attuched to thelr
employera I kindly trcated,

Likes American Roads.

Turning to the questlon of a compari-
eon between American  rallronds and
thoga In the French posscssions, Mr.
Brun declared thpt the Ameriean roads
were superior in fhe uge of much heavier
Etea] ralle, and llkKewlss In the heavier
enuipment, thus giving the traing a much
gtesdier motlon, "not so much jump up.**
he explained, and nlso permiiting the
making of bhetter time He. did  ftind
fault. however, with much of the Amer-
fcan bhallast used, suyving that it was tno
dusty for the comfort of the paseengers,
In genernl, howover. he belleved that
the American roads. =0 far as he had
traveled on them, were superinG {o those
of any country in Hurope, *“The genius
of the Americans in bullding rallronds
is very greal,” he explained, “I am
meking & study of rallroad conditiéns in
the United Htates as 1 journsy across
the continent and expect to profit by it,"”
he added.

- Soclalism at Standstill

Arked regarding palltical conditions in
France at the present time, Mr. Brun
explained that the Republicans would
réemain In powser for an indefinite peri-
od and that Sociallsm was at a stand-
still and the Soclalists could never galn
control of the goveinment. He deplared
that the ground for this view was the
fact that nearly evervbody In France
was_ content with conditlons ns they ex-
isted, hecause thern were almost no large
fortunea to excite envy, the great ma-
Jority of the wvoters being farmers of
moderate means, and nearly all of them
Republicans in politics. The strength of
the Socialists, he sald, was in the min-
ing dlstricts of the ecountry, which were
not extensive

Mr. Brun, who ls &t the New Grand
hotel, dectared that he wans greatly
leasad with his observations made dur-
ng & ride ahout the citv. speaking par-
ticularly of the modernity of the new
bulldings, the fine appearance of the
streats and the wondoerful beauty of the
view from lhe fonlhllle overlooking the
valley, He leaves al 7 n'cleck this morn-
ing en route to New York! from whero
he will sall for France,
