and girls at tho Institution. The Minne-sota executive has been to California and
the Pacific coast on a pleasure trip, but
because of an Impending Investigation of
the state reformatory of Minnesota he
has combined his pleasure trip with one
of inspection into the methods used In
the reformatories of tho western states.At Ogden he was shown through every'department of the state Industrial schoolby Superintendent 13. G. Gowans and bis
assistants. Governor Eberhart was
especially pleased with the "city gov-
ernment" which was founded by Super-
intendent Gowans at the school and
which has become so popular with the
Juvenile inmates. This "city govern-
ment" permits the Inmates to form a

board with tho election
of a "mayor ' and other "city" officers
from among their own number. It has
served a twofold purpose since the plnn
was Introduced by Superintendent
Gowans, by teaching the inmates ce

and givlnff them an Insight into
present-da- y politics. Governor Eberhartwas also pleased to find that corporal
punishment has been abolished at tho
Utah school, and so expressed himself.

One of tho charges now standing against
Supcrlntondpnt Whlttlcr of the Red Wing.
Minnesota, reformatory" Is brutality to
the Inmates of that institution . It ls
said that a paddling machine has been
in use at the Minnesota reformatory and
often girls as well ns boys were brutally
beaten by this Instrument. So persistent
have the charges against the superintend-
ent of tho Ited Wing reformatory become
that Governor Eberhart has ordered a
complete investigation of conditions at
the Minnesota reformatory. Having visit-
ed all of the reform schools In tho states
which lie ban thus far visited In the
west. Governor Eberhart will have some
valuable recommendations to make when
the reorganization of the Minnesota
school begins, which will doubtless follow
the Investigation soon to bo made.

FLATBOAT WRECKED

01 SUN RIVER

Rock Is Struck, and Valuable

Cargo Goes to the

Bottom.

SALMON CITY. Ida.. May 4. Ono of

the three flatboats which was started
down tho river ten days ago to the
placer grounds of tho Salmon River Min-

ing company was wrcckod at the Growl
rapids, about thirty miles this sldo of
the destination. . The boat was loaded
with machinery. L. Cummings was In
charge of the boat, which was running
side by side with another boat In a H

part of the river. In a channel
safe only for a Hlnglo boat. Cummings
realized that if something were not done
quickly both boats would be wrecked.
Accordingly, ho swung his boat out of
the channel, struck a rock, and tho
heavy load wont to the bottom of the
river. It may bo possible to recover the
freight at low water.

Throe more boats belonging to the
same company left Salmon this after-
noon. The Salmon River Mining com-
pany owns extensive placer grounds 150
miles down the river, orr tho north side,
about fifteen mllos from the camp of
Dixie. Last year J. R. Painter, tho su-
perintendent of tho company, thorough-
ly prospected the ground. The machin-
ery now being shipped to the fligglngs
by water consists of power shovels,
electrically driven. The grael will be
shoveled dry and dumped Into sluice-
ways, the water being furnished by
pumps operated by electricity. A Dev-rell- le

gold machine, specially adapted
for the saving of line gold, will be used.
Mr. Painter Is confident that ho can save
95 por cent of the flour gold. It may
also be found profitable to work tho
concentrated tailings by the use of cya-
nide.

This company ls financed by Philadel-
phia capitalists. John Hastings Is presi-
dent, and among the other officers are
W. Warrell Wagner, I. Wolstcncroft and
A. 1. Dupont of the firm of powder men.

H. Guleke, the experienced river man,
who has made several trips through tho
dangerous canyon, Is In charge of the
boats.

for they both desire the good will
of. Americans and other foreigners; but
there Is more or less danger from law-
less organizations, which have very lit-
tle to fenr whllo tho present disorder pre-
vails.

Tho opinion among foreigners, accord-
ing to Mr. Itltter, Is that the lnsurrcctos
will win. but It will probably take a long
time. J3ven after peace is secured, no
matter which side wins, there will bo a
period of unrest and Insecurity, because
of the character of tho population, the
great majority of which Is not fitted for

Mr. Hitter is well pleased with the
country and Its unlimited opportunities
and possibilities, and unless he finds
something here lo Interest him finan-
cially, he will return as soon as normal
conditions aro restored.
