HTTINGLY LOSES
IV FIGHT FORLIF

Sporting Editor of The Tribune
Dies at St. Mark's
Hospital.

John R, Mattingly. sporting editor
of The Tribune, died from a complien
cation of appendieitis and peritonitis
at St. Mark s hospital this morning at
2:45 o'elock

Mr. Mattingly was stricken  while
waorking at his desk on June 29, and
underwent an operation the following
evening at 8t Mark 's hospital. [t was
found that the appendix had burst ane
that peritonitis had eet in, resulting
complications of a serious nature
Evervthing known to modern surgers
and medicine was resorled to in an ef
fort to save the patient, but after hov-
ering hetween life and death for nine
dave, he at length sueceuambed. Mr
Msttingly was 32 vears of age

Mr. Mattingly made an exceplionally
brave fight against odds that could not
be overcome. When told the dav fol
lowing his operation that he could not
live, he smiled and said: **0, no; 1
am not ready to go yvet: | am going to
get well. Tell the boys down at the
office that T am all right."* Then he
gan a contest such as has =eldom heen
seen and with his splendid physique
and strong will Mr. Mattingly hegan
to tmprove. Such was the spparent im
;lxrm'vmon! in his condition that last
“riday the phyvsicians declared that he
had a splendid chance ta recover. The
insiduous poison, howaver, was slawly
doing its work, which was aided by the
putient's greatlv weakened condition
and a turn for the worse was noticeil
Saturday. From that time until deatl
rame he grew rapidly weaker,
Mr. Mattingly born on &
in_Duviess county, Indiana, in March,
1878, He received his earlier education
at the Daviess eounty

Ind.. wheére he tonk np s residence,
In that eity Mr. Maltingly enternd the
civil servire, securing a position in the
postoffier st Washington, [nd Pre
ceding his entranee to the postoffice he
enlisted for the Spanish-American war
and was gtationad at Camp Alger. Tn
1905 he withdrew from the service of
his own velition and ontored the news
piaper buginess, In this ealling he made
A host of friends in Washington, Ind.
He displayed unusual ability and fol
lawed the profession successfully in that
city for three yvears, He was a well
esteemed member of the Washington,
Ind., lodge of Elks.

In Mareh, 1907, Mr. Mattingly eame
west to enter upon a broader fiald of
work, as a representative of this news
paper. As a member of The Tribune
reportorial staff, he oceupied nearly
avery position of responsibility at dif
ferent times, climbing from police re
porter and eourt repavier to assistant
ritv editor and sporting editer., which
last pasitian he held at the time of his
sudden and unexpected illness

Mr. Mattingly is survived bs his par
ents, Mr. and Mrs James Mattmgly,
und one hrother, all now Jiving at
Washiogton, Ind. They have heen no
tified of the death. The body will be
shipped to Indiana for burial

Mr. Mattingly wns married
Josephine Kittleson on Julv 1,
ing the operation. They were engaged
to be married in the fall, but when the
serioug condition of the voung man be
came known, the union was hasteppd.

Mr. Mattingly wns ane of the most
popular newspapser men in Ralt Lake.
Wherever he went hs made a deep and
