Two Mothers Testify ,m

From early morning, when a mother.
Mrs. It. V, Owen, stifled her pride and
In a choking voice, almost a whisper, at
times, told the Jury the sordid details of
Henry C. Beattie, Jr ,'s alleged physical
ailment, which caused his wife heart-
rending grief and hours of anguish, the
prisoner faced the hardest strain thus
far witnessed In his fight for life.

Through the testimony of the mother
of the dead woman, the prosecution en-
deavored to define the motlvo for the
crime, tho fear that news of the alleged
allmont might reach Henry C. Beattie.
Sr.. and cause a break between the son
and the fathor upon whom ho depended.

To reinforce Its theory of tho motive,
the prosecution put on the stand also
Mrs. J. E. Binford, mother of Beulah.
tho "girl In the case." and Henrietta
Plttman. Beulnh's chum. Their testi-
mony brought to the surface a story of
Bcattle'e four years, of acquaintance
with Beulah Binford. of alleged numerous
Indiscretions, of the birth and death of
the child named Henry Clay Binford. and
how. Just prior to the murdor. this re-

Enough was
told today of the Binford girl's connection
with the case in the opinion of the prose-
cution to make It unnecessary for the
commonwealth to call Beulah to tho
stand.

Paul Beattie's Story.

as hn did, with tho formal papers.

Mrs. Sinclair was asked If she would
fight the divorce proceedings.

"No." she said. "I have not yet con-
sulted a lawyer, but my prcsont inten-
tion Is not to defend the suit "

When informed of the. statutory
grounds which the New York law re-
quires for the granting of a divorce, she
said:

"It does not seem to mo that divorce
should be a disgrace, oven divorce ob-
tained upon such grounds as must be
shown in this state. I believe that,, an
individual la justified In pursuing his or
her Ideal.

"I have the misfortune." sho said, "to
have a conservative husband. Ho Is con-
servative by instinct and nature and a
radical merely by choice.

BEVERLT. Mass.. Aug. 2S. So far as
President Taft himself Is concerned, the
tariff will bo the main issuo of tho 1912
cnnipalgn. Whllo tho president will
speak on many subjects on his western
trip, It Is certain now that tariff re-

vision will receive most of his attention.
Following his speech to tho Essex

County Republican club at Hamilton on
Saturday, the president began today to
prepare other speeches on the tariff. He
obtained copies of his veto message on
the wool, mrmors' frccllst and cotton
bills and at once sot lo work upon

that ho expects to deliver later,
backing up thoso vetoes.

Mr. Tart Is said to reallro that he
must not merely dtifend himself for hav-
ing rejected thoso bills, but that ho .must
attack the Democrats and progressive
Republicans who put them through con-
gress,

Tho attack upon the Democrats the
(resident can make almost, anywhere. Itfs understood that tho fight upon the

progressives will bo confined largely to
their own territory. Tho president will
carry tho war west Into tho enemy's
country.

The naturo of attack Is pretty clearly
defined already It will le In substance
that the progressives who voted for a
tariff board should have been willing
to wait for Its report; that tho revision
bills the Democrats and insurgents drow
at these special sessions wero

and "badly drawn." and that
great Industries of the country should
not be put In leopard by such legisla-
tion when revision. If recommended by
tho tariff board, might bo oxpected any-
way a few months later. It is probable
that the presldont will promlso tariff
reform so far as he can bring It about
at the next session of congress.

SLAYS CHILDREN

BEFORE SUICIDE

Grief Over Death of Wife Evi-

dently Unhinges Mind of
Oxford Graduate.

WRITES LETTER TO PASTOR

Gives Description of His Awful
Deed and Hopes to

Be Forgiven.

THOMASTON, Me.. Aug. 2S. Grief
over the death of his wife led Edward
Bennett, an Englishman, and a graduate
of Oxford university, who has been a
resident here for the last six years, to
murder his three children and then take
his own life today.

Two of tho children were killed by tho
use of chloroform, and the third by cya-

nide of potassium and chloroform. To
make his own death certain, the man
went to the water's edge and there took
a .doso of cyanide of potassium and
Jumped In. His body was found when
the tide receded tonight.

The murdered children were Edward,
aged G; Barbara, agod I. and Nancy,
aged 2.

Bennclfs wife died three weeks ago
and since then the children had been
cared for by a housekeeper, Mrs. Thur-lo-

After killing the children, apparently
during tho night, Bennett wrote a minute
description of how the deed was done
and nlso a long paper In defenso of his
position.

Tho loiter is addressed to the Rov.
Russell Wood, rector of tho Episcopal
church at Rockland, where Bennett at-
tended, and is as follows:

"My darling children have gone to Join
their mother, as I am going to Join them
all and to faco my God. who I hope will
forgive mc if 1 have done wrong.

Nancy and Eddie went with chloro-
form alone. Nancy certainly with no
pain, and I hopo to die with little pain.
Barbara I had to glvo K. C. N. (cyanide
of potassium) and am afraid that she
must have suffered, but It was short anil
I gavo her chloroform Immediately, ao
I hope It was not bad.

"I am going to take K. C. N. As I do
not know how much to take I am going
down to thu sea, so that I may drown
If the K. C. N. is not enough. I am
placing the sofa against tho door so that
Mrs. Thurlow cannot got In, and will havo
to got help, which will mitigate the shock
to hor."

Then follows a dissertation on murder
nnd nrgumonts by which Bennett seoks
to defend his act.

The murder was not discovered until
late. On a cot beside her father's bed
was tho body of the baby, Nancy. She
appeared to bo sleeping peacefully, but
Investigation showed that life had been
extinct for hours. In an adjoining room
were tho bodies of tho other two children,
side by side, on their bed. Bennett's
bed had not been disturbed. On his desk
wcro found the letter and a financial
account which the mnn had prepared.
