BUSINESS MUCH BETTER

Merchants, Railroad Magnates

and Manufacturers Look

Ahead With Confidence.

By Leased Wire to .The Tribune.
NEW YORK, Dec. 16. Abrupt changes

from pessimism to optimism this week
Illustrate the suddenness with which
Wall street can shift Its opinions. The
greater cheerfulness, however, was not
eon lined to the financial district nor to
tho stock market. It permeated railroad,
trade and financial circles. Developments
were of a character calculated to stimu-
late general Improvement. Probably the
enthusiasm of some of the recent con-
verts to optimism overstepped tho bounds
of prudence and conservatism. Times are
better and the merchants, railroad man-
agers, manufacturers, etc., arc doing
now what tho wise investor did in August
and September, when stocks sold down
from 6 to 64 per cent. They aro Invest-
ing in supplies because prices are so
cheap and It is profitable to buy pig
iron. pipe, steel cars and copper metals,
even If the uso lor them is not immedi-
ate.

This demand, coming after months of
restricted purchases, has exposed the low
state to which stock:', of material had
fallen and the extent and time required
10 get them back to normal and the fact
that was mainly responsible for tho sharp
recovery in the stock market was the
steadily rising tide of activity in the steel
trade, with advances of 51 a ton and over
In numerous finished products, and 50
cents a ton in pig iron. The early book-
ing of new orders by the steel corpora-lio- n

rose bevond the 50,Q00-to- n mark and
is approaching 55,000 tons. Orders. In
fact, are. coming In at a more rapid pace
than for several years.

When it Is considered the capacity of
the mills has been greatly Increased with-
in the past few years, it will at once be-

come apparent that present pcrcontajses
of production arc possessed of much sig-

nificance as to their bearing upon the'
total output. Tho business of the in-

dependent mills has kept pace with that
of the big corporation, thus proving that
activity in quite general.

In addition to the improvement v.ipott-e- d

in tho steel and copper industry there
have come from various sections of the
country expressions by men in practically
all business occupations In refutation of
the views contained In the recent Vander-li- p

ltcrvlew. These expressions look
tiifforent forms of optimism and had much
weight with the public, especially .13
many of the men venturing opinions
were far removed from Wall street in-

fluences. The unanimity of sentiment as
to the improved status of affairs tvas
quite a revelation.

The monev market locally was Influ-

enced bv influx of funds from lh5 in-

terior that reached enormous propor-
tions, exceeding the movement of any
previous week of the year. The demands
upon Ihe market, however, were heavy,
?nd there was a return to firmness at the
close, thus showing that conditions arc
not likely to bo maintained. Discounts
hardened in London, Paris and Berlin.
Naturally, foreign exchange ruled on a
higher level.

New Low Records Follow the

Publication of Government

Crop Report.
l

NEW YORK, Dec. 16. Last Monday's

official cotton crop estimate was preceded
by heavy selling, and this selling con-
tinued following the publication of the
figures, with the market making new low
recordu for the season on Tuesday. The
pressure seemed almost to b speculative
and much like an effort to break the mar-
ket to a covering basis rather than the
expression of any fresh sentiment as a
result of tho government's crop report.

On tho contrary, there was nothing In
the action of the market. In the trading
or In thf! character of the news to Indi-
cate that the crop statement had brought
about any change In tho attitude cither
of the foreign spinner, whose willingness
to provide for remote requirements has
been a prominent factor, or in the oilier
sustaining faHor. namely, the. steadiness
of tho southern holder. Onco the specu-
lative pressure had run lta cour the
market developed a steadier tone, and
ar. the close today represented a rally of
sonic 3S to 40 points from the lowest.

It Is reported that fully 200,000 bales of
American cotton will be shipped to India
this year, owing to the shortage of the
Indian crop Japan is taking fax more
than her normal needs, and Liverpool au-
thorities estimate the China crop vIU be
20 per cent short of last year. This short
.supply of foreign growths "will natnrallv
help the prcsont American surplus, as
spinners seem to bo convinced that the
big yield this year will not bo followed
by reduced production, owing to the ac-
tivities of the southern organizations and
the unwillingness of the southern planter
to return to cotton after two years
of 14 cents.
