It Ia pointed out by the eommission, &
synopsin of whoee report the International
News Service Is able to present hera {or
the first tlme, that under methods now
in existéence throughoul the government
any business corporation In the United
States would have long since heen forced
to the wall,

It is the purposxe of the president to
send the report to the #enate accoin-
panied by a mesaaga giving his approval
1o the recommendations it will make
Thls message {5 now practically complete
It sl b= taken un by the cablnet on
Tuesdny and submitted to congress w
week from that date
