munlcatlons between foreign countries
and the president shall take place
through the medium of the department
of state.

Following this conference, it was ex-
plained, possibly In evasion, that Mexico
nad renewed her protest against the
United States permitting the use of the
customhouse at Juarez by the Insur-
gents.

The Mexican embassador also demand-
ed, according to the department of state,
that the propaganda against the Madero
government on the American side of RIo
Grande bo .suppressed.

Huntington "Wilson, acting secrctarv of
state, had previously Informed the em-
bassador that the United States would
not recognise Madcro's decree which
closed the port at Juarez.
Offense of Calero.

Following the White "house conference.
Instructions were cabled to Embassador
Wilson nt Mexico City, to Inquire into
the authenticity of the interview with
Foreign Minister Calero, who threatened
to hold nlU Americans and other foreign-
ers as hostages upon Invasion of Mexico.

The offense of Calero Is aggravated by
the previous Incendiary threats from
Sennr Azconn. another member of 's

official household, who only a week
ago was asked to explain his statement
t'nnt the movement of American troops
across tiie international line would be
quickly followed by a massacre of Amer-
icans in Mexico.

In spite of repeated demands, Presi-
dent Madero has failed to give a dis-
avowal or even to reply to the inquiries
of the department of state.

Although it was reported In a press
dispatch that the fifty Americans, who
are missing from Azarco. Mcx., have been
found, ofllcinl confirmation of that fact
could not be had at the department or
state.

"No news Is good news. That Is all we

REFUGEES ARRIVE
FROM CHIHUAHUA

EL PASO, Tex., March G. A special
news dispatch from Chihuahua tonight
states that Pascual Orozco was pro-
claimed generalissimo of the rebel forces
in Chihuahua today. According1 to thetelegram his leadership was acknowledged
by the other insurrecto generals, Sala-za- r.

Campa, Hernandez and Ponce.
The announcement was received enthu-siastically by the soldiers, who mingled

cries of "Viva libertad" with "Death to
Madero." Orozco Issued a proclamation
declaring that the present movement
knows no party; that the fundamental
law of 1857, guaranteeing the fullest lib-
erties to the people, shall rule, and as-
serting that a rebel army of 5000 men,
all mounted, will begin the campaign
against the city of Mexico next Sunday.

At S:30 o'clock tonight, the refugees
from Chihuahua arrived at Juarez and
swarmed by carriage, automobile and
street car to the American side.

There were about 120 of them, mostly
men. Most of the latter are not resi-
dents of Chihuahua, but had been ma-
rooned there since trains ceased run-
ning. They are employed In mines and
other enterprises in the stale of Chi-
huahua and neighboring states.
Cried for Joy.

It was a happy throng which left the
train and poured over the international
bridge. Among; the women there were
tears of joy as they sighted the Ameri-
can soldiers on guard.

"Oh. those beautiful soldiers. How
good they look. I'd Just like to get out
and hug them all," exclaimed one woman
in a party of four in an automobile. The
machine had been stopped perfunctorily
at the American end of the bridge and
her exclamation was plainly overheard.
Then she burst into tears.

In EI Paso they found the hotels
crowded with visitors to the Panhandle
Cattlemen's Association's convention and
dispensed through the city to find such
lodgings as were possible.
