WILL ADHERE TO
THEIR DEMANDS

CLEVELAND. March 2S. Considera-
tion by union officials of a posslblu com-
promise in the wage demands of the
miners In the bituminous coal fields of
western Pennsylvania. Ohio, Indiana and
Illinois today resulted n a decision that
when the conference with the operators
is resumed tomorrow tho mlnei'3 will ad-
here to their original demand for a 10 per
cent Increase and shortor working hours.

John P. White, president of the United
Mine Workers of America, after an all-da- y

conference with tho union executive
board, decided thai If there Is to be any
compromise on the miners' demands the
proposal must come from the operators.
Already the operators are on record as
being willing to grant nothing more than
an extension of the present wage agree-
ment.

District presidents of the union had
discussed with Mr. While a oroposal that
the miners drop fill their demands except
that for a 5 per cent Increase instead of
10 per cent. Some of the officials were
said to favor the proposal rather than
cause the men to suspend work.

The members of tho union's policy
committee met today, but deferred action
on the anthracite situation pending tho
outcome of the bituminous conference,
They announced that as all negotiations
hetwoen the oporalors and miners In the
anthracite regions have been broken off,
their recommendation will be that opera-
tions cease at midnight March 31 and
that the question of a strike shall bo sub-
mitted to a referendum vote of the union.
Tho miners In the anthracite fields' num-
ber about 175,000, while those in all the
union bituminous mines which would bo
Involved In case no agreement is reached
number 350,000,

THOUSANDS OF MEN
IDLE ON THE COAST

By International News Service.
SAN FRANCISCO, March 25. Follow-

ing a personal vlBlt to the soup houses
of San Francisco at midnight on Sunday.
Governor Hiram W. Johnson today In-

structed Stato Labor CommlssIoneV John
P. McLaughlin to make a prompt and
thorough investigation of unemployment.

Governor Johnson announced that Im-
mediately upon receiving McLaughlin's
report ho will ondeavor by active agita-
tion to do somothlng for tho relief of the
thousands of skilled and unskilled work-
ers who have flocked to this city In
search of work that was not to be found.

This action came aw an immediate
from the state's chief executive

to the petition brought to him late last
week from the San Francisco labor coun-
cil by Secretary John I. Nolan and Paul
Scharrcnberg. asking that he take steps
to hasten construction work on public
enterprises as ii means of relieving the
distress of the wage earners who have
como here from all sections of the
country in the hope of finding employ-
ment with the exposition.

It was reported to the governor that
thero arc 40,000 unemployed men In San
Francisco.

DEATH OF CLAIMANT ,

TO SPANISH THRONE

MACON. Ga.. March 25. The death of
John S. De Montmollln, a confederate
veteran, hero Saturday has brought to
light documents that tend to show he
was heir to the throne of Spain. The
papers, which were secreted In De Mont-mollln- 's

houseboat on the Ocmulgee river,
are said to be of such convincing char-
acter that at one time the then head of
Cambridge university, England, went so
far as to offer to equip a war party to
Invade Spain In an effort to seat the
American claimant.

De Montmollln said that he should have
become king when Alfonso XII., father
of tho present monaroh. began his reign.
The documents show several communi-
cations from Alfonso XIII. In relation tq
the claim. They also show an offer of a
largo sum of money from General Wey-le- r

to head a filibustering expedition from
Cubo, but De Montmollln refused to con-
sider the offer.

The American clalmaiu was H years
old and was born In Savannah, Ga. Ho
was a marine engineer by profession, but
for some years had led a secluded life.

ARIZONA GOVERNOR
TRIES PRISON FARE

PnOENlX. Ariz.. March 25. Governor
Hunt of Arizona occupied a cell Sutur-da- y

night In tho stato penitentiary a.t
Florence.

The chief executive slept In coll No.
24, with Frank Howard, who Is serving
the last ten months of a throe years'
sentence for burglary, as his coll mate.

At the stroke of the bell Sunday morn-
ing the governor fell Into line with the
convicts and marched to the dining
room, where he partook of the regular
prison breakfast, consisting of bread,
beans, mush and black coffee.

On "nls return to Phoenix today. Gov-
ernor Hunt said he believed all gov-
ernors should be required to pass one
night In prison. Just ns the Chinese em-
perors are required to turn one furrow
of earth before ascending the throne.

HOWARD ELLIOTT'S
VIEW OF BUSINESS

SPOKANE. Wash., March 25. Howard
Elliott, president of the Northern Pacltlc
railroad, declared today that political un-
rest, and the extraordinary mania for
regulating business, big and little, whs
responsible for the falling off In trade,
but added that the country was In a
more healthy financial condition now
than bIx months ago. Ho declared the
low return received by tho railroads on
their investments was responsible for the
fact thai tho railroads were not extend-
ing their lines and said that but 50.000
freight cars had been built last year,
while 220,d00 were needed to care for
tho hnsinnsH of the countrv.

