The screams of men a no women on

the Titanic began to increase ill vol-

ume From the lifeboats the huge liner
loomed a maas of blackness ?tted
with a few tiny lights. None of these
illuminations were sufficient to reveal
either fce or incident. But these
liehts were steadily sinking.

Tn the hurry of embarking one of the
lifeboats had been lowered without a

single sailor in it- Three men had been
picked up bv this boat, but the women
were rowing'. And the women between
the thwarts were screaming to their
loved ones in agony.

Then suddenTv above all the wailing
of that desolate scene there rose the
strains of the ship's band playing
'Nearer, Mv God, to Thee."

And for the first time those in the
boats realized that those who were left
behind knew that they were, doomed. A

few voices rose in accompaniment to
the melodv. The chorus swelled louder
and louder. The lights sank lower a.id
lower.

The lifeboats were pulling from the
scene, as fast as they could. But while
kbey were still within sight of the ship
the' lights went out with startling swift

; dps-- .
The screams and shouts of those on

bonrd still resounded through the air.
The last light went, out and the music
ceased.

The peerless Titanic had sunk.

Say Captain Shot Self.
One of the most sensational stories

that camp from the Carpathia was one
that Captain Smith and the first offi-
cer and the chief engineer had shot
themselves when thev realized that the
ship was doomed. These reports could
not be confirmed; in fact, they were
denied by most of the passengers, al-

though one or two said they had heard
there was some shooting.

The Titanic 's four rescued officers
were placed aboard the Red Star liner
Lapland for the night. They refused
to talk, saying thev were under in
structions to give no information ex-

cept to the senate committee.

Speeding to Break Record.
Not only was the Titanic tearing

through the April night to her doom
with every ounce of steam on but ihe
was under orders from the general of
fleers of the line to make all the speed
of which she was capable. This was
the statement, tonight of J. P L.
Moody, a ciuartermaster of the vessel
and helmsman on the night of the dis-
aster.

He said the ship was makine twenty-on- e

knots an hour and the officers were
Btrivine to live- np to tho orders to
smash the record.

"It was close to midnight," said
Moodv. "and T was on the bridge with
the second officer who was in coin

vour helm ' T did so, but it waa too
late. We struck the submerged portion
of the berg.

"Of the rnativ accounts given hv the
paseencers most of them agreed that
the shock when the Titanic struck the
icebertr. although ripping her groat
side? like a triant can opener, did not
ereatlv jar the entire vessel for the
blow was a glancing one along the
side. The accounts also agree s :b

. stantialh that when the pnsse' gers
were taken off on the lifeboats tner?was no serious pan'c and that n.an
wished to remain on board the Titanic,
beHerlns her to be unsinkablc.
Ismay in Conference.

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the examination would be determined
after the preliminary hearing.

Ian hour This speed was altogether too
jhlgh under the clrcumatances An hour
and a half before the accident the offi-
cers on the bridge had been notified that
there were Icebergs on the direct route
through which the Titanic would pass.
This warning was given by wireless mes-
sages from steamships which had passed
through Die Ice or had skirted it.

"When the collision occurred there was
not a very great change There was no
warning by anyone on duty at that time
that the Iceberg was there. The shock
surprised everybody, but did not st;irtle
them. There was no panto at that time.
The officers and seamen went through
the ship. cnlmH notifying the passengers
that there had been a slight accident,
but said that there was not the slightest
danger. ('uptaln Smith was on the
bridge with his first officer and calmly
sent out orders through bis subordinates
as to what should be done to maintain
discipline on the steamer.

"The vessel b.gan to sink Slowly at
the how. An Investigation made by the
Ship's i arpenter showed that the Titanichad. been ripped on the starboard side

practically from stem to strn and that
the water was pouring Into every com- -
partment. Then It w;is apparent to Cap-
tain Smith, the officers and to the pas-
sengers that the vessel waa doomed.

"After the collision, when we were
that there was no danger whaf- -

j ever of the vessel sinking. I went to my
room on the top deck and lav down to
go to sleep. I had retired before the
collision- While there, one of the ship s
company went into my room and said
I had hctter put on a life belt I said.
What for7' and he replied. 'You had

better put it on for safety. Although we
believe the vessel Is safe It Is best for
you to take precautions and to preparo
for any emergen' y ' I went out on the
deek In my bathrobe, wearing the life
belt, and looked over the situation, and
I saw that the bout was sinking. Slowly
the lights began to go out. one by one.
In various parts of the ship The arc
lights were, the lost to go out and then
the ship wan In total darkness, the only
lights they had being from lanterns.

