Iehlglr Valley and Steel were the mar-
ket leaders most of the day. ILchlgh was
two points higher at the opening and
added two more to that price. Tha ac-
tion of that Issue and of American Can
shows clearly that the First National
bank outfit Is committed to the lonjy side
of tho market. Their enthusiasm for the
market is based larsely upon a belief

that at ;ont'ercnces to be hold Tuesday
tho anthracltn troubles will be adjusted,
and that this settlement will facilitate
urbilratlon of the railroad troubles.

In Steel tho advance was duo a good
deal to the optimistic, statement madu by
Charles M. Schwab, who takes tho posi-
tion that the trade Is In a healthy condi-
tion. Home "Wall street operators havo
been frightened at tho big business dono
by the steel companies and have been
selling Steel on the theory that it was
simply wearing out Its mills and getting
no profit. Better Judgment apparently
has prevailed. Ono of the big operators
In Steel was a director of the trust, and
ho saw the light several days ago so
clearly that It was said today ho bad
succeeded in repurchasing his entire line
of Steel and would object to tho riso no
longer.

The decision by tho miprome court in
tho coal trust cases is expected Monday.
Tho decision will have a favorable Influ-
ence on tho market, no matter what It
Is. The crop outlook Is magnificent and
business In general Is showing constant
Improvement.

Logan & Bryan, Now York The past
week has witnessed a decided changp for
the better In sentiment, not only in the
financial community, but also in other
quarters whore tho backward weather and
crop conditions had previously exerted
an adverse influence in general trade. It
was quite apparent In the early part of
this week that tho 111 effect of the Steel
corporation's statement of earnings for
the past o.uarter had, in great part, spent
Its force and that the element which had
mot with such marked success In dislodg-
ing long stock in the previous week had
forced security prices to a level which
attracted buying of substantial nature.
On Wednesday rallying tendencies bocame
quite pronounced and continued so unlil
tne week end, tho same being stimulated
by a greater volume of investment buy-
ing than has boon witnessed for quite a
period and by the more hopeful advices
relative to the progress being recorded In
tho steel and Iron ldustry, wnlcli tho ma-
jority look upon as a rather true barom-
eter of existing- and prospective stato of
trade.

Tho government crop report, while truly
not sucn as to warrant enthusiasm, was
nevertheless construed as being some-
what moro favorable than had been the
general expectation, which, taken In con-
nection with the fact that destructive
radicalism among tho various contenders
for political honors appeared to have
reached Us climax In tho minds of those
who had been carefully watching the
trend of tho primaries, did much towards
inducing replacement of long lines of se-
curities which had been hastily liquidated
on the down turn.

The reduction in the Bank of England
rate of discount, with like action pre-
dicted on the part of the continental
banks, together with tho relative case of
accommodation In this country, was also
a factor which tended to relievo the
slock markot of the strain under which It
had been laboring for some days. The
marked strength of copper metal issues
was a feature which was dwelt upon nt
length by thoso in close touch with the
state of the. copper industry, and the
rather clearlv defined prospects for at
least a continuation or. if not higher
prices, for the red metal.

Seasonable
weather and plenty of moisture through- -
out tho entire winter wheat crop belt
was believed to havo improved the out-
look much beyond what would recently
havo been thought posslblo, notably In
Missouri. Northwestern reports on seed-
ing indicated also that tho acreago might
not bo seriously diminished, as grains. In
South Dakota and Minnesota seemed like-
ly to amount to more than losses In tho
backward counties of North Dakota.

There was evidence that the leading
owner of cash wheat had been support-
ing tho futures absorbing tho offerings
on the weak spots. This eircumstanco
contributed materially to the decided up-
turn In the last hour. July fluctuated
