PRESIDENT SIGNS
THE PENSION BILL

WASHINGTON". May 11. The presi-
dent tonight signed the increased pen-

sion bill, passed by tho house and 3cnate.
The measure was signed and became a
law Just before midnight.

A congressional committee, including
Senators MoCumbcr and Burohum and
Representatives Sherwood, the author of
tho original bill, Adair, Russell and Carl
C. Anderson, was awaiting the arrival
of the president when he-- reached the
White houso on his return from Prince-Io- n,I lie Immediately affixed his signa-
ture.

The bill, as finally agreed to. carries
an increase of $3C,000,000 for pensions
Hie llrst year of its operation. In the
