03 the contracts awarnled to Mr. Heman
were 1dentical with his bids, and his
bids for the work in question wera
claarly the lowest received by the com-
mission, there was no irregularity.
Witnesses put on the stand by Attor-
ney E, €. Ashton, who is representing
Mr, Homer, all were in aceord in their
testimony that no additions were made
to Mr. Heman’s bids, although several
omissions were found in three of them;
that the figures tulken from other hids
were only taken for purposes of com-
parison, and that no matter which
way the caleulations were made, the
standing of the respective bidders re-
mained unchanged.

At the morning session, and while
Assistant City FEnginesr John Duder
was on the stand, Mr. Dininny at-
tempted to introduce the result of three
separate tabulations of the bids, but
the move was fought by Attorney Ash-
ton, who was sustained by the court.
Later in the day, however, Mr. Ashton
removed his ohjections and the tabu-
lation went into the evidence.

The result was based first on a com-
putation of the hids of all the bidders,
with mll omissions left out. The re-
sult showed Mr. Heman to be low.
The second tabulation was of all the
bids with the missing items supplied
from other bids of the same contractor.
Again Mr, Heman was low. The third
tabulation was based upon the omis.
slons supplied from the figures of the
highest of the three lowest bidders.
The result was again the same,

The same process was carried out
with respect to all of the bidders on
the work. Besideg Mr. Duder and Mr.
Heman, those who testified were F
N. Huddleson, chief computer of the
engineer's office, W, A, Richmond and
E. P. Hapgool, both employees of the
engineer’s office. Mr. Hapgood was
on the stand when court adjournad un-
til ® o'clock this morning. While five
witnesses remain to testify, it is be-
lieved that the taking of evidence will
be concluded today and the case sub
mitted to the court on briefs.

In the higher court the ecity argued
that 1t was the duty of the eity to re
caover the body, and it had been within
its duties in stretchive the netting, but
that it was not linble for any damage
which might have accrned by resson of
the netting eatehing flonting debris
which formed the dam and caused the
damage.

The University of Ulah archeological
party, which will spend the remainder of
the summer explaring the wilderness of
San Juan county In search for further
Information concerning the ancient cive
lizatlon that onece flourished there, will
leave Salt Lake this evening. Dean
Byron Cummings, whose dlscovaries In
that reglon In other years have thrown
much light an prehlstorie Nistory on Lhe
American continent, will be In charge
of the party. Stewart Young, a gradu-
ate of the univemn?'. who hns mude sev-
eral trips with Professor Cummings; and
Andrew Kerr, another graduate. wlll
nct as historlan and recorder of thelr
findings.

The party will go ta Dolores, Colorado,
whenca they will travel westward Into
the fleld of operations, uelng saddle and
pack horses. High waler (n the Colorado
river and tributary stremns makes It
virtually Impossible (o penetrate Into the
unknown country by the ugual route
through Bluff and Meah, Utah.

The Immediate purpose of the expedi-
tion s to explore and excavale the rulns
of a cliff dwellera -=1tK in Seglo canyon,
which war discovered by Professor Cum-
mings on hla last trip. Owing to lack
of timsa he was then unable to Inspect
his discovery fully. To all appearances
Lhe forsaken city has never been visitod
by & human baing since its buillders de-
sarted It many centurles ago, Accord-
ing to its discoverer, the city in Segin
canyon differs widely from others that
have besn explored and evidently relatos
to & much older period In the history of
the cliff dwellers.
