This sent the bill to the
president in the same form as the one
vetoed, except that provision placing
a seven-vea- r tenure on government
clerks.

The senate also agreed to the con-

ference report on the fur Feal bill,

which pieces a five-yea- closed season

on Isad killing it lieu of the senate
amendment which stopped hunting for
ten years.

The conference report on the Indian
appropriation bill was rejected and re-

turned to conference.

Resolutions Adopted.
Two resolutions were adopted. One,

bv Senator Smith of Arizona, appro
niriatas fc20,00 out of the. fund al
lowed for the relief of fugitive? from
Mexico. The other provides for an
investigation bv the senate committee
on military affairs of certain charges
relative to the management of the
soldiers' home at Santa Monica, G4L

The remainder of the day m the sen
ate was taken up bv the resolution of
Senator 'Works of California, limiting
1 president to a single term of six
vears, and by Senator Fall, who de-

fended his course in connection with
the resolution in Mexico.

Three conference reports, one of
which passed the house during the con-

sideration of the unanimous consent
calendar, indicated today that the
members are desirous of leaving Wash-
ington as soon as possible,

NEW YORK, Aug. 10. Early in the

year U was believed that the Interna-
tional Smelting and Refining company
would issue In the neighborhood of

additional stock to be offered to
shareholders nt par, for the purpose of
new construction International Smelting
has been showing a Very large surplus
In excess of regular dividends. The sur-
plus over dividends will be used to meet
new construction eypendltures. If the
company requires additional funds It will
probahly borrow money In the open mar-
ket on a basis of say t? per cent. This
would mean a large saving, as the com-

pany would be required to puy 8 per
cent on new stock issued.

Informational Smelting has spent sev-

eral million dollars since Its organization
for new construction, Including a copper
refinery, lead refinery and lead smelter,
and is enlarging the Rartt.in refinery
from a capacity of 27,000,000 pounds of
copper per month to 3ri,000,000 pounds.

The authorized capitalization of Inter-
national Smelting is $50,000,000, of which
510,000.000 Is outstanding. Earnings are
Said to be running at the rate of con-
siderably more than 15 per cent on the
stock. For the fiscal year ended Decem-
ber 31 last, the company earned lL'i per
cent.
