Mr. Johnson spoke alo-
quently for an hour and a halfl and was

closely followed by the audlence, which
punctuntsd his address with bursts of
applause,

Much af Governnr Johnson's addreas
ran devated to a conslderation of the
Progreasive platform as sdopltad by the
third party at  Chicago, He discussed
briefly the infilntive. the referendum and
the recall, and women's suffeage, but
spolie at length on the attitude of the
new party on labor problems, Including
child labor, n minimum wage scale ani
the proposed reductlon of working hours
for women

RAGE FOR GOVERNOR

Prominent Party Men Will Go
Into Today's Convention

With Strong Following.

CONTEST FOR CONGRESS

Johnson Seems Certain of

Success as One of Nomi-
nees; Other Rivalries.

On the eve of the Demoerntic state
convention, which opens this forenocon
nt the Sult Luke thester at 11 o’clock,
the boom of J. F. Tolton of Beaver for
the nomination for governor began to
reach proportions that gave indicutions
that he would have great strength in
the convention. Mr, Tolton has bpot
been & vindidate for the place, but he
hus been froguently mentioned for the
position by frienas,

When the delegations {rom southern
Utab began to arrive in Salt Lake lust
oight 1t was discoverad that all the
delegates weore very much at sen as to
a candidate for governor. Many fa-
vared T. N Navlor of Prove, man
were for Wallaee or Martineau of Salt
Linke, others were for Richards of Og-
den, and a great muapy were unde-
cidod. There was a well-defined senta-
ment for Tolton among the southern
delogutes, and in a short time they
were busily ewgaged in fostering hie
boom.

The most active eandidates for gov-
ernor gre W. R. Wallace of Sult Lake,
Lyman Martineau of Salt Lake, Abel
John Evans of Lehi, und T. N. Taylor
of Provo. Taylor and Wallnece appear
to be leading. There is quite a senti-
ment for (. C., Richards of Ogden, but
be his not signified a willingness to be
a candidate,

Race for Congress.

For congress the contest wppears to
be between T D, .Juhnson of Ogden,
nud Will Bav and Mathonihah Thomat
of Salt Lake. Johnson appears to be
wlmost certain of the firse nomination,

for hLe is the second choice of both
the Thomas and Rav supporters. For
the other place on the congressional

ticket the contest is decidedly interest
ing.  Supporters of Rav and Thomas
are working hard, and clatming much
for ench eandidute. The delegates from
outside of Sult Lake are Iargely di-
vided between these two candidatas,
while in this county it is difficult to
determine which bas the greater vote.
Friends of Thomas concede Rayv con-
siderable strength in this county, but
claim for their candidate a large ma-
Jority of the delegutes from other ¢oun-
ties. Friends of Ray concede Themas
considerable support throughout the
Stute but affirm that Ray has a big
wajority in this county,

van R, Owen, of Wellsville, will
probably be named by acclamation for
secretary of state. Judge le (rand
Young of Salt Lake. is cortain to be
the nominee for the supreme hench,
Thus far no eandidate is opposing R, D,
Holliday of Grantsvilla for state audi
tor and there appears to he little oppo
sitton to J. W Stringfellow of Salt
Lake for attorney gemerzl., There is
