opiuion. It is hard to conceive of any
motive- for it, unless it be a desire to
establish espionage, supervision or re-

straint over tho press of the country
in behalf of tho government or those
who have part in tho oxercise of its
powers. It is a serious question wheth-
er it does not fall under the constitu-
tional prohibition of making any law
"abridging tho freedom of speech or
of tho press," aud whothor it may
not have tho effect of impairing the
value- of property in soma cases, there-
by depriving its owners of some part
of it- - "without duo process of law."
It is altogether doubtful whether such
an enactment comes within tho consti-
tutional power of the Federal Congress
in any cato It is absolutely certain
that withholding tho privileges of the
mail as a means of punishing a failure
to comply with such requirements
would be an enormous abuse of such
power. Tho mail service of the Govern-
ment for every legitimato purpose of
business should be open to all alike,
and if it can bo closed against any
ono class as a penaltv for anything
that may bo mado an nf fenso by "doub-
tful enactment, there-- is hardly a limit
that can bo sot to this abuse. Tt is not
for this that tho power "to establish!
Eostoffices and postroads" is granted

It is certainly the
duty of thoso immediatclv affected in
this caso to havo tho validity of such
an enactment fully tested.

and one of them will If Boston doesn't.
All joking aside, is the Indian, who once
hod his place In Massachusetts, to bo
Immortalized only In pictorial advertise-
ments and tobacco signs?

It seems astonishing that tho city
of Boston should plead lack of funds
to buy this great statue. Salt, Lake
City would be immensely ploasod to
have it, and we aro satisfied that tho
city administration would make an ex-
traordinary effort to uot that statuo if,
in fact, it is in the market by reason
of tho pleaded poverty of tho city of
Boston.

A LACK OF IIAItMONY.

Thcro is evident inharmony in the
counsels of tho Progrcssivo parly and
also among tho Democrats. Mr. Miinscy,
who is supporting Col. Jtoosovelt,
urges the continuation of tho Re-
publican policy of protection. Mr.
Straus, tho Progressiva nominee for
Governor o'f Now York, says ho
will carry on tho work of Gover-
nor Huchos. On tho tariff nuopf.ion
as applied to the Democracy Mr. Hearst,
while supporting Wilson and Marshall,
repudiates tho Democratic platform in
its declaration that tariff dutios may
only constitutionally bo laid for tho
purpose of revenue.

There is also a pronounced lack of
harmony in the campaign mot hods of
tho Progrcssivo party. Mr. Munnoy,
who is running llio great Xow York-dail-y

exponent of tbo Koosevolt poli-
cies, declares that tho protect ivo policy
has mado tho country prosperous, and
that tho election of Col. Roosevelt will
insure a continuation of the Republican
policy as to tho tariff. But Col. Roose-
velt himself is an original free trador,
and in his younger days was a member
of (ho American branch of tho Cobden
Club. In his' "Life of Benton" ho
specifically stated that "political econ-
omists have pretty generally agreed
that protection is vicious iu theory and
harmful in practice."

Disagreeing with Mr. Munsey, Amos
Piuchot declares not only that the tar-Jf- r

has not mado the country prosper-
ous, but, in fact, tho county is not
prosperous, and that any talk that it
is, is "all bunko" and "a hugo prac-
tical joko sprung on the country &y
tho Ropublicau party."

And yet, if any "one thing is abso-
lutely cortaiu, it is u,at tlle count.
is enjoying a condition of prosperitythat is cheering to all forms of busi-
ness and industry.

YIELD, OB PRICE 37
Socrotary Wilson of tho U. s Do

partment of Agriculture has been "send-
ing forth optimistic reports as to thovalue of the current agricultural violds
of tho season. He ia entirely justifia-
ble in doing this, bocauso tho yieldshave been enormous and tho prices to
tho farmers have kept up remarkablystrong. And yet there aro those who
criticise Secreary Wilson on tins point,
assuming to speak for the American
farmers. They denounce the Secreta-ry's "prosperity statement," holding
that so far as the farmer is concerned,
hia profits are dependent quite aa much
upon the selling conditions aa upon
the aggregate yield, and they contend
that in this particular year it is doubt-
ful whether the- farmer will bo bettor
off than in former years when his yield
was less but prices higher.

