One hundred und thirty-si- x of the 1SS
living descendants of, the late Samuel
Ncslcn, one of Salt Lake City's pioneers,
whose death occurred August 20, 1SS0.

gathered last night nt the Twentieth
ward amusement hall on Second avenue
to celebrate the second anuual reunion
of the family. Children, grandchildren,

and
were present. The reunion

was an Interesting and successful one and
members of tho family say they will
hold one every year.

Most of the evening was taken up with
an entertaining programme of speaking
and music. Daniel S. Spencer, the olde3t
grandchild, was master of ceremonies. In
a short introductory address he spoke
of the value of such reunions and said
he hoped every succeeding year these
affairs will be as well attended as was
the one last night. Me spoke of the
splendid character of the deceased head
of the family and told of the many
things he had accomplished both In Utah
and In his home country. England, be-
fore he came over.

In the programme given, one of the
most interesting numbers was a chron-
icle of the. family prepared and read by
C. Clarence Neslen. The early history
of the family as given by this chronicle
was In part as follows:

Samuel Neslen was born in Lowestons,
England. December 3. 1S07. In 1S53 he
came to America with a party of Mor-
mon converts on the ship flolonda. land-- .
Ing- at New Orleans. The party Was
seventy days on the water, as tho ship
was an old-tl- sailing vessel.

In September the colonists arrived In
Fait Lake valley after a long and ar-
duous trip across the plains. Mr. Nes-
len. who was a wealthy merchant In
England, took an active part in building
Up this city and was prominent In church
work. He died August 20. 18S9.
