Company Is E'xpected to Assist County
In Hauling Rock.

OGUEN, Jan. 17. The OiegOM Short

IJno Railroad company la soon to 'be
given an opportunity lo prove Its de-

sire for better roads In the districts north
of Ogdcn, according to County Commis-
sioner .Moroni .Skccn. When tho

arc ready to atari tho road
Improvements In the vicinity of Kancs-llt- c

the railroad company will be asked
to transport crushed rock at something
like actual cost of transportation.

It Is expected that the macadamising
of the Plain City highway will be com-
pleted during next week. It waa not
iiecc!aiT to tram-por- t the crushed rock
for lhl3 work on lalhoad cars, but this
will be necessary in the case of the
Kancsvillo district. As tho crusher is
located only a short distance from tho
railroad It would be a small matter to
construct a track. The railroad
company desires better roada, so that the
farmers can transport their produce to
the shipping points, and Commissioner
Slfcen will elvc the railroad an oppor-
tunity to help along this line.
