Athlete Blossoms Out as lnill-fleclg- ed

Professional

Ball Player.

NTTW YORK. .Feb. 1. Jhn Thorpe,
tho wonderful Sac and Fox Indian
athlete, acclaimed by all the world as
tho greatest athloto of
modern times, who. hue been sum-

marily expelled from the Amateur
Athletic union and whose romaxkablo
Tocordn will bo stricken from all
athletic histories, all because ho
played baseball for money, h now a

professional.
Thorpe has confessed to being

guilty of professionalism. He- - has
admitted that he played ball two
seasons with the Hooky fountain
team of the Northwestern Carolina
league. Ho defends himself by plead-in- s

ho waa only an Indian boy, half
educated, to tho .ways of whlto
folks.

This unexpected blotch on Thorpa's
career will necessitate tho forward-
ing to tho nations of the world an
expression of humble apology on tho
part of Amorica for entering Thorpe
In tho Olympic gamea last 3uramer at
Stockholm.
