The majority of cases brought
by or against the city were decided In
favor of the city.

ages, vei diets were given against the
clti' for only 2JI7G.OO, less than a tltho
of the amount asked for. In nine cascn
to Millet title six were decided favor-
ably for the city, two were dismissed on
motion of the idly and one. was settled
out of court. Twenty-thic- u cases wero
disposed of and forty-olg- caeca arc still
ponding.

Violations of city ordinances totaled
fi50.1 and of these all but 150 resulted In
convictions, with lines aggregating $3070
paid Into the city treasury.

ALLEGED ATTEMPT

TO BLOWUP PUNT

Supposed Explosive Concoc-

tion Is Hurled Upon Floor

at Station.

The police wero called upon yester-
day to investigate what was bftlierad
to be an attempt to blow up tho Og-

dcn Packing company's plant at 370

West First South street. The occasion
of consternation was the finding in
the basement of a Bmnll scaled can,
said to contain nitro glycerin.

Four years ago, when tho Intcrmoun-tai- u

Packing company occupied tho
site of the present company, ono of tho
operatives was killed by the bloiving
up of tho ico machine. The cause of
the explosion was uover satisfactorily
explained, it is said. Consequently,
whoa yesterday's horrifying news
reached tho police they turned palo.

In answer to a phono call to police,
Mounted Patrolman J). H. Crowtheru
and .lajler Thomas Gillespie went to
tho packiug company's plant and got
the can with its terror-inspirin- g con-
tents. Carefully the can was cut
open and a clear liquid drained off.
Remaining was a stick, three iuchos
long and lialf an inch in diameter, of
amber colored substance. Upon ex-
posure to the air tho stick gave off
whito fumes. Tho can containing it
was placed on tho rear steps at police
headquarters and policemen gathered
round to enjoy the thrill of standing
in tho presence of possible annihilation.

A. newspaper reporter, against whoso
responsibility certain overt insinuations
have been made, joined the circle. As
if his. alleged irresponsibility had sud-

denly dovoloped into madness, ho
grasped tho can, and, with a pocket
knife, cut off a piece of the. ambor
colored substance, unheoding the while
the warnings of the spectators, who be-

WILL' REPORT ON
APPROPRIATIONS

Totals "Will Probably" Be in
Excess of Estimated

Revenues.

Tho general appropriation bill, pro-
viding for the expenses of tho state
government and the needs of the vari-
ous state institutions for tho ensuing
two years, will probably be roportod
to the legislature today by the joint
committee on appropriations.

The committee met all day yester-
day and will meet again at o'clock
this forenoon. Tho committee passed
finally on the appropriations for the
various 6tato institutions, but was un-abl- o

to complete tho list of special ap-
propriations because of the fact that
sevoral bills carrying special appropria-
tions aro still pending. Tho totals of
the bill havo not yet been made, but
it is estimated that it will authorize
from $200,000 to $500,000 in excess of
tho estimatod state revenues for the
ensuing bionnium.

Appropriations to cover a deficit of
$40,000 and appropriations for a new
normal building at the state university,
wore authorized by the committee. Tho
committee likewise authorized an ap-
propriation of .$50,000 for the construc-
tion of a new chemist' building at
tho Utah Agricultural college. The
university will get no girls' dormitory
this yoar, unless tho appropriations
committee changes its imnd, or the
membors of the senate and the house
succeed in getting the appropriation
in tho bill on the floor.

Building Operations "Will Proba-

bly Commence on Second
South in a Pew Days.

Building operations on the boys'
dormitory to be constructed undor di-
rection of Bishop Spalding, are ox
pocted to commence in a few days.
Concrete foundation for the dormitory
has been laid and the contract will bo
awarded this week.. As it is intended
to have the building finished during
the summer, if possible, that it might
bo ready by next fall, every effort
will be made to rush it to completion.

The dormitory will bo on Second

It will bo constructed to provide quar-
ters for students of tho University of
Utah.

It is intended not merely to construct
a 7)leasant lodcing house for tho stu-
dents; there will be club rooms, library
aud various facilities for convenlenco,
comfort and recreation.

ELECTROCUTION
BILL ADOPTED

Amendment to Allow Choice

by Condemned Persons
Is Killed.

The senate yesterday, by unanimous
vote, passed the Euloout electrocution
bilL Tha measure substitutes the elec-
tric, chair for tho nooso and the rifle.
It provides that in aJ! cases where tho
doath penalty is to be inflicted as pun-
ishment for crime eloctrocntion be
the method used. The bill is a cony
of tho Now Jorge' Taw on the suu-.ioc- t,

Senator A. L. Booth opposed the bill
at first, but finally voted for it. lie
thought the condemned person should
be civen the opportunity to choose the
method by which ho was to be executed.
He pointed out that in the early days
of tho history of Utah as a territory
tho condemned was Riven his choice
between shooting, hanging and be-
heading. No one ever chose behead-
ing, and that portion of the law was
repealed.

Senator Booth proposed nn amend-
ment permitting the condemned to
choose shooting or electrocution. The
amendment was voted down and tho
bill unanimously passed iu its original
form. The measure has the indorse-
ment of the governor and tho members
of the state board of corrections.
