When a man has done a great thing all
v the world turns to look at him and ques- -

lions whether he "can meet with tri-
umph or disaster and treat those two
impostors just the same." No one who

has followed the career of Roald Amund-
sen can doubt for one moment that here
Is a man big enough to stand success
a man who is greater than the thing he
has done. The closest scrutiny of this
simple-hearte- d hero will fall to roveal

Another secret Is that, as portrayed by
him. the whole big adventure, from the
sailing of tho Fram to the hoisting of
the Norwegian colors over the boundless
plateau In which lies the south pole. Is
so devoid of heroics, the exploit chron-
icled is apparently so easily within the
grasp of tho ordinary man. "Like every-
thing great, it all looks so plain and
simple." writes Nnnsen in his introduc-
tion to Amundsen's book.

Thus the story of the discovery of the
south pole just as Amundsen's account
of his discovery of the northwest pass-
age is essentially a human story a
record of adventure untouched by the
darkening clouds of tragedy. This
whole parly of rugged men a sort of
enlarged circle of the immortal three
musketeers seem to have plunged into
a frolic of Titlans, in which hunger,
frozen limbs and faces, painful accidents,
weariness, merely acted as a fillip to
their merrymaking.

HOME FLORICULTURE

Park Superintendent Also

Urges Beaulification of

Trees and Gardens.

Hoping to create a .greater interest in
parking and home gardening this year.
Nicholas Byhower, city superintendent ofI-

-
parks, haa prepared an Interesting
treatise dealing with the best varieties
of trees, plants, shrubs and flowers adapt-
ed to tho local climate. It follows;

A strong sentiment lias manifested
Itself during the last couple of years
for the bcautificatlon and adornment

of our home grounds and parks and
public playgrounds.

Perks and well-ke- home gardens
are now considered 'a necessity as
much as comfortable homes and sani-
tary surroundings. Neglected trees,
weedy yards and unclean streets and
walks arc the things against which
the people moro strongly object than
ever before.

"Why not and, as a mat-
ter of healthy exercise, commence
to clean up and Improve
and beautify? Thousands of tour-
ists will visit our town this year and
an immense number will come to see
our city during 1P15. There Is ample
work ahead for two seasons to pre- -

pare a. d?y which will be a thing
long to bo remembered by visitors.

Unsightly fences, weedy yards and
neglected trees should be' done away
with. Trees and shrubbery, plants
and hedges should be planted and be
taken care of as a wlso investment
and a matter of civic pride.

A small expense will render a
hundredfold its value In enjoyment
and enhance the value of real estate
accordingly. It Js the well-ke- sur-
roundings, the homesat which people can feel the most
contented. The boys may learn to
be gardeners and be inspired with a
love for beauty and cleanliness and
become familiar with trees and
shrubs and plants. The principles of
horticulture with which they should
become acquainted may lead to a love
for country life, that most needed
inducement for the welfare of our
country.

Cut flowers for house decorationscan be raised Inexpensively, especial-

ly those of perennial plants, and
should be considered as necessary In
each family as bodily nourishment.

be organized In all quarters of our
town and school children should be

did, but practical horticulture and
gardening arc. essential for the pros-
perity of a large number of our jropu- -
latlon. Streets can be made features
of attractiveness by uniform, pruned
and selected shade trees and evenly
graded and well-ke- lawns, at a
nominal expense.

In a great many instances treesare pitifully ignored; their value, forshade, beauty and sanitation is notsufficiently realized. They are for a

home what a dress is to a person,
and as the dress maJces the man, to
a great extent, so the tree makes
the home-Overall-

are Inexpensive, and a
great many men and boys will feel
a great deal better by handling a
rake or spade or hoe for a while In
spare hours, and proudly feel by hav-
ing produced something. All aboard
for a beautiful city! Work for It,
boost for It, be proud of It; and for
any information the park department
is the public servant.

Climatic Suitability.
As well known, only a limited num-

ber of the many varieties of shade
trees can be successful grown In our
climate and at our altitude. In
dralny locations the silver maple,
Norway maple and sycamore arc well
adapted. The ornamental sycamore
is a good tree in medium high locali-
ties and also the lindens, both
European and American variety. Of
the elms the corky elm Is a very
good tree and the Huntington and
Scotch elm arc excellent varieties.
Other varieties of elms aro usually
poor and liable to scale.

If you are possessed with onough
patience to wait for a horse-chestn-

to grow, they may bo planted with
good results. Any variety of poplar
doc? well here, but borers are a
troublesome enemy of this tree. White
and green ash do well, but are usually
(he llrst to be covered vJi the baric
lice.

