EVIDENCE FOR CQBIA

IS HEARD Si JURY

So Far Defense Seems to Rely

Upon Accused's Reputation;

Had Been Drinking.

BRIGHAM CITY. May . 5. The state

rested its caso Saturday evening in tho
murder trial of W. N. Cobla. charged
with the murder of Jaincfa N. Morris
at Rosette, January 21. Attorney Hal-- j
verson for the defense made his open-

ing address lo the Jury and this morn-
ing the talcing of testimony was com-
menced for tho 'dofcntic.

Thu following witncBsen were exam-
ined today and all testified as to tho
reputation of tho defendant, Cobla:
John G. Chad wick. F. W. Clark, David
UlrschI, J. W. Callahan. Adam Larson
and Anna Newman, their testimony
bringing out thn fact that Cobla had a
good reputation ho far as known. The
defense hIho stipulated that several wit
nesses from South Carolina, Cobla's
homo Htato, whose depositions had been
procured, would testify IT they were In
court that defendant's reputation was
good.
. A.- - McDonald testified that ho rode
from Kelton to a point near Rosctto with
Cobla on the night Morris was shot. He
sworo that the gun Colua used was his.
That they had used it along the road to
shoot rabbits, and that it had failed lo
work half tho time, and that Cobla said
he could tlx tho glm for McDonald, and
then took the gun and Mfty rounds of
ammunition.

McDonald testified that he and Cobla
drank one pint of whisky and two bot-
tles of beer on the road to Rosette from
Kelton. Dr. R. A. Pearse. who aided
with post mortem on the body of Morris,
gave, brief testimony.

Bishop Jacob Kunsler, father-in-la- w

of Cobla, related tho story of tho shoot-
ing on the stand this afternoon after he
had witnessed It himself. His story dif-
fered with the testimony of state's wit-
nesses in that he stated J. XV. Morris
had struck Cobla with tho ax handle
before tho second shot was fired. It was
the second shot that killed Morrlu.

101 FIDERESHTS

Tells Heman Construction

to Follow Contract and Not

Use Outside Help.

Acting on tho protest of the Salt Lako
Building Trades council against the em-
ployment of foreign laborers In prefer-
ence to Americans and local labor by
contractors doing city work, tho city
commission last night decided to inform
tho Heman Construction company that it
would bo expected to llvo up to its con-
tract wherein It is specifically provided
that bona lido residents aro to be given
preference.

A week ago, E. A. Wilcox, secretary
of tho council, filed with tho city a strong
protest against Homan's employment
methods. It was charirod that ileman
had imported foreign labor and had
crowded out local laborers wherever pos-
sible. Tho protest wau roferred to tho
city attorney, who returned an opinion
to tho commission last night that section
22 of Heman's contract requires him to
glvo preference to residents and particu-
larly to heads of families.

If the city forces this provision it will
lead to the establishment of a precedent
that ha3 long been sought by tho local
labor unions.

On recommendation of Georgo D. Kcy-se- r,

commissioner of parks and public
property, the salary of Perloy A. Hill,
city sexton, was Increased from $1000 a
year to SI 200 a year. An ordinance to
that effect was pased by tho commis-
sion. Provision for tho Increase was
mado in the park department budget at
tho first of the year. The salary of
George Powls, chief gardener at the
cemetery, also was increased from $900
to $1000 a year.

THE EXCELLENCE OF

AMERICAN WOOLENS

By Winthrop L. Marvin in the

Editorial Review.

t

An accusation often mado against tho American woolen

industry by its foreign and domestic enemies is that tho
protcctivo tariff compola tho uso of inferior materials and
substitutes for wool, and results in a dotorioratton of

fabrics. Such a chargo is particularly mean and basoless.

