TOWER CITY, Pa., Aug. 2—Eight-
een men were killed and two seriously
injured in & double explosion In the
East Brookside mine of the Philadel-
phia and Reading Iron company, caused
by what {5 supposed to have been dy-
namite and gas,

Thirteen men died in the first ex-
plosion and five went to their death in
the second hlsst, after en heroie at-
tempt to rescne the flrst vietims. One
of the reseners esoaped.

It is not known what caused the ex-
plosions, but tha miners at the colllery
are Inclined to tha bellef that the first
explosion was that of dynamite and the
second was caussd by gas which had been
libarated by the dynamite exploslon. The
dead wers scattsred about for e distance
of about a quarier of o mila Only three
men wers taken out allve and ons of
thess dled on the way to ths hospital
Buperintendant John Lorenz, {0 years
old, was in the mine when the first ex-
plosion occurred. He was rescued sev-
erel hours later. FHenry Bchoffstall was
another taken out allve. Both ware
burned and bruised, but are expected o
recaver. Buperintendent Lorens was
found crawling along ths ground trying
to make his way through the Adebris to
safaty. It la possibls that the real atory
of the explesion may never bs known, as
all who were in & positlon to know were
killed,

the mine at the time of the fArst ex-
plosion, he was about #0 feet from |(t,
end 1t is not thought that he knows the
cause. He is not In condition to talk,

Killed in Threse Ways,

TWhils the Impresslon seams to be that
the firat explosion was that of dynamite,
it in almo possibla that {t might have been
dus to gas. Tho men wars killed In
threa different ways, Soms of them
were violently hurled against the side of
the tunnel in which they wers working
nnd erushed, some ware burned to death
by the explosion of gas nnd others were
suffocated by the after-damp which al-
ways follows an exploaion in ths mines,
All but five of the men killed were
readily Identified. The other (lve had
no relatives in the vicinity. With a fow
excaptions, all of ths furelgm workmen
wara brought here from a distance
The BEast Drookside colliery employs
about 500 men. It ia sltuated on the top
of the mountain about two miles west ol
Tower, Clty and within the samas dis-
tance of a hall dozen other little mining
taowns in the Willlams valley., The caol-
llery olosed down Thursday evenlng for
the weelk, but Charies Portland, a mining
contractor, who has a contract with the
Reading company Lo drive a lunnel, kept
aume of his men at werk.
