BIKERS APPROVE

THE DEPOSIT PLAN

WASHINGTON, Aug. 6. Secretary
McAdoo's plau to deposit an additional
$50,000,000 of government funds among
tho banks in tho agricultural sections
has met with prompt approval from
tho bankers in the southern, wostern
and far western states, invited to at-
tend tho conferences at the treasury
department tomorrow, Friday and nest
Thursday to confer regarding the dis-
tribution of the funds.

The banks of all five far western
cities included in tho plan have re-
plied they will send representatives to
Washington. Out of the nineteen west-
ern cities, all but three have sent fa-
vorable replies, and all of the thirty-seve- n

southern cities have been heard
from. Several of tho latter, however,
said they felt no need of joining in
the conference, because they felt sat-
isfied they would be fairly treated in
the distribution.

More than seventyfivc southern
bankers will gather tomorrow in the
office of Assistant Secretary Williams
for the first conference. Secretary
McAdoo and E. B. Daskam, chief of
the division of public moneys, will be

resent. The conference with westernE ankers is scheduled for Friday, and
that with the far western bankers for
Thursday of next week.

A number of cities have sent protests
against thejr not being included in the
proposed distribution, and some pres-
sure, it is understood, is being brought
to bear through representatives in con-
gress to have Secretary McAdoo revise
his list.

While no definite announcement of
tho department's intention has been
made, indications are the list will not
be altered.

Three additional cities who are to
share in the distribution will be made
public today, but it was explained that
they were originally in the list .though
not announced with tho others. They
are:

Lexington, Kv., Duluth, Minn., and
Fort Worth, Tex.

Both the Bulgarian and Servian armies,
however, according to the correspondent,
aro displaying a growing impatience and
demand to either be led against tho
enemy or to be allowed to return to their
homes.
