CITY ENTIRELY FREE
FROM SCARLET FEVER

Diphtheria Also Has Disappeared, Ac-

cording to Report of tho Board
of Health.

For tho first time in years Salt Lake
City b entirely free from scarlet fever
and diphtheria, according to the weekly
report of tho board of health. During
tho week no cason wore reported and none
1b under quarantine.

Only fourteen cases of contagious and
Infectious dlscasos were reported, and of
this number four were typhoid, eight
whooping cough, bne smallpox and one
measles. Tho number of cases of con-
tagious diseases reported In tho lowest
for any week In tho last four years.

with the exception of typhoid fever, of
which there are now forty-tw- o cases underquarantine, tho city is practically free
from disease, a condition that gives rise
to more than ordinary optimism because
of the fact that the public schools open
next week. With but llttlo dlBoa: exist-
ing, it will bo easier for the health au-
thorities to maintain a high standard of
health throughout the year.

A total of thirty-si- x births wan report-
ed during thc week, and, as usual, thegirls led the boys- by. a big margin, twenty--

two being girls and fourteen boys.
Males led In the number of deaths, with
a total of fifteen out of twonty-flv- o re-
ported.

MANY ARE COMING TO

Salt Lake's Reputation as an Educa-
tional Center Is Growing, Says

Salt Lake's reputation throughout the
intermountaln region as an educational
center has becOmo more evident this year
than evor before, according to D. H.
Chrlstonsen, superintendent of schools.

Speaking of registration this year at
the high school. Mr. Chrlstonsen said yes-
terday that. In addition to the unprece-
dented number of students now being en-
rolled, a distinctive feature of thc regis-
tration lies In tho number bf students
bolng enrolled from other states and from
other part3 of Utah. Students from as
many as twenty different states have
taken up residence In Salt Lake for thc
wlntor and havo entered the high school
course, Mr. Chrlstonsen said

"Idaho alone has sent down nearly
twenty students to attend our high
schbol," he said. "Never In recent years
have so many students from outside ter-
ritory come into Salt Lake to enjoy the
educational facilities here offered. Of
course, all of them have to establish resi-
dence."
