Senate Committee Told Credit
Contraction Would Follow
Passage of Currency Bill.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 5 —FProminent
bankers sssured the eenate banking
end curreney committea today that
they thought any problems of credit—
contraction resulting from enactment of
the present eadministration currency

bill—eonld be ‘‘worked out’' so fhat
the country's business would not
affected seriously.

A possible contractiom of $£1,800,000
in the present structure of bank ecred
ita wes given by James B, Forgan,
presidant of the First National bank
of Chicrgo, as bis estimate of the re-
duetion that would have to ba made
in present lomns, to meet the changed
ronditions.

‘“1 dn not want to scare anyone, '
he added. **This does not mean that
the thing cannot be worked out, This
18 simply the amount of contraction
that would zeem to have to take place
to continne the hanks on their present
condition of rcredits, ™’

the Continental & Commercial bank
of Chicago, and faormer Representative

Western Fuel Company Fined
$2000 and Secretary Or-
dered Imprisoned.

SAN FRANCIECO, Sept. 5—Judge
Mauvice T. Dooling, in the TUnited
States district court, today ordered a
fine of 82000 imposed on the Western
Fuel compuny and direeted the impris-
onment of David €. Noreross, secretary
aof the company, for contempt, hecanse
of the refusa] to produce the company's
books before the federal grand jury
whieh iz investigating alleged customs
weighing frauds
Counsel for the Fuel ocom:
pany and Secrotsry  Norcross  nsked
that execution of the conrt’s arders be
deferred until Monday, and this was
grantod by Judge Dooling
Refusal ta produce the books hefore
the grand jury was based on  =everal
grounds, The company contended that
the books had already heen examined
by faderal officials prior to the return:
ing of the indictments under which
elght of its officers and employees are
=oon to be tried,

room, and that the ecompany would
have to suspend buslness whila the
books were out of its possession

Attornevs for the government

NEW YORK, Sept. 5.—J. P. Morgan |

& Company served notice today upon
the New York, New Haven & Hart-
ford Railroad company of their inten-

tion to end their connection as fiscal

agents of the road. This notice was
made publie today by the New Hav-
en’a executive committee. The com-
mittee authorized the president to in-
stall without stint, safety appliances
and signals to insure the safety .of pas-
sengers.

No reason was given by officials of
the New Haven system for the with-
drawal of J. P. Morgan & Company
ns flscal agents of the road. Members
of the Morgan firm bad left the eity
for the week end and only conjeotures

were offered as to the remsons for the
action,

Morgan Firm’s Letter.

The letter notifying the committea
of thair intention to sever finanecial
connections with the New Haven fol-
lows:

““In the existing fiscal agensy agree-
ment between ourselves and your com-
pany It is provided that the urrange-
ment shall continue until the lapse of
90 duys after either party shall have
given notica to the other of a desire
to terminate the same.

““We hereby notify you that it is
our desire that the arrangements be
terminated npon the lapse of #0 days
from this date or at sueh enrlier date
as shall be agreeable to you.''

Action on the letter was deferred
until the nexi meeting of the directors.
Mr, Morgan told the executive commit-
tee that similar letters had been sent
to the boards of directors of the Bos.
ton ‘& Maine and the Maine Central
ruilroads, New Haven subsidiaries.

Agent for Many Years.

For many vears the Morgan firm has
acted ns the finnncial agent of the New
Haven road and within the last few
months it bad undertaken te under-
write the issuanca of #67,000,000 six
per cent debenture honds, to be used

FIFTEEN DEAD AND
FOUR LIKELY TO DIE

German School Teacher Slays Family
and Then Runs Amuck in Town
of Muehlhausen.

MUEHLHATUBEN, Germany, Sept.
5—Fifteen persons are dead hereas the
result of a school teacher named Wag-
ner running amuek last nlght with sev-
eral revolvers and a plentiful supply
of sammunition. Eight persons died
shortly after Wagner opensd up his
murderous fusillude and seven others
of twenty wounded succumbed today.
Tour more persons are in & precarious
condition.

Wagner previously lmsd killed his
wife and four children in the nearby
town of Degerloch and then came tn
Muehlhausen to continue his deadly
work.

When Wagner finally was overpow-
erad by infuriated townspeople, badly
injured by Dblows from clubs and
wounds from pitchforks, it was be-
lieved that he wns insane. A commis-
sion of examining judges, howsever, ad
ter & lengthy hearing in which Wagner
rationally answersd all thelr giestions,

declmred the murderer to be normal
mentaily.

OREGON OFFICIALS

PORTLAND, Or, BSept. 5—Gover-
nor Oswald West of Oregon was sued
for £16.000 todavy by hi2 own order.
