"It is learned that Zamacona was
chosn because he is and always has
been at Beart a Maderista. Tie repre-
sents realty the forces that are op-
posed to Huerta methods, but not nec-
essarily to Huerta himself. Huerta has
retained Zamacona because of the great
personal power that statesman repre-
sents in Mexico and he has been se-
lected principally because he is no
stranger to Washington and to the
diplomatic corps here.I "There is no one who can approach
the rebel leaders with less danger of a
rebuff than Zamacona. The place to
bring about an armistice is Washing-
ton. The headquarters of the opposi-
tion to Huerta are in this city and itis said that the sinews of war are pro-
vided for this opposition.

Place for Diplomacy.
"The diplomacy of the constitution-

alists is conducted at Washington, so
that from all points of view and for
the practical results, the triangular ne- -
gotiations of President Wilson, General
Huerta and General Carransca would be
best held here.''

The state department is particularlv
anxious for an armistice because of the
news received today as to the situation

resulting from the civil war. It gavo

Academic Questions.

Tho officials soe
there can be no peoco and no effec-
tiveness in presidential messages unless
Carranza consents to a truce and will
abido bv the jlection rosnlts.

WRITER SAYS HUERTA
WILL BE A CANDIDATE

MEXICO CITY. SepL 6. There Is not

the slightest doubt that Huerta will be a
candldato in tho presidential election on
October 26. How this will ba accom-
plished, when a constitutional amend-
ment forbids a president holding more
than one term. Is not worked out, but a
way will be found. Huerta will run and
be elected.

The fact that ho Is merely president
ad Interim will probably provide a loop-
hole for constitutional lawyers to show
the way for his candidacy.

His campaign was opened today when
El Notlclosi, a government evening paper,
printed an article, apparentlv Inspired,
saying:

"General Huorta holds the right to fig-
ure in the approaching elections and It is
absurd to pretend to eliminate the man
who has shown such aptkudo for govern-
ing the nation.'

Minister Gamboa reiterated today that
Huerta has never said ho would not be
a candlate. which Is considered here
lantamount to saying he will be.

Despite the objections of the minister
of hacienda, or agriculture, to accepting
a domestic loan, it will be raised by or-
der of Huerta and 100,000,0p0 pesos
(S50.000.000) Is expected by government
officials from this source within a few
weeks.

Phe and
her rebel troops wero granted amnesty
by tho federal government on condition
that tho troops enlist In the federal army.
As yet no provision has been mado for
their woman leader by tho government.

Senora Alanls rind her troops have
been assisting Maximo Castillo in his
Independent revolution for Emillo Gomez.
She left Castillo's main column several
days ago. Senora Alanls lias been in tho
field at tho head of a rebel troop for sev-
eral months and has been fighting on
opposlto sides to her husband, who Is a
federal army coloneL

About a year ago sho and twenty rebel
followers took Juarez and ruled tho bor--
dor town for a day. Tho town at that
time was defended by federal police, but
sho disarmed all of them and throw them
in Jail. When night camo she ngain went
into tho field with her rebel force.

DOCTOR IS CHARGED
WITH MANSLAUGHTER

KANSAS CITY, Sept. 0. Dr. Jacob
Hall was bound over today for trial on a
charge of manslaughter, in connection
with tho death of Meta Zook, a high
school girl, last August, after a criminal
operation. Dr. Fabian Pratt, who was
givon his preliminary hearing simul-
taneously with that of Dr. Hall, was
discharged on tho ground of insufficient
evidence Dr. Hall furnished $2000
bonds and was released.

The courtroom was crowded with
spectators eagor to hoar the details
brought out at tho coroner's inquest of
a scandal involving a number or fash-
ionable families of the city.

Interior Department Insists

Upon Interpreting Three-Yea- r

Homestead Bill.

Special to The Tribune
WASHINGTON, Sept. 6. Assistant

Secretary of tho Interior .Tones today
sent to congress an adverse report on
tho Borah bill, recently passed by the
sonato. amonding tho Smoot throe-yea- r

homestead bill by providing that in lieu
of cultivation settlors may mako im-
provements on thoir land to tho aggre-
gate value of $1.50 pur aero per year.
Tho secretary maintains that many
homesteaders aro not ablo to expend
this amount in improvements. Ho also
maintains that tho Borah bill ropeals
a provision in tho present law which
gives tho secretary of the interior dis-

cretion to reduce tho area of cultiva-
tion. Tho effect of such legislation, he
said, would bo to penalize poor homo-seeker- s

and mako it impossiblo for tho
intorior department to oztend them any
rcliof.

Along with his report, Socretary
Jonos transmitted to congress a modifi-
cation of tho regulations for enforce-
ment of tho three-yea- r homestoad bill,
in which lie directs a reduction of tho
cultivated aroa on homestead entries
whero tho landB entered aro rough or
otherwise difficult to clear and culti-
vate.

Senator Borah said today that ho will
fight for tho passago of his bill, not-
withstanding the objection of Secre-
tary Jones, and added: "I am utterly
and uncompromisingly opposed to turn-
ing settlers over to the discretion of
tho dopartmont. The settler never

knows until tho last interpreter has in-

terpreted department regulations,
whether ho is afoot or horseback. Tho
rules and regulations can bo changed
at any hour, and the settler under them
has no assuranco'of permanent rights."

