ton's life and lovo is' merely amusing, for
as with most people there aro "ups and
downs" In her career. So vivaciously

has she been drawn by tho author, how-

ever, and so unswervingly docs she fol-

low the road that must lead her
to a great happiness that the

reader is bound to have a cheery time
in her company.

Mrs. "Wcstrup starts out with an un-

usual situation. Her heroine Is not the
typical hcrolno of fiction. Phlllppa, for
reasons made perfectly clear and which
it would be a pity to divulge now, is
resolved all through her life to shun the
lovo of man.