PARIS TERRORIZED

By AUTOJAITS

Murder on Highway Near

Metropolis Brings Public

Sentiment to Climax.

BANK ROBBED OF $8000

Long Series of Crimes Com-

mitted by Gang During

the Past Month.

PARIS, Arnrcli 25. The automobile
bandits who' in February terrorized
many districts in Prance by carrying
out an extraordinary sorios of crimes
have perpetrated, during the last fow
days, other daring crimes, which
ronchod their climax this morning in a

murder on the public highway between
Villcnucvo-St- . George and Paris.

A lrang of four bandits, who occu-

pied an automobile, ordered tho chauf-
feur of a private motor car to stop.
When tho chauffeur refused tho high-

waymen shot and killed him and
wounded tho occupant of the car.
After throwing the body of the chauf-
feur into a ditch tho bandits ontcred
tho automobile and drove towards
Paris.

Public Aroused.
Public opinion is greatly aroused on

account of those attacks in tho vicin-
ity of the capital. The bandits in the
meantime are employing most impu-
dent tactics. Tho police today received
a shcot of paper on which was stamped
what purported to be copies of their
finger prints. These wcro naturally
fictitious. It was declared in somo
quarters that the bandits would soon
visit police headquarters and shoot
several of tho officials.

It was thought the automobile
bandits had been captured on Pobru-ar- y

29 when two anarchists wcro ar-

rested at Pontoise, nineteen mile3
northwest of Paris, after attempting
to assassinate a wealthy lawyer and
rob his residence, but these evidently
were only a part of the gang.

Bank Robbed.
In February the bandits pot down and

robbed a bank messenger by daylight In
the streets of Paris and lcllled a. police-
man, shooting him from the window of
their automobile.

Brigands, bearing all the appearance of
beimr the authors of this morning's hold-
up, arrived In an automobllo at Chantllly,
tho racing center. Four of the men.
armed with revolvers, entered the branch
of a Paris bank, where they shot tho
cashier and another employee dead, dan-
gerously wounded a third man and es-

caped with $8000 In notes.
A fifth bandit In the meantlmo kept

guard at the door of the bank with a
loaded carbine while a sixth sat ready at
the steering wheel of the motor car wait-
ing to start Immediately after the rob-bor- v

had been accomplished. Tho mur-
derers dashed out. jumped on tho motor
and started at full speed towards Tarls.

An alarm was raised, but pursuit was
prevented by the bandits with revolver
shots. They abandoned the automobile,
which later was discovered at Asnlcrcs,
near here.

The automobllo probably had been
stolen, as It had been purchased from a
firm on the Champs Klysees and was be-

ing djlven to Nice with Its owner.

Police Powerless.
The most recent exploit of the band

of road pirates who have put rural
Franco In a state of terror by the swift-
ness and relentlessness of Its operations
has created a tremendous Impression up-
on tho Imagination of Parisians.

Apparently the police aro powerless
against this organization and a certain
section of the press is beginning to
criticise Louis Loplne, the prefect or po-

lice, who is charged with allowing Ills
administration to get out of date.

The feature of today's series of crimes
was the rapidity with which they were
committed. An automobllo was stolon
by the bandits as it was passing through
the historical forest of Senart, about
twenty-liv- e miles from Paris, at 815
o'clock. From that place It was traced
to Paris and Chantllly. where It arrived
at 10:30. Its occupants had stormed the
bank at Chantillv. twenty-thro- e miles
northeast of Paris, returned to the
suburb of Asnleres with tho spoils and
made good their escape by 11 .30, after
which all trace of them was lost.

The stolen automobile was seen and
recognlzod by the cyclist police on watch
at Asnleres about 11.30 a- - m. Tho police
sprang upon their bicycles and gave
chase, but soon were distanced. Shortly
afterward they came up with the auto-
mobile, which had boen abandoned by
the bandits close to the railroad. This
Is the last trace of tho assassins, and It
Is assumed they jumped tho fence to
the track and boarded a train going
northward to Argentcull.

All Doubt Removed.
In tho abandoned vehicle the police

found an empty portfolio belonging to the
Chantllly bank, which removes all doubt
that tho VUlenouvo-St- . Georges assassins
wcro also those of Chantllly. A number
of cartridges for revolvers and carbines
wero found.

Alphonse Bertlllon was summoned Im-
mediately and photographed tho finger
prints on the automobile for the anthro-
pometric department of the police.

An omployec of tho bank at Chantllly,
who escaped In a miraculous manner, re-
lates the story of tho bandits' attack as
follows:

"Four assasslnu entered the bank and
lined up before the counter with mill-tar- v

precision. At the word of com-
mand, given by one of them, a volley
was tired and the cashier dropped dead,
while another victim was wounded mor-
tally and expired In a few minutes. A
third man was wounded by two balls In
the shoulder. A. fourth happened to be
stooping to open a drawer when two bul-
lets passed close to his head without
hitting him and he escaped Into the
yard."