"It was a common understanding,
without any special orders being given,
that when an order was given that such
passengers as could be accommodated
should leave the "hip. that women and
helpless passengers and children should
be allowed to tnke the boats.

"There were, as I recall It. sixteen
boats and two collapsible hoars, which
turned out to be collapsible , for
its soon as they touched the writer the?
collapsed and the occupants of these
boats were dumped Into the ocean. The
boats were lowered on all sides of the
ship and I did not see any effort by any
man to get on board the boats or to
take the place of any of the women s.

Of course. T did not see what
went on In all parts of the ship, but I do
know that In the first cabin no men
made any attempt to take the place of"any women passengers.

Went Down With Ship.
Captain Smith was last seen on the

bridge Just before the ship sunk, leaping
only after the decks bad been washed
away. What became of the men with
life preservers was the question asked
by many since the disaster Many of
those with life preservers were seen to
go down despite the preservers, and dead
bodies floated on the surface as the last
boats moved away.

It Is said positively the ship's strong
hand gathered In the salon near the end.
and played "Nearer, My Ood, to Thee "

Mrs. lyador Straus refused to leave her
husband's side and both perished to-
gether

Harold Cotton, the Marccpl operator of
the Carpathia. did not go to bed at his
usual time Sunday night and as a result
caurhf the first message of the Titanlc's
plight. He had been relaying messages
to the Titanic on Sunday night and
.ihortl after 11 o'clock bade the Titanic
cpcrjitor good night Just as ho was
about to take the receiver off his head
the "C Q. D " call sounded. This was
fi llowed by the words, "We've hit some-- j
thing, come at once.

Wireless Call.
Cotton at once communicated with the

CaiTJthla's officers and her course was
at once changed In the direction of the
Titanic at full speed of eighteen knots
for the full distance of sixty mlLes inter-
vening between the two ships.

Before Cotton could make a reply to
the C. Q E. the Titanic said:

"I am afraid We aie gone."
Cotton sent word of the coming of the

Carpathia. No further communication
was had with the doomed ship.

The Tltanie's speed of twe.nty-thre- e

knot.s an hour never was slackened and
she was going at that speed when she
struck

S. V. Sllverthorne of St Louis was
ojie of three or four salon passengers

"T was In the smoking room reading
near r bridge whist game at one of the
tables.' he said. "When the crash came
I said: 'We've hit something.' and went
out on the starboard side to look.

We
went down Into the cabin and we de-

eded on account of our baby to part.
He helped me put on the warm things
I got Into a boat, but there were no sail-

ors aboard. We called to the ship that
there were UO men tn the boat. They
sen! B sailor down. An English girl and
I rowed for four hours and a half. Then
we were picked up at 8 o'clock in the
morning We were well away from the
Steamer when it went down, but we
heard the screams of the people left on
the boat.

"There were about seventy widows on
the Carpathia and all were wonderfully
brave The captain of the Carpathia and
the passengers did all they could for us.
Mrs, Harris said my husband and Mr.
Harris and Mr Douglas lowered the last,
boatload Of women. All Ihroe wore per-

fectly calm. All the officers of the Ti-

tanic acted wonderfully. The steward
belonging to a neighboring cabin wa.s
naked, "Why don't you get a life pre-

server'' He replWb 'I don't think there
will be enough to go around.'

Mls- Elizabeth Allen of St. Louis, ac-
companied by Mrs. Edward Roberts and
Miss E A Mardall. also of that city,
was one of the rescued women passen-
gers of the Titanic

"The first crash," said Miss Allen,
"came at 11:40 o. m I am sure of the
lime At the time, although there was
Plentv ol txciternent, there was no panic
The passengers and officers behaved ad
mlrably. I was in a lifeboat for several
hours and It was with great regret that
I saw the Titanic go down."

George A Brad en (on the passenger
list George Braxton), told how Captain
Smith met bis death.

"I saw Cantain Smith while I was in
the water. He was standing on the deck
all alone On e be was swept down by
a wave, but managed to get to his foet.
Then, as the boat sank, he was knocked
down by a wave and this time disap-
peared from view "

Mrs. Churchill Candee of Washington.
D. C., was taken from the Carpathia
with both legs hroken. She was hur-

ried to a hospital. Mrs. Candee said
me received her Injuries while getting
into a lifeboat. Most of the men saved,
she declared, were picked UP from the
water, having plunged overboard after
the lifeboats had been launched.

"Major Archibald Butt and Colonel
John Jacoh Astor died like heroes." she
said, but before she could tell more she
wan hurried away.