Tho fact is, however, that the prices'
havo not yielded in anything like the
proportion that the yield has in-
creased; in fact, tho yield in prices ia
hardly noticeable, and what little thero
has beon is' about as small aa could
possibly be reckoned. It can scarcely
be to the interest of tho farmer to
keep the country on a famine basis ei-

ther as to yield or prices, and the fact
ia that tho farmers are gettiug im-
mensely more this year for their great
yields than they have ever got for
their small yields at the higher prices.
Besides this, it is an undoubted fact
that the community is immensely richer

by thu greater supply of food stuffs and
the enhanced comfort that comes to
all tho people therefrom.

Secretary Wilson is also quoted as
saying that a serious war iu Europo
"would be a God-son- to the American
farmer," as it would send up the
prices of all food stuffs produced so

j abundantly this year iu tho United
States. But for all that, the people ol

'the United States could hardly havo it
jin thoir hearts to wish for a general
i European war. uo matter how much
Jthey might profit by it.; and it. is to
Ibc noted in this connection that by rea-

son of tho immediate marketing of so
much of tho grain harvested, the I'nr-mo- r

would not cot this increased price
which the European war is supposed
to foster. For, since the farmora have
so largely sold their grain already,
thoy would not not tho additional price
or profit, but that profit would go to
tho rain-buycr- s and speculators who
already control the grain markets. 1

Secretary Wilson has, in fact, given
expression to such a hard-hearte- d idea as
that, he has certainly made a mistako;
and he can surely not be supposed to
have ihado it as in the interest of the
American farmer.

NATURALIZATION QUESTIONS.

As is usual at this time of tho year,
wc are receiving a considerable number
of questions about naturalization nnd
the rights of foreigners to vote.. Some
of these questions aro fairly exempli-

fied by the following to which we
append answers.

Q. A foreigner coming to the United
States with a family, docs ho by tak-

ing out naturalization papor6 make his
family American citizens? A. Ho does,
provided residence is constant in tho
United States, and his children are
minors.

Q. Does each child, for himself,
have to tako out papers in order to
voto? A. Not if the father has beon
fully naturalized prior to thoir com-

ing of age and they continuo to live
in this country, and aro qualified by
ago and residence.

Q. If children aro born after com-

ing to America, will theso children bo
Amorican citizens! A. Yes, without
any question whatovor, provided they
continue to live in the United Statos
and to claim rosidenco and citizenship
therein.

The naturalization laws of the Unit-
ed Statos arc cxtrcmoly liboral and
fair to all persons, oxcept
the yellow races. White or blacks havo
no difficulty whatovor, iu establishing
tho status of citizenship in tho United
States, providod thoy como here for
that purpose and genuinely remain in
tho United States for tho periods re-

quired to got their full papers; in fact,
this liberality of naturalization papors
la much abused by a good many com-
ing to tho United States apparently
for tho sole purpoao of being natural-
ized and then going to thoir old homes
in Egypt, Syria, Turkey, and other
parts of the .world, claiming to bo ab-
solved: from fheir native allogianco and
oxacflng also full protection from tho
United States as citizens of this coun-
try, whilo not residing therein, aud ap-
parently novcr intouding to.

All of which is very good. As wo

hav suggested heretofore, wo presume
the promoters of this movement have
taken into account tho practical fea- -

tures of it. It is explained to us that
they have dono so iu Bomo degree. Por
Instanco, we havo noted heretoforo the
point of the water supply which is
nocossary for tho raising of flowers,
fruits, or vegetables on these vacaut
grounds. We are assured, that tho city
has given its word that tho water sup-
plies will bo freo. That 1b good ao far
as it goes; and It frill doubtless bind
tho present administration; but a
pledge of that kind given now would
not bind any fiituro administration ;

and a move of this kind is undoubt-
edly intended to last. Wo do not un-
derstand, therofore, that even though
the city should now assuro the freo wa-
ter 6upply, that this free water supply
would bo guaranteed beyond tho torm
of tho present administration.