Locusts Inferior.
arc Inferior trees, much

more so the black locust. Under this
tree vegetation appears to wither,
except fox-ta- ll glass, which Is un-
desirable. Box older Is our local
shade tree and if well cared for as
to shape is a good tree. However, it
Is the permanent abode of the green
aphis and therefore ln disgrace. As
an ornamental tree for lawns, nar-
row avenues and drives tho tulip
tree (lirlodnndron) Is to be recom-
mended. In more humid climates It
grows to a large tree, but is a

tree in our rllmate.
The glnko (Sallsburla) does well

and only attains a medium size,
growing to a eolumner shape. The
white birch and out-leaf- or
weeping birch are beautiful on any
grounds.

A Picturesque Tree.
The sweet gum tree (Mrjuldambar)

if- - a small but very picturesque tree.
Of the flowering ornamental trees
the catalpa speclosa Is a n

and ornamental tiee, but grows to
nn Irregular hapc If not properly
trained when young. The red or
.Tudas bud troe is tine, both for Its
bloom and foliage. The varnish tree
Koelrculerla) a fern-lik- e foliage tree
with panicles of yellow flowers in
June. Is'very fine.

The Pagoda tree is a vorv orna-
mental tree with tine foliage, white
flowers and bright frreen bark, vcrv
odd and elegant. The golden chain(cytlssus Lrfihaurnum) Is a fine flow-
ering shrub-Ilk- e tree with long chain-
like flowers and green bark. Its bark
Ik poisonous, however. Of thc locusts,
the rose acacia or (Robinla Vlscoaa)
is very beautiful.

The purple-leafe- d plum (I'runus
plssardl) and the douhlc-flowcrln- g

peach and cherry arc very ornament-
al In any landscape. Even thc com-
mon cherry (sweet cherry) and crab
apple are appropriate ua an orna- -

mcnt. Thc hawthorne and mountain
ash arc well known and valuable or-
namental trees.

A good tree with silvery foliage,
fult and flowers Is the Russian olivo
(Elcagnus .angustifolla). The empress
tree (Paulownia Imperialls) has thelargest leaves of any tree and Is or-
namented with d flowers.
The varieties mentioned have proven
that they can grow here and are
found In a very limited number ln
our gardens.

Beautiful Shrubbery.
Aside from n shrubs like

lilac, snowball, etc, a few kinds may
be especially recommended. They
arc the golden bells or forysthla,
which blooms llrst of all shrubs when
not yet in leaf. The Althea mce-cha-

Is a very ornamental looking
shrub, with beautiful colored foliage
and lilac flowers. Japanese snowballs
and red flowering currants

and paniculate and
halesla tetraptern) aro very orna-
mental.

Lilacs may bo had in reddish pur-
ple, white and several shades of pur-pit- !.

The blue splrea, carlopteiis, is a
line shrub in shady locations. Tho
almond, double-flowcrln- g, and the
double-flowerin- g plum (prunustrllo-ba- )

are beautiful shrubs. The early
and late blooming varieties of apl-rc- as

aro very useful. Korrla, with
yellow flowers and bright, green
bark, makes a good effect.

Queen of Flowers.
The rose, designated by Sapho

more than two thousand years ago
as "The Queen of Flowers," has
ever since maintained Its place of
honor. It was dedicated to Venus,
Amour and Aurora for its character-
istic beauty. Tt represented also
Harpocratus, "the god of silence,"
signifying that anything discussed
under the rose should be kept in-
violate, from which wo have our ex-
pression "sub-rosa- ." Certainly the
rosu is a most beautiful llower and Is
moro widely distributed over the face

of our globe than any other variety
of plant life.

So many different varieties of roses,
are cultivated that it is difllcult to
select any one from the hundreds of
varieties. Suffice to say, that our
best-know- n varieties belong to the
hybrid perpetual, hybrid tea, tea,
bourbon, polyantha. noisette and

roses. The best way is to plant
roses ln beds or groups instead of
scattering them separately ln tho
gardon- - Better care can be given
them when they aro planted togeth-
er on a roscbed.

Rules for Pruning.
Fertilizing, cultivation and spray-

ing can be better attended to and the
effect will be moro observed than
otherwise. It would not be possible
to give one certain rule for pruning
the rosebush. Hybrid tea roses de-
mand very little and tho tea a little
more, while hybrid porpetual and
bourbon roses require a severe prun-
ing.

Tho best rule to follow for our
roses Is, to prune short thoso of
weak growth, to prune long those ofstrong growVh, and above all to cul-
tivate and fertilize, as the rose is agross feeder. Old wood should bo
constantly replaced by new, vigor-
ous shoots. This department takes, pleasure, If the opportunity presents