Tho tariff hoard has not examined this phnso oi tho ques-

tion, hut it is effectually covered in the rocent roport of

the bureau of tho coiibus of tho United States. Thoso gov-

ernment officials, in thoir examination of the wool manu-

facture for .1000, show that tho amount of ttooI consumed

in condition purchased in the woolen mills of this country,
exclusive of carpet, folt and knitting mills, ate, incrofwed

from 330,179,000 pounds in 3890 to 474,751,000 pounds at
tho cud of tho decado a gain of 44 per cent; reckoned
on a scoured wool hasis, tho gain was 50 per cent. In the
sanio decade tho quantity of raw cotton consumed foil off
from 10,245,000 pounds to 220,055,000 pounds, a decroaso of
50 per cent, whllo the amount of cotton yarn purchased in-

creased only from 35,343,000 pounds to 30,109,000 pounds,

II per cent. "The net result," Btatcs the census "bureau,

"is a decided decronse in the amount of cotton used as a
manorial by wool manufacturers."

These official figures aro the result of a most minuto
and exhaustive inquiry undertaken all over tho United
States by sworn agents of tho government. They prove that,

instead of decroasing tho consumption of raw wool in the
American mills has enormously increased, to the extent of
50 per cent in a singlo decado, a gain out of all proportion
lo the growth in population. Fifty per cent more wool has
been used and thoro has been at the same time a very heavy
falling off in cotton. Ifow about Eboddy, that other sub-

stitute for pure, now wool? On this point the official rec-
ord of the government is equally conclusive Tho federal
census sa3'.s:

"The figures also shovr a marked decrease in the uso of
shoddy. Tho quantity purchased decreased 35 per corit, and
tho amount manufactured in woolen mills for uso therein
fell off 10 per cent. In 3S99 tho total amount of shoddy
consunied by woolon and worsted manufacturers "rras

pounds; in 1909 it wns only 11321,000 pounds, a
decrease all the more significant when the growth of tho
induslr3' is considered."

Those politicians and magazine writers who havo been
asserting that tho protective tariff mado now wool so dear
that only the rich could wear it and that nothing but
shoddy could be found upon the backs of tho masses of- - the
American people, have been guilty of an amazing falsehood,
proved false by tho fresh impartial records of the national
government. It is not America undor protection, but Grcat
Britain under free trade, that is tho land of shoddy par ex-
cellence. As tho tariff board says in its report:

"Tho greatest, shoddy producing center in tho world is
in or near Batloy and Dcwsbury, in England. Of tho 900
rag picking machines in the Unitod Kingdom, Yorkshiro,
in which Batlcy and Dewsbnry are locator!, has 881 ma-
chines. Tn tho whole of tho United States thoro aro only
346 rag grinding- machines.'

In other words, the shoddy industry is only a littlo more
thau ono-thir- as large in the United States, with 90,000,000
people, as it is in tho United Kingdom, with 45,000,000.
American woolen mills, whoso uso of shoddy is as compared
with Great Britain negligible and decreasing, consumo an-
nually onc-fift- h of all thowool produced and consumed in
tho wholo world.

Any traveler with open eyes and open mind can readily
compare tho attire of the masses of tho work peoplo of
Great Britain or tho continent with that of tho wage oani-er- s

of tho United States, and, comparing, can undorstand
why tho very first thing new immigrants do in this coun-
try, if thoy have any moucy in their pockets, is to discard
their garments for real American clothes. Ex-
cept for certain light-weigh- t fabrics, in which the labor
cost is tho dominating factor, the only woolons now im-
ported into Airiorica aro tho fine, costly, "exclusive" fa-
brics of tho very rich luxuries, and properly taxed
as such. B. ir. Van Tngon, a great merchant of Now York,
Iho chief imporlnr of English cloths, and familiar also with
American cloths, has lately said of the products of Ameri-
can mills:

"There arc no more expert manufacturers anywhoro
than the best of thoso in this country. Thoy arc wonder-
fully quick to catch ideas, to modify, alter, improvo and to
meet quickly the ever changing demands of fashion and
fajicy. Thoy produce as great a varioty of woolen cloths as
can ho found in tho whole of Europo togothor.

"Tho lino and medium grades of the woolen cloths mado
here arc generally bettor than those of equal quality to bo ob-
tained in any other country. American colors aro, as a rule,
better, clearor and more lasting than thoso of similar foreign
made fabrics. Tho designing talent in America is quite
equal to any in Europe.''

These frank words of an importing merchant aro an ef-
fective answer and rebuke to those mean Americans whofor politics or gain have so contemptibly slandered tho hon-esty and skill of their fellow countrymen.