ALLEGED IMPOSTER
PLACED UNDER ARREST

SAN FRANCISCO, Sept. 6. Bernard
Le "Vey, self-style- d lieutenant in the
United States army, claiming to be
authorized by the secretary of war and
tho .president to organize an aeronautic
corps of tho army here, is in nail today
pending investigation by the police as
to whether ho had collected money to
promote tho schomo before he was ex-
posed.

Lo Vey registered last night at a
fashionable hotel and mado no secret
of his allegod mission, stating that tho
money for construction of hangars and
armory for tho new corps was to bo
supplied by voluntary contributions of
private citizens.

TALKS OF THE CASE

Voteil for Conviction as Com-

promise, but Regards Ver-

dict as a Disgrace.

SAN FRANCISCO, SepL 6. "I vot-o- d

to lind Caminetti guilty to save his
father and hia mother from a lot of
UBoless counsel feos," today said Wil-

liam A. Hoistor, ono of tho ;urorB that
couvictcd the son of tho commissioner
general of immigration as a white
slavor.

"I voted young Caminetti guilty o

tho rosfc of tho jurors insisted; on
a compromise, and I regard tho verdict
as a disgrace to tho United States. I
believe tho verdict will, be rovorsed, as
T bclievo the young man is innocont of
this charge.

"Wlion wo began to deliberate tho
qtiostion was put up to tho jurors that
tlioro was not a mau among tho fcwolvo
wlio had not, at some time- - in his ca-
reer, done the same thing as young
Caminotti had done. This was debated
up and down, but it was finally agreed
by tho majority that tho jnrv could
not do anything but convict jn he fnco
of tho instructions givon bv Judge Van
Floot.

"The man who held out with mo for
acquittal was Charles O. Clausen, tho
architect in tho- Phelan building.
Francis Carolan at one time' wanted to
return a verdict of guilty on the first
threo counts, but I told him I would
stay out until nest Christmas if any
agreement of that kind was ontore'd
into among the rest of the jurors. Tom
Haskins, tho foTmor supervisor, was
with Clausou and myself on a vordict
of acquittal, but ho got cold feet aft-
er the third ballot had boon taken and
joinod tho majority.

"I believe tho verdict will bo re-
versed by the United States circuit
court of appeals, and that was ono of
tho main reasons why I agreed on the
compromise verdict. Sinco I reached
the opinion to vote with tho rest of the
jurors on tho compromise verdict, Ihavo had manv misgivings. I joined
the majority t&o same as the average
man would, and I candidly regret it.
I should have kept to mT original in-
tention and refused to vote jniilt3r on
any of the counts. That's the way I
feel about it."

WHOLESALE MURDER
PLANNED BY WAGNER

German Teacher Intended to Kill Many
More Than He Did; Sixteen

Now Dead.

MUEHLHAUSEN, Baden, Germany,
Sept. 6. An attempt was mado today
by the Bon of ono of yesterday's vic-
tims of tho shooting tragedy to killWagner, the wholesale murderer, who
is lyine in a hospital here.

Tho number of the killed among the
villagers was increased to sixteen to-
day by the death of another wounded
man. The others are recovering.

It has been disclosod that tho mur-
ders and arson were deliberate acts of
vengeance which had been contemplat-
ed for sis years by the murderer, be-
cause the villagers tried to interfere
with his marriage and took sides
against him in an inheritance dis-
pute.

Wagner wrote: "There are too many
people on earth. Half of them should
be killed off." Ho had hoped, ac-
cording to memorandums found in his
papers, to kill many more. His plaus
had been carefully drafted so as to
permit as few as possible to escape.

Five Workmen Blown to Pieces.
PARIS, Sept. 6. Five workmen were

blown to pieces today by an explosion
at a fireworks factory in Aubervllliers. a
suburb of Paris. Fragments of bodies
wero carried an eighth of a mile.

Stones from the factory wall wounded
several section hands working on the
railroad 100 yards away.

, More than 2500 persons aro homeless
as a result of the fire and are camp-in- g

temporarily in the vicinity o tho
Oaklawn race track and state fair-
grounds. At a mass mooting today a
committee was appointed to caro fortho homeless and the work of furnish-
ing food and clothing to the homeless
was started at once.

Grand avenuo, leading from the
burned area to tho fairgrounds, today
presented a picturesque sight. Hun-
dreds of families gathorod along thoroadway with what little thov savedfrom their homes and worked tnoir way
gradually to tho camp.

Two hundred and fifty citizens wero
sworn in today as special officers to
aid in preserving order. No trouble
has so far been reported. It was not
believed tonight that tho city authori-
ties would have to call on tho state
for assistance. Two companies of mil-
itia will bo sent here bv Governor
Hays.

All sal oons are closed.
Hardly had tho ruins ceased to smo-

lder today than workmen began clear-
ing up the debris. The excitement
that prevailed last night has subsided
and plans for rebuilding the demolished
section of tho city are being mado.
A demand for laborers to nssist in
clearing up tho ruin's has beon sent
broadcast.

Tho light and power companv late
today provided emergoncy facilities for
tho newspapers and other industries.
Tho city will bo in darkness about a
month.

About 6000 feet of hose belonging
to the fire department was burned
Many of the local department horses
wero also rendered unfit for further
duty.