Soon after the robberies had been re-

ported detectives In automobiles began
searching the environs of Paris. Tho
detective's believe they have a much bet-
ter chance of capturing the assassins
now. Inasmuch as several persons have
been able to obtain a good look at them
and could Identify them. A rumor Is
current that a man named Gamier, one
of "the band, bus been arrested In the
suburbs of Colombes. but there Is no
confirmation of this.

With n view of coping with the auto-
mobile bandits. Jules Stceg, minister of
the Interior, has decided to Introduce a
bill In the chamber of deputies tomorrow
providing for the creation of an auto-
mobile police force.

and carried her. The officer was cheered
as he deposited the protesting Miss Ma-lo-

out .side the ball.
"I don't blame the poor woman,"

Rooseevlt told the audience after things
had become tranquil. "Probably It was
a put up Job by our opponents. 1 was
delighted to answer her question when
she put It In good faith. Anything the
women of this country want, I want
them to have. That's where I stand.
But 1 want thorn to say, by their voles,
whether they want Ihc right to vote.

PRIMARIES TODAY

N13W YORK, March 25. Primary elec-
tions throughout New York state tomor-
row will give 'the first tnnglble Indication
of popular sentiment regarding tho candi-
dates to come before the Republican na-
tional convention.

The Republicans will select eighty-si- x

of their ninety delegates to the Chicago
convention, and for thirty-fou- r of these
there will bo contests between candi-
dates designated by the regular Repub-
lican district organization and others
named by petition in behalf of Colonel
Roosevelt.

Tho remaining four delegates at large
will be chosen by the Republican state
convention, to which delegates will be se-
lected at tomorrow's primary.

Interest in tho Democratic primaries is
co"nflned to local contests, for the Demo-
crats have availed themselves of the
privilege which the primary law gives to
choose all their delegates to the national
convention at the stato convention.

The primaries aro not for direct presi-
dential preference In the sense expressed
by tho recent contest in North Dakota.
Onlv regularly enrolled Republicans can
vote for Republican candidates, and the
law permits no instructing of delegates.

The supporters of President Taft. how-
ever, maintain that tho "regular" or
"organization" delegates designated in all
of the forty-thro- e congressional districts,
with a few possible exceptions, favor "Mr.
Tafl's renominatlon.

Colonel Roosevelt has declared publicly
that this primary Is no fair test of popu-
lar sentiment, and the committee organ-
ized to support him In New York county
has called attention to the handicaps that
must bo overcome by tho Roosevelt
ticket. Chief among these Is the fact
that the names of candidates for dele-
gates must be printed near the bottom
of the ballot, which may necessitate un-
folding strips of paper in somo districts
twelve to fourteen feet long.

STEPHENSON'S FJTE

HANGSJUAL1CE
Reed of Missouri Makes a

Strong Speech Against Sen-

ator From Wisconsin.

WASHINGTON. March 25. Isaac
Stephenson, the octogenarian millionaire
lumbennnn and banker of Wisconsin, to-d-

formally was placed on trial on
charges Involving the validity of his seat
In tho United States senate.

The entire session was taken up by
Senator Tloed' of MIhsoui-- I with a speech
In opposition to Senator Stephenson's
retention of his seat.

Though final action must be taken on
the legislative day of March 25, that
parliamentary expression permits Indefi-
nite discussion by substituting recesses
for adjournments, and It is oxpected the
final vole will be reached about Wednes-
day.

Frlonds of the Wisconsin senator say
they expect a safe majority for him. but
admit tho loss of one or two of his for-
mer adherents. His opponents contend
that tho vote will he close, some even
claiming that the report would ho against
Mr. Stephenson If his colleague, Senator
La Follelto, who ha3 been away for
weeks, should return and vote In the
negative.

There was a large attendance of sena-
tors and the galleries were crowded.

Senator Reed said that If the senate
acquitted Mr. Stephenson, "we ought, to
be brave enough to hang on the door of
the senate the legend, 'Those who have
the money can enter here.' "

Mr. Reed said Mr. Stephenson was not
tho political novice that ho had been
represented to be.

Mr, Reed denounced tho use of money
In the Wisconsin primaries as "the open
door to wholesale fraud, an appeal to
cupidity and not to reason."

The main effort today was to contro-
vert the theory that Mr. Stephenson was
Innocent of wrongdoing because he had
not violated any Wisconsin statutes and
Mr. Reed stamped as absurd the claim
that the senate could not go back of tho
legislature's action. He contended that
tho violation of a specific law was not
necessary to Invalidate an election. He
was not willing to accept any such con-
tention that unless a man had "qualified
himself for the penitentiary he has not
qualified himself for the senate," for that
"brought the senate and the prison too
close together for comfort or respecta-
bility."

This was not an election, he added: It
was a revelry of crime and corruption;
a campaign In which the barrel was the
controlling figure: a contest of dollars,
a contest of the long green.