Another proposition is the fencing or
guarding from depredation by man or
animals upon tho cultivated tracts that
would necessarily lio open unless they
aro fenced. On this point tho reliauco
is not on tbo fencing, but on the watch-
fulness of "monitors," boys and girls
living in tho neighborhood of. the lots
ao cultivated, who would be expected
to guard tho came from tresspass or
damago. How perfect aud trustworthy

this guardianship might bo it certainly
problematical. It is to be hoped, how-ove- r,

that if the cultivation proposod
is made, that tho wardennhipa would
bo effective,

Tho third chief point to bo consid-
ered is whother tho county assessor
would or would not assess such lands
lying vacant, but to bo cultivated as
proposed, as improved lands, instead
of as unimproved landB as done here-
tofore. If tho assessor, arguing that
improved land is more valuable and
better marketable than unimproved
land, should raiso tho assessed valua-
tion of that land, the owners would
naturally want some guaruntoo for tho
payment of tho increased taxes. So
far as wo know, thero has been no pro-

vision made to cover this point. That
lit ia a practical point, of pressing in-

terest, is clear from tho n

proclivities of nssessOra to get tho ut-

most value possibly upon property in
Salt Lake City.

Wc should be glad to. sec the move-
ment for the "City Beautiful" suc-

ceed, becaubo thero ia no doubt but that
such a movement would bo grontiy
beneficial, ft is idlo, however, to un-

dertake to ignore the practical points
involved, and wo fool It our duty while
viewing in tho most friendly spirit tho
proposition, to bring theso suggestions
forward, in order that whatovor is done
shall bo dono for good.

BUSINESS AND TRADE.

Tho week has been routine in busi-
ness, undisturbed save only in the
lively complaint mado in tho Commer-
cial Club of tho ineffectiveness of tho
telephone service, and a coinmittoe was
appointod to look into tho matter and
mako full report.

Every mile of this road that is
constructed makes tho final comple
tion of it to Salt Lako City all tho
more sure, and when wo noto tho fur-
ther promiso mado that tho extension of
tho Moffat road will bo rushed, wo
feel all tho more confidont of tho cer-

tainty and 6peodinosa of tho comple-
tion of that road through to this city.

Work is starting on the intorurban
olcelric railroad between Salt Lake and
Pavson, a distance of sixty-fiv- e miles.

Mr. Edwin Gould and others of tho
Gould linos vieilod Salt Lake "City dur-
ing tho week and talked of business
conditions.

Mr. O. J. McNitt, President of tho
Transportation Club, has appointed
committees and announced preparations
for tho wintor activities.

Tho special sales of tho Auorbach and
tho Keith-O'Brie- n department storo3
havo continued during tho week, and
in all lines all of tho merchants roport
salos well up to the standard sot three
weeks ago dnring tho Irrigation Con-

gress, tho Mormon conference, and the
Stato Fair. Collections and cash sales

aro fully up to tho record of tho pre-

ceding week.
Tho, building activities havo contin-

ued with great energy during the week,
in tho of fort to finish everything o

tho fall and winter storms como

on. Tho building in Salt Lako during
tho year has been very largo, and the
work on tho cast bench high school and

tho administration building of tho Uni-

versity havo added largoly to tho

amount involved. This work is being
pushed with tho utmost vigor. It was

announcod also during tho week, that
contracts on the capitol .conutruction
would soon bo lot.

In the realty market no largo sales

aro reported, "though tho volume of

business was above tho average Doal-or- a

arc optimistic over present condi-

tions nnd tho immediate outlook. Thoy

declare that tho political turmoil is hav-

ing little if any effect, and the fine
weather is helping business whilo thu

proceeds from the big crops are putting
plenty of money into circulation. Much

out of town inquiry is a notable fea-tur- o

of tho realty market.

Business circles of Salt Lako nro de-

cidedly woll ploasod with the manner
in which the various big copper-producin- g

miues of Bingham are resuming
operations, for tho payroll and monthly
supply account of the camp are items
that mean entirely too much to this
city for thoso who aro dependent upon
tho samo to view the strike with any-

thing but regret. The Utah Copper
company closed tho week with condi-

tions over one-hn- normal, and before
the end of this wook the two concen-

trating plants at Garfield will doubtless
be up to thoir capacity.

Fortunately, tho Bingham strike has
been utterly devoid of rioting, but as
